MIDLAND COLLEGE

Two weeks ago The Reporter pub­
lished a comment upon market condi* 
tions that are so unfair to the western 
ranchman and stated that Midland 
stockmen had held a meeting to re­
view the situation and to formulate 
plans for relief. Our Mr. J. W. Schue* 
ber was commissioned to take the 
matter up with the Cattle Raisers’ 
Association of Texas on a recent vis­
it to Fort Worth, and the following 
questions were propounded to the as­
sociation, at the request of Midland 
stockmen;

1. What are government require­
ments on their beef contracts, with re­
gard to weight and quality of car­
cass?

2. In 1917 heavy cattle were dreg­
gy and cutters and canners high. Now 
heavy and finished cattle are ruling 
very high, while cutters are low and 
canners very low. What produces 
this condition and what, if anything, 
has been or is being done to remedy 
the present condition?

3. What would be the probable ef­
fect of having the government estab­
lish a minimum price on she cattle 
when'sold on the maiket, as a conser­
vation policy and for the purpose of 
stubiliting values?

4. What reasons are there for the 
banka to decline to take advantags of 
the 'recent arrangement to finance ca^ 
tie paper, and what suggestions are 
offered for bettering the plan?

These questions were ftw nnU i by 
Mr. Schueber, and through its secre­
tary, E. B. Spiller, the association has 
replied, as folloMrs.

“ Referring to the attached memo­
randum :

‘ 1st. The government require­
ments on beef contracts are as fol­
lows: Carcass for navy must weigh 
500 pounds. For army weight not 
less than 435 pounds. A 435 pound 
army carcass is about the same as 
476 cammercial carcass. The govern­
ment buys meat for the allies for their 
armies and also civiliah population, 
and all carcasses must weigh 600 
pounds to meet requirements for these 
contracts. An effort is being made to 
get the army to take for all their 
purposes and for the purposes of the 
allies all good beef regardless of car­
cass. The present contracts use no 
she cattle.

“ 2nd. The cause for the difference 
between the heavy cattle and the thin 
is no doubt due to the government de­
mand for the heavy cattle, and not 
such a great demand for the thin cat­
t le .T h e  recent removal of the re- 
atriclions on the civilian consumption 

. of beef should help this condition 
some. The present market condition, 
however, is due to the fact that the 
market is controlled by the packers,m 
the minds of a great many people.

“ 3rd. The matter of fixing a mini- 
mum prjee on ftny cIm * of Hvt stock 
has been under discussion among cat­
tlemen since the war began, and also 
has been under consideration by the 
Food Administration. Among cattle­
men there le a difference of opinion 
as to the advisability of price fixing 
on live stock. If fhe government fixes 
the minimum price on any commodity 
and the market condiUons are not such 
that that price can be obUinsd tten 
the government has to buy at that 
minimum price. This

1. Bulletins will be potted in the 
court house and all post offices when 
calls for quotas are made. These bul- 
etins will state the number of men 
A’anted, where wanted, kind of work, 
aages, housing conditions and 
A'he.her transportation and meals en- 
route are paid or advanced.

2. When you read these bulletins, 
immediately report to one of tha en­
rollment officers or direct to the U. S. 
employment office at Abilene, Texas, 
that you will go and have your regis­
tration card made out. Don’t give up 
your present work until the examiner 
has registered your name as it may 
cause confusion.

3. If you hear that certain work is 
open at other places, don’t go there 
mtil you have consulted with the ex­

aminer at U S. employment office. He 
will tell you the truth about it and 
save you time and money. If yon do 
otherwise the jobs may be filled before 
you get there.

4. Don’t confuse the filing of your 
name with enrollment officers with 
your registration for a specific Job. 
The registration gets you the Job. 
The filing of name, makes it possible 
for the examiner to notify you should 
you fail to see the posted bulletins. By 
following these instructions and keep­
ing in close touch with the employ­
ment office every man can have good 
work.

Hahn. He is a nephew of Dr. W. K.

De.ir Grandad: Am sure glad to 
be back in the good old U. S. A. We 
steamed into New York harbour on 
last Saturday, after 18 days at sea, 
and the most beautiful sight I have 
ever seen or expect to see, was the 
statue of Liberty and New York’s fa­
mous sky-line. But, oh my, what 
a wail went up to the heavens when 
we were ordered away again to Nor­
folk, Va. I sure hope the recording 
angel won’t remember all the remarks 
that were made. We were only paid 
off and turned loose last Friday. 
Have made no definite plan yet for the 
future, for I am in hopes that the new 
draft will enable me to get into th< 
fight Will be here for a few days to 
rest up and see what the chance* «• 
in the ship building game, also for 
some better line of work in the mer­
chant marine and then am going back 
to Norwood for a visit and will of 
course run down to Lexington for a 
day or .80. We came nearly all the 
w-ay across by ourselves and hftil nO* 
guns or even a storage battery for tbe 
wireless, which meant that if we were 
hit in the engine room, that the wire 
less could not be used to call for help 
Two days out coming back the con­
voy was turned loose and it was every­
body for himself and full speed ahead 
For the first two days we ran in com­
pany with two other ships, but they 
were faster than we were and we lost 
them.

Dear home folks: I received your 

most welcome letter yesterday after­
noon, and sure was glad to hear from 
home. It takes letters much longer 
to come than it used to for it is about 
2,000 miles by rail from here to Mid­
land. But at that I was glad to get 
to come to CaHfomia. The climate 
here is so much nicer and the people 
all seem like home folks to me. They 
will 'do anything to make you enjoy 
yourself. I was in Sacramento last 
.Sunday, walking a round looking at 
the scenery, which is the most beauti­
ful I ever saw ,when a young man 
stopped his car and ask^ me if I 
would go to church with him, and aaid.

We’re going to have something spec­
ial for the boys in uniform.” I went
with him and a lot of California girls. 
We had singing and prayer and after 
we sat down to one of the swellest 
meals I ever saw. I sure enjoyed my­
self and am going back whenever I 
can. It was the Christian church.

I had heard a lot about the Sacra­
mento Valley before I came here, and 
every word I had heard was true.

There are hundreds of acres of 
grapes, oranges, peaches, plums, 
grapefruit and all such fruits, and 
there is a fine crop of them all this 
year. The greater part of the orchards 
here are under irrigation from the 
Sacramento river but there are some 
wells. Capital Park is another pret­
ty place. The State capital is in the 
center of the park. 'There are all 
kinds and ages of trees in it. It is an 
awfully nice place to go and sit with 
one’s ^rl. -
