Democrats Sure of 
Defeating: Coolid^e

” lt is absolutely certain that Coo- 
lidgc is already defeated,” is the as­
sertion made by C. W. Jurney, for 
many years secretary to former Sen­
ator Chas. A. Culberson and now oc­
cupying a similar position wnth Sen­
ator Royal S. Copeland of New York.

“This conviction is expressed in a 
letter to Judge John L. Young of Dal- 
la.s, Associate Director of Finance for 
Texas, Democratic National Commit­
tee,” says a statement issued by J. 
M. De.\rmond, County Finance Di­
rector, who is urging all Democrats 
of the County to join the Victory 
Clubs and by their contributions, how­
ever modest, to aid in the election of 
John W. Davis, the Democratic pres­
idential nominee.

Mr. Jumey, a Texan, who long has 
been in touch with the national polit­
ical pulse, wrote Judge Young a s 
follows:

“There is no question about C.oo- 
lidge’s defeat, for Davis has 206 sure 
votes and LaFollette 60, which makes 
260 or a majority of the electoral col­
lege which makes it utterly impossi­
ble for Coolidge to wiiAthere.

“ The only question is- whether Da­
vis in the remaining weeks can get 
a clear majority in the electoral col­
lege. or whether the contest will go 
to the Hou.se, but in either event, he 
is certain of selection either in the 
electoral college or in the House.

“ You fan put it down that it is 
going to be f’resident .lohn W. Davis 
after March 4, for if he foils of a 
majority on .Nov. 4. he will get a ma­
jority in the House. There will be a 
joint .session of the House and Senate 
on the second Wednesday in Febru­
ary, li»2.5, to count the vote. This 
falls on February 11, next year, and 
if nobody receives a majority after 
the vote is canvassed, the Hou.se will 
then pi'oceed to the election of a 

resident and there is no riueMtion 
that, if it goes that far, ('oolidge will 
be entirely out of it and the only 
question will be whether it yill be 
Davis or Bryan. There is no doubt 
in the mind of anyone in Washington 
about the result in that sort of con­
tingency, for the Republicans would 
solidly vote for Davis before they 
would let Bryan have it. The Dem­
ocrats are going to win in one of 
these two ways.

"In the 206 sure votes for Davis 
that no one can take away from him 
are not included those o f New York, 
New Jersey, Conneticutt, Rhode Is­
land, Indiana, Ohio or Illinois, and 
he has a fine chance to pick up sixty 
votes in these States and get a clear 
majority in the college.

"Regarding the situation in New 
York, Coolidge will lose one million 
votes on Nov. 4, which went to Hard­
ing four years ago. Four hundred 
thousand of these, the German block, 
are going to vote for LaFollette. A 
hundred thousand block, the negro 
vote, is going to be for Davis on ac­
count of his opposUion- to the K u 
Klux Klan. A block of three or four 
hundred thousand Jewish and Italian 
votes U going to be divided between 
Davis and LaFollette on account of 
the new Republican immigration law.
