OTTAWA. — (jp) — Canadian 
consumers, beset by steadily soar­
ing l i ^ g  costs, looked for at least 
partial relief Friday in the govern­
ment’s reimposltion Thursday night 
of price'controls on meat and but­
ter.

In addition, the government said 
it will ask Parliament to extend 
rent controls until March 31, 1949.

Controls on meat and butter were 
lifted last Fall, and since that time 
prices have climbed.

In Ottawa, butter is currenpy 
selling for 73 cents a pound whole­
sale, and beefsteak is priced at 
60 to 65 cents.

Finance Minister Douglas Abbott, 
who announced the reimposltion uf 
controls on the two prime staples, 
said a ceiling price would be fixed 
on butter in a day or two, pegged 
on a  wholesale price per pound in 
Mohtreal of 67 cents. It will take 
about two weeks to evolve a meat 
ceiling, he said.

Previously mass sub­
stitutions could be made by both 
teams when time was out to re­
move an injured player, or players.

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What Makes Henry Run?
-A ■'

Some weeks ago, Henry A. Wallace said that  if he 
had to choose between Truman and Taft for President, 
he would take the Ohio senator. That offhand remark 
may point to ' th e  reason for Wallace’s unreasonable an­
nouncement o i  his willingness to be President of uhe Unit­
ed States.

His election is impossible, of course, and he knows it. 
There isn’t a chance that  he can carry even one,state. He 
has no national party.  His only organized support comes 
from the Progressive Citizens of America and the Ameri­
can Labor Party— both split by his candidacy— ^ind, in all 
likelihood, by the Communist Party.

Yet.Wallace is going to run. And since he is .something 
of a practical politician as well, as an “idealist,” he knows 
tha t  all he can hope for is to swing the vote in three or 
four key states. Neither he nor anyone else can say whether 
he will be able to do it.

* * *
But a good gu.ess is tha t  the self-appointed leader of 

the unborn third party hopes to swing them to the GOP, 
and that  the GOP candidate will be Taft. The reasons be­
hind ♦̂ his gueae may db the senator a disservice. That is not 
intended. Yet the record cannot be ignored.

Of all the Republican aspirants, Taft i.s least enthusi­
astic abour the Marshall Plan. He doubts that we can af­
ford anvihing like what the admini.stration i.s asking for 
Pmropean aid. He is inclined to let Europe work out her 
own salvation.

Wallace i.s bitterly opposed to the Marshall Plan or 
any other large-scale,American aid to we.stcrn Europe. He 
seems completely indifferent to western Europe’s {»olitical 
fate or physical well-being. He has only one solution of 
the difficulty: The United States must disarm and stop op­
posing Rn.ssia.

We took the first provocative step. W al’aee still in­
sists. We have made Russia'suspicious and belligerent. 
We are to blame f^r  the few minor re ta l ia ' ’ons by Russio 
tha t  W’allace will admit. If we only let Ku*«sia have her
own way everything will be all rfght.

* * * •
Taft doesn’t hold lho>̂ 'e views. Rut it is entirely po.s.-ii- 

ble tha^ Wallace is banking on a .aharply reduced Luro- 
peah aid j.rogrram if Taft .«hould be elected. ,

On (iomestic p<)licy the two men are at oppo.siri* 
polls, Taft  wants a minimum of government controls. Wal­
lace is a champion of planned economy. The former vice 
president has said more than once that this is capitalism’.̂ 
last  chance, and tha t  we mu.«t show Russia that  our sys­
tem is better than theirs.

Maybe he .sees himself as the wise and benevolr-ni 
leader whom the t;eople will turn to in 1052 to rel)iiild a 
Repúblicar-wrecked cccoiiomy.

All th;? mey sound implausible. But it probably mak­
es more .‘■enf o than Wallace’s rallying cry for an army to 
rescue‘the corntry from the two war-mongering I'olilical 
parties which rnigy the almost unanimous support of Wal­
lace’s own common man.

The 
Texa.s Company building would have 
been set afire had not the American 
flag been produced.”

Boucher said the British consul­
ate and the chartered Bank of In­
dia. Australia and China were 
“tmoulderlng ruins.”

The riot WM reported to have 
started soon alter noon neir ihe 
British consulate. Some demoastra- 
tons wore the uniform of the Chi-# 
nese Youth Corps.

Another report from Canton said 
all British women and children 
would be evacuated immediate.'y 
and that subsequently, all Britons 
would leave.

Sieel Shortage 
To Continue 
Through 1948

PITTSBURGH —OPV- The na­
tion's steel industry finished in the 
plight of a man who set a new 
world's record for the 100-yard dash 
while chasing a train he failed to 
patch.

Product^cn of steel zoomed to 
an estimstM 85.000,600 ingot tons 
—a new hi ' h  for a peacetime 
years—and .;tUl steel mills could 
pot becin i 'nect demand. Pros­
pects are biigfht for continued 
high . output in 1946, With a $1,- 
000,000,000 expansion program, 
but steelmen shudder to think of 
the troubles in store for them.

Problems faced in 1947 will 
continue this year and new ones 
are just arount} the comer. This 
year will see continued shortages 
of scrap, “gray market” sales, 
cramped transportation far ill ties, 
high-priced raw materials, labor 
shortages and other vexgUons. but 
1948 will likely bring the problem 
bf wage increase demands to the 
fore and probably will see steel­
makers struggling to fill quotas of 
steel needed for Europe under the 
Marshall Plan.
Compnlsofy Allocation Seen

Another new hurdle expected is 
that of compulsory allocation of 
steel to both foreign and domes­
tic markets.

The metalworking trade paper, 
Iron Age, predicted 1947 steel 
production would be 34 1/2 per cent 
above that of 1939 and about 30 
per cent greater than in 1940.

The American Iron and Steel 
Institute, representing about 96 
per cent of all steelmaking ca­
pacity—estimated this year’s pro­
duction at about 62,000,000 tons in 
1946.

Regardless of production gains 
last year, steel was in short sup­
ply for everything •from baby car­
riages to burial caskets. Two of 
the hardest hit industries were 
automobiles and railroad c a r  

. msuiufacturing.
No Let-Up Expected 

j Although auto plants received I  more steel than in 1946, their 
demands were not satisfied and 
the margin of operation was often 
so close that steel sheets were 
flown from Pittsburgh mills to 
Detroit assembly lines to keep 
workers busy. Three major car 
companies went into the steel 
busineae—as Ford did long ago— 
to insure themselves a continuous 
supply of sheets. They were Hud­
son, Etudebaker and Kaiser-Fra- 
zer. No let-up in pressure from 
automen is expected next year.

Irving S. Olds! the U. S. Steel 
Corp. board chairman, said Ic 
late October that his firm “see? 
nothing but a continued high rate 
of operations for a long time tc 
come."

C. M. White, president of Repub­
lic Steel in Cleveland, agreed 
“nearly all steel items will remain 
tight through 1948.” He listed sheet 
steel as the most critical.
