PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO THE
STATE CONSTITUTION RELAT-
ING TO COMMISSIONERS' PRE-
CINCTS.

Joint Resolution to amend Section 18§,
Article 5, of the Constitution of the
State of Texas, so as to provide for
subsequent redistricting of a county
into commissioners’ precinets, defin-
ing the manner thereof; for submit-
ting same to +he electors of the Stats,
and making an appropriation there-
for.

Be it Resolvad by the Legislature of
the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Section 18, Article
5, of the Constitution of the State of
Texas, be amended so as to hereafter
read as follows:

Each organized county in the State,
now or hereafter existing, shail be di-
vided from time to time, for the con-
venlence of the people, Into justice pre-
cincts, not less than four and not more
than twelve. The present county
courts shall make the first division
Subsequent divisions shall be made by
the commissioners’ court provided for
by this Constitution. In each such
precinct there shall be elected, at each
blennial election, one justice of the
peace and one constable, each of whom
shall hold his office for two years and

We tried
the private subscription plan, and all
know how that came o=t, one half
paid and the othdr half did not pay,
and the trustees had to borrow mon-
ey to make it up, but they are not
going to borrow any more money if
the school has to close when the
first norther comes,

It is up to the people of Baird to
do something about the schools,
We simply cannot afford to let things
drift as they have for the past year,
Look at the vacant dwellings and
business houses. Possibly the want
of a good school is not the sole
cause of these buildings being va.
cant, but it is Jargely responsible
for it. A month ago more than
thirty residences were vacant, where-
as eighteen months ago, when the
people had voted to build a school

| house, residences could not be built

fast enough to supply the demand
and every husiness house was occu-
pied. For the past five months
three of the largest business houses
havebeen vacant, onerecently rented
We do not claim that our scheol
tangle is entirely responsible for this,
but that 1t bas much to do with it,
there is not the least doubt. This
is no time for bickering, bu’ a time’
to get together and agree to some
plan to start our schools on the up
grade, and the whole town will feel
the effect of it if we will all do our
duty. It is up to the people, What
are you gotng to do about it?

TAXATION—SUBMITTING AMEND-
MENT TO CONSTITUTION.

Joint Resolution amending Section 3,
Article 7, of the Constltution of the
State of Texas, increasing the amount
of tax that may be voted on school
districts and providing for a majority
vote of the property tax paying vots
ers of such district to vote such tax.

Legislature of the State of Texas: That

Section 3 of Article 7 of the Constitu-

tion of the State of Texas be so amend.

ed as to hereafter read as follows:
Section 3. One-fourth of the revenue
derived from the State occupation taxes
and a poll tax of $1 gn every male In-
habitant of th{-m-n between the ages
of twenty-one and sixty years shall be
set apart annually for the benefit of the
public free sc s, and In addition
thereto there shafl be levied and col-
lected an annual ad valorem State tax
of such an amount, not to exceed
twenty cents on the $100 valuation, as
with the availlable school fund arising
from all other sources, will be suffi-
