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Leadenhlp training, in a program 
which gave 68 women and 35 girls 
Information to paM on to ottoera m 
their community, was an oatstand­
ing aooomplishment of Home Dem­
onstration Clubs and 4-H CHrls’ 
Clubs mentioned m the IMI report 
Just completed by Mrs. Nettle B. 
Messick, county home demonstra­
tion agent.

In  the annual report, Mrs. Me u ick 
siunmarlMS work done during the 
year by the eight home demonstra­
tion dubs and four girls* clube m 
the county. The women’s dubs, m- 
cluding two organised this year in 
the W arfidd and McCllnic com­
munities, have a total of 18S mem­
bers and there are 114 girls enrolled 
m the 4-H Clubs.

Leadership training was received 
by adults m 11 schools and by dub 
girls m six schools. The leaders 
trained m these sehoole taught 
others m 42 demonstrations by adults 
and as by girls.
Girls* Teams Teaeh 

Perhaps the most mterestlng was 
a team demonstration given by 4-H 
Club girls after lessons m misklng 
yeast breads. The eight girls who 
received the instruction presented 
the demonstration to women's dubs.

Another group of leaders, both 
adults and girls, was trained to give 
demonstrations on work slmpUflcS' 
tlon m the kitchen. Their pro­
grams, combined with others given 
by Mrs. Messick, created so much 
mtereet th a t IM dub members re­
ported rearrangement of kitchen 
furniture and utensils to save mo­
tions and steps.

As a background for reporting 
progreee in food preparation and 
preservation, clothing, home im' 
provement, gardening and landscap­
ing, Mrs. Messick noted th at Mid­
land County has had an Sztenslon 
Service program for 17 years and 
that 69 women have set up perma­
nent demonstrations in various 
phases of the work. A permanent 
demonstration enables the dub wo­
man and her family to recdve con­
tinuing benefits as she learns and 
practices more of her subject and 
In turn assists her neighborhood by 
passing on the information, techni­
cal and practical, tha t she has 
gained by her experience.
F ans Heines Improved 

The situation of rural families in 
Midland County is above the na­
tional average, the report shows. 
Eighty-five per cent of the rural 
families have at least a comfortable 
four-rorm house, dectrie lights and 
running water. Many have butane 
gas, septic tanks and dectrlcal ap­
pliances for their homes.

Many farm families are Improv­
ing th e t homes as materials become 
available, and Mrs. Meesldc attrib­
utes to this fact the interest among 
dub women in all phases of home 
improvement. Kitchen Improvement 
was selected by the women as a 
major demonstration for 1946, to be 
continued in 1949.

Landscape gardening was another

popular subject, with attention given 
to sdection of ahrube suitable for 
the county's dim ate and soil, growth 
of plants from cuttings, and planttng 
for windbreaks. As a part of the 
latter study, a thousand pietachls 
trees obtained from the Texas Forest 
Service were set out in the county 
as an experiment to find if this 
variety, which Is recommended for 
dry cllmstee, will grow satisfactorily 
here.

The clothing program In 1948 was 
carried out principally in the girls’ 
clubs. Members reported making 
490 garments valued a t $1,080, and 
remodeling 182 garmenU. Twenty- 
two girls exhibited 83 pieces of doth- 
ing a t an exhibit late In May, and 
each modeled a drees abe had made. 
A drees revue was hdd In July, with 
a trip to the State Fair at Dallas as 
a reward to the senior winner.

Women’s dubs had their main 
clothing demonstration on re-styling 
clothing to conform to current fash­
ions. More than 600 garments val­
ued a t $2,500 were re-styled and 
made w et^ble as a result of the 
program s.'

Nutrition for family health has 
been emphaalzed in the programs 
on foods, and dub members re­
ported that 211 famUlee are having 
meals In accordance with the Texas 
Food Standard. Four-H Club girls 
planaed and prepared 4J)10 meals 
with this s t a n d i  as a gdde.

Women and girls alike showed 
th d ” Interest in demonstrations on 
food preparation which would help 
them cut food ooete, save time and 
anergy in the kitchen, and still 
serve attractive and nutritious meals. 
Blghty-two dub girls selected food 
preparation as their major dub 
project.

Work of dubs over the couhty is 
coordinated in the County Home 
Demonstration Council and a 4-H 
Club Council, both of which have 
monthly meetings. These councils 
sponsor countywide actlvltiee indud- 
Ir« an encampment. Midland
County Fair entries, annual achieve­
ment events and recreational events 
on a club family basis. Both raise 
money for county activities and to 
send representatives to state meet­
ings, fairs and other events of edu­
cational value.

High spoU on the year’s program 
were observance of 4-H Rural Life 
Sunday, when 4-H members gave 
special programs in Prairie Lee and 
Valley View communities; district 
4-H camp at l^)rt Stockton and the 
annual county encampment for 
women and girls a t which girls who 
had attended the district camp gave 
Instructions they had received there; 
the State 4-H Roiuid-Up; the 4-H 
Club Dress Revue; the Midland 
County Fair with its  ];>arade and ex­
hibits, when approximately 4.000 
visitors saw work done by cliÁ mem­
bers; National Home Demonstration 
Week; the annual 4-H Harvest Ban­
quet; Achievement Week programs 
and the club ChristBMs partías.

“Peace on earth, good will to men?” What a laugh 
We’ve heard people express themselves to that effect. 

They may be the cynics who tell you that Christmas is jus, 
a tremendous commercialized promotion by manufacturers: 

' wholesalers and retailers to snag off the sentimentaliste 
dollars. They may be the people who are weary of thr 

# seemingly endless grist of depressing headlines describing 
violent words and violent clashes between man and man 
Tliese people, with, perhaps excusable bitterness, may tel 
you that “Peace on earth, good will to men,” never d*' 
exist, does not now exist and never will exist.

\~ But they are wrong. And happily, they are in the 
minority. For there truly is a Christmas spirit. You coulc 
almost feel it during the weeks just before Christmas, 
when, as the holiday drew closer, people seemed to become 
nicer. They were more tolerant of each other. They didn’ 
push and shove in the stores, even though overcrowdec 
aisles put a strain on patience. There were understanding 
smiles where ordinarily there would be frowns of an 
noyance.

Yes, there certainly is a spirit of good will abroad 
And it affects people of ail kinds and creeds rather than 
those to whom Christmas has a special religious signifi­
cance. Today you find thousands of people partaking of 
Christmas—the good will part, the making other people 
happy part—who, a few generations ago would not have 
done so. Today, in the United States, Christmas is cele­
brated by the vast majority of us because most of us, no 
matter what our faith, enjoy the feeling of goodness and 
inner peace engendered by the season.

The tragedy of it all is that this “era of good feeling” 
is so fleeting. After Christmas, the gay trees come down, 
the songs are stilled. We t ^ d  to revert to our year-long 
habits of self-centered thinkihg and forget about the other 
fellow—rat whom we smiled so warmly during Christmas 
week.

Perhaps some day the Christmas spirit will last the 
year around. That’s a large order to rill and will take 
some doing. But we can reriect that, at least in this coun­
try, there is wider diffusion of the Christmas spirit today 
than tiiere used to be. Maybe it WILL spread to the rest 
of the world. It certainly would make the world a much 
nicer place.

Hoover Group Wrestles With 
Problem O f Firing Employes

WASHINGTON—How to fire inefficient government 
employes easier is one of the personnel problems bothering 
ex-President Herbert Hoover’s Commission on Organiza­
tion of the Executive Branch of the Federal Government. 
The issue has kicked up quite an argument within the 
Hoover Commission and the Civil Service Commission. 
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ers — the non-govemment 
members of the Hoover Com 
mission—is said to be “the
state of mind” that has develc^>ed 
among government administrators. 
Critics of the “Servile Civlce" as 
they disdainfully call it, say that 
bureau chiefs and section heads 
with authority to fire are afraid to 
use their powv.

I t is claimed these officials take 
the lasy way out. Instead of firing 
the inefficient workers, they merely 
transfer them. Or Instead of giving 
such workers honest, “Unsatisfac­
tory” efficiency ratings, the admin­
istrators pass out “Oood” or “Excel­
lent” ratings to all, in order to be­
come known as g c ^  bosses. The 
result is that when it does become 
necessary to fire a no-good employe, 
no basis for dismissal can be found 
in his record.
Barsaucracy Is Old Story 

Ih e  common conception of gov­
ernment bureaucracy being filled 
with lneomi>etent hacks who drift 
Into federal service because they 
can’t  hold jobs in the stiffer com­
petition of private Industry is of 
course an old story. I t is legend that 
once a worker gets on Uncle Sam's 
payroll, it is Impossible to get him 
off.

Business executives who come to 
Washington for temporary Jobs like 
to say that no piiva'a Industry could 
be run successfully under civil serv­
ice rules because of the short hours, 
long vacations and extra time off 
for sick leave, whether the employes 
are actually sick or not.

Members of Congress, always at 
war with the executive branch of 
the government—until they want 
some special favor from it for their 
district—are as responsible as any 
other source for spreading tales 
about the overswollen ranks of 
bungling bureaucracy.

But the way it works out, when­
ever a government employe does get 
fired, his first act is to go see the 
senator or representative from his 
home state and town, to start them 
raising caln. A common practice 
for a discharged employe is to tell 
the congressmen that the boss is a 
Communist or fellow traveler. Or 

la t his intentions towards the 
ower-grade help are not always 

honorable.
On receipt of such complaints, 

any congressman is apt to start a 
letter-writing campaign to the head 
ef the agency, make a speedi on the 
floor of Coogreee, start an inveeti- 
gatfam of the agency, or all three at 
the same time. Faced with such an 
attack, many a humble straw boss 
in the government service has been 
known to quail and pull in his horns, 
say it was all a mistake and end up 
by giving a promotion to the inept

personnel in every agency.

Every new employe on the gov­
ernment payroll is on trial during 
his first year. He can be summar­
ily fired if his work is found un­
satisfactory during that time. After 
this first year an employe must be 
given a notice in writing as to why 
he is being discharged, and he must 
be given a reasonable time to reply 
to the charge in writing.

A discharged employe may appeal 
to the Civil Service Commission only 
if he charges he was fired arbitrarily 
and without cause. The commission 
may recommend that such a dis­
charged employe may be given an­
other chance under different cir­
cumstances in another agency. But 
it cannot order a discharged em­
ploye reinstated.

MacArthur Releases 
Last Of Japanese 
War Crime Suspects

TOKYO—0P>—A surprise amnesty 
order freed 15 high ranking Japa­
nese war criminal suspects this 
Christmas Eve.

General MacArthur let them out 
of Sugamo Prison, where Hidekl 
T\>jo and six other top war crimi­
nals were hanged only a few hours 
earlier. The amnesty order deared 
19 names, leaving only two majw 
war crimes defendants, who now 
are on tria l

Three of those freed were mem­
bers of Tojo’s Pearl Harbor cabi­
net. Two others Joined hls cabinet 
later In the war. and two more 
served In previous Japanese cabi­
nets.
" Bhumei Okawa. who alM>P*d Tojo 
on hls bald head at the beginhlng 
of the war Crimea trials, was In­
cluded. He is In an insane asylum, 
where he has been since charges 
against him were dropped In 194ft. 
Poethwnees Orders 

The amnesty order extended post­
humously to Hayao Tada, former 
commander In chief of the Japa- 

armles la China, who died 
December 1ft, and Kumataro Honda, 
former ambassador to China, who 
died two days later.

The nineteenth man—Yakachlro 
Suma—remained under house ar­
rest. Once spokesman for the for­
eign offices, he served ss ambas­
sador to Madrid bstween 1940 and 
194ft.

The parade from Sugamo includ­
ed these members of Tojo’s Peari 
Harbor cabinet — Nobuske Kishl, 
commerce minister; Mlchiyo Iwam- 
ura, jListiee minister, and Ken Tera- 
shlma, communications mlnlstor. 
Kisaburo Ando, who later became 
Tojo’s home minister, and Kasuo 
Aokl, who was named greater East 
Asia minister In 19U, also were re­
leased.

Moore’s poem, originally titled

"Possibly,” Miss Lee explains,

silhouette until the 1900’s.

But any decoded meeaege 
fill in the final gap in a 
breaking Job which might 
been going on for years.

Breaking American codes 
havs bean much easier before the 
war than now. Early in the w a r  
the Btate Department and armed 
services began to make a Wide« 
■mead uss of cods machinss. With 
tbsM a great many more c o d f  
systems oan bs employed, and they 
ean ba changed more frequently. 
Age«OM War

Code making and coda breaking 
is an age«old war between crypto« 
grapbers and eryptoanalyits. The 
former devlM the codas, and the 
latter try to break them.

American cryptoanalysts achieved 
a gigantic victory when they broks 
he Japanese and Oerman Oodss 
isfore the last war. What they 
had done was rsvsaisd In the Con« 
gresslonal Pearl Harbor investiga­
tion in 1948.

After years of arduous effort 
they devised a machine which de­
coded messages that might have 
lost the war for the JapaneM. Next 
to the atomic bomb project it was 
perhaps the most secret operation 
of the war.

With the machine our govern« 
ment learnod of Japanese prepara- 
Uons for the attack on Pearl Her* 
bor and facts about Jap naval ac« 
tivltlss which lad to our victories in 
the Coral Sea and a t Midway. It 
directed U. S. subs In attacks on 
Jap convoys. I t revealed the mes­
sages from the Japanese Ambassa« 
dor in Berlin, sometimes telling 
what Hitler had said of his war 
plans.

The Japanese didn’t  change their 
code all during the war. I t would 
have been difficult for them to do 
so because of the eoraplexity of 
their language.

Carefally Screened

Personnel In code rooms are the 
most carefully screened of any. And 
a great effort is made to keep the 
personnel turnover as low a i poe« 
siUe. Tha staff Is well paid and 
well cared for.

A large number of systems are 
employed. Some are simple, when 
the intention is only to tempm ar- 
ily prevent the general public from 
leanüng the content of a message. 
Some of the most important are 
one-Ums codes, understood by only 
a few persons and never used but 
once.

Practically any code can be 
broken, say the experts, if you 
havs enough time and a large 
enough sUff. But It isn’t  practic­
able when codes ars being changed 
frequently. Also there are only a 
limited number of experts who can 
be put to work on any one prob­
lem.

Some cryptographic writings, like 
those of Roger Bacon, thirteenth 
century philosopher, have never 
been deciphered.

The experts distinguish between 
code and cipher writings. Code 
writing, strictly speaking, is based 
on handbooks containing words or 
letter groupings which have hid­
den meanings. Siphers are devices 
by which bidden meanings a r e  
expressed in a plain text or a 
meaningless Jumble of letters or 
figures.

The machine now in use -o f 
which scores have been patented 
~ are  based on both systems, like 
calculating machines, they do the 
Job quicker and more acciuately 
than people could do with pencil 
and paper.

The Navy makas wide uss of code 
books—bound In lead so tha t they 
can be thrown overboard in case a 
■hip is captured or sunk. Armies 
in the field prefer ciphers, since 
the key Is In the operator’s mind 
and cannot fall Into the enemy’i 
hands. Higher headquarters, bow. 
ever, use code books or machines.

Code messages are also widely 
used in finance and trade, pri 
marlly because code words save 
space ajul money in wire and ra­
dio transmission. Most of them are 
based on code books in general 
circulation. Some companies, how­
ever, have cryptographers devise 
special codes for them. They pay as 
much as $100,000 for one w ds sys­
tem.

Beefmasters Are On 
Winter Feed Test

BALMORHEA — Six beefmasters 
are among the 200 bull calves en­
tered in the annual Winter feeding 
test now being conducted by the 
Texas Agrioiltural Experiment 
Station. Substation No. 9 a t Bal- 
morhea.

The calves were assembled at 
Balmorhea and officially weighed 
and judged November 23 and 24. 
The calves will be fed a standard­
ised ration for about four months 
with the results, including confor­
mation score and dally gains by 
groups, to be published next April. 
The Lasater Ranch has entered the 
Beefmasters in the Balmorhea tests 
in order to ascertain their weight- 
for-age abilities in the feedlot. 
Beefmaster cattle have shown im- 
usual weights a t all ages imder graz­
ing conditions in various sections of 
Texas and Kansas.

The Beefmaster bull calves were 
assigned to the heaviest group of 
sixty calves by fiit committee of 
judges for the Balmorhea experi­
ment. In  addition to the six Beef­
masters, the group includes 54 bull 
calves of other well known breeds.

The six Beefmaster bull calves 
are tn»jn the Mason Coimty Beef­
master Demonstration Herd and 
average 735 pounds each a t weaning 
at an average age of eight months 
and eight days. They were raised 
under range conditions without sup­
plemental feeding.

The centerpiece is a subject close 
to Miss Stupell’s heart. Byes alight, 
she warms to her subject:

“The centerpiece Is the heart or 
focal point of the table. It's  the 
thing around which you weave the 
sidrit and pattern of your whole 
setttag. But before deciding on your 
centerpiece, consider whether the 
table setting Is for a formal dinner. 
Informal party or buffet.”

Among Ideas she suggests for ef- 
fective holiday centerpieces are: tall 
columnar candles draped w i t h  
Christmas swsgs; sprajrs made of 
Christmas tree balls and tinseled 
leaves; decorative Christmas tab­
leaux; or a group of angels (ceramic 
or paper) placed on small boxes of 
varying heights which are hidden 
by a  cloud of misty spun glass— the 
effect Is of angels susi>ended in 
clouds above the table.

A “can’t  miss” approach to hol­
iday table setting, says Miss Stupell 
is to use lots of silver and enrrial 
combined with individual touches 
She says:

Just decorate the way you want 
to. Dare to be traditional, and sec 
what fun it Is I’

A quick and easy way to seal 
freshly cooked Jrily into a glass 
with parafin is to melt the para- 
fln in a porcelain-enameled teapot 
and let the teapot spout direct the 
sealer in an even stream over the 
jelly or jam.

Highway Stations 
Offer First Aid

WABRXNOTON, D. C. — Soma 
2,000 highway atatkms atand ready 
and willing toRiva flrat-ald aaalat- 
anoe to  motociita, particularly dur­
ing thla saMon of Icy roads and 
snow storms, Ray B. Traver, chair­
man of tho committee of highway 
safety of (ha American Road Build­
ers* Association, said.

"The aim of highway first-aid 
stations Is two-fold,” Traver pointed 
o u t ”l t  Is to give Intelligent first- 
aid to accident victims to reduce 
the appalling toll of deaths and 
crippling injuries on the highways. 
Marking our roads with first-aid 
signs also conveys a visual warn­
ing to careless and negligent motor­
ists to be careful.”
Easily Identified

Highway first-aid stations edn be 
identified by large white signs bear­
ing a red cross, which state: ”Xmer- 
gency First-Aid, American R ad  
Croat." Such a sign Is located along 
the highway near a building where 
a telephone, necessary first aid 
eqiilpment, and a t least two firet- 
ald trained people are on hand.

Tha stations are selected by loca­
tion to fill two needs. They are 
adjacent to a section of a road 
which has a high accident rate. 
And as they are located In a vi­
cinity where medical care Is not 
quickly available.

Generally a highway first-aid will 
be one of the fcdloadng: hlgharay 
station, gasoline service station, 
wayside store, tourist home, or vil­
lage volunteer fire department.

Dr. Kilgore's first major contribu­
tion in this field was Indalone, a 
synthetic chemical with an odor that 
repels insects but not humans. I t Is 
used by the Army and Nary for the 
men in the tropics. He now is work­
ing on a substance called metasene 
which he claims will neutralize all 
smells by spraying it into the air.

Actually, he says, scientists know 
relatively very little about the whole 
business of smelling. They're not 
even sure what's a good smeU and 
what’s a bad one. Garlic is one of 
the strongest odors that exists. Most 
persons think it is bad. Natives of 
Africa, however, ahd Italians gen­
erally regard garlic as a very pleas­
ant aroma.
Two Devices

The work in his Washington lab­
oratory has been made possible by 
two devioss he has helped to de­
velop. Chis Is a snlffometer, which 
aids in the identification of odors, 
and the other is the odorium, which 
has many uses in the study of 
smells.

The snlffometer is a glass Jar 
with a rubber pump at one end and 
an opening a t the other end. Varl 
ous odors are sucked into the Jar for 
tests of strength and composition 
The odorium is a six-foot square 
chamber from which aU other odors 
can be exhausted and pure odors 
tested for their effect on animals, 
insects and humans.

Cigar smoke, mustineas, and the 
smell of cnnktoB gasUsv oabbege, 
cauliflower and bruasels sprouts are 
the hardest to kill in the home, Kll 
gore has discovered. Stale cigar 
smoke and mustiness tend to last 
the longest.

Near-Perfect Bogus $t0. $20 Bills 
May Flood U.S., Treasury Men Warn

WASHINGTON — (NEA) — Ev- 

ery bank In the U. S. has had a 
qieclal warning from the U. S. 
Treasury Department to be on the 
alert for a possible flcxid of almost 
perfect counterfeit money during 
the Christmas shopping rush.

The tip-off on what could be 
the biggest and most expert coun­
terfeit ring ever to operate In the 
U. 8. came In New York and Balti­
more recently with the discovery 
of thousands of bogus 10s and 
20s In circulation. One “passer” 
of the bills, which have been 
Identified as coming from the same 
press, was arrested In Baltimore. 
Other passers are expected to be 
picked up soon, too.

But the passers aren’t  part of the 
ring which is printing the money 
and probably don’t even know 
who the printers are, according 
to a Secret Service spokesman.

The ring can’t be considered 
broken until the acttial printing 
plant Is discovered, the engraving 
plates destroyed and the key 
members of the gang arrested. A

The fake bills are of excellent 
quality. In both cities where they 
have been discovered, many of 
them first passed through the 
hands of a dozen or more ex­
perienced money - handlers and 
weren't detected until they reach­
ed Federal Reserve banks.

The green on the backs is light­
er than on the good bills. The 
outlines of the p lc tiu^  of the men 
aren’t  clear-cut. The paper of the 
bogus bills has a slightly different 
“feel”—a little softer. Extramely 
clever crayon marks have been put 
on the paper to simulate the grain 
of the real paper. The Treasury 
has sent detailed descriptions ol 
the faults of the countnfeit bills 
along with the serial numbers ol 
them to all of the banks.

According to the Secret Benrlce 
experts, the Christmas shopping 
season is the best time of the year 
for passing bad money. A lot of 
temporary. Inexperienced clerks 
are working during the holidays.

! Cashiers in the big stores are usu­
ally rushed so that they don’t have 
time to examine the money as 
carefully as they usually do. And 
the tremendous volume of money 
in circulation means that a fake 
bill gets passed around several 
times, probably, before it reaches 
a bank and can be detected. Thus 
the first passer can seldom be 
traced. Even the banks are rushed 
and can t examine the money as 
closely as usual.

'The warning to the  banks 
asks a vigil against all types of 
counterfeit notes. Counterfeiting 
In general has reached a new high 
since the war. In the fiscal year 
194«, bogus bills worth «39,171 
were discovered to be In circula­
tion. In 1947, .bogus bills worth 
|24«,17« were seized, and during 
fiscal 194«, the figure Jumped to 
«3.094,230.

Part of the reason for the in­
crease. Secret Service, men say. 
Is that there appears Co'be a great 
lack of cash in the underworld 
these days. Crime In the U. 8. is 
away down genera^y. And prac­
tically all of the black market 
operetione which flourlriied during 
tha war and Just after have dis­
appeared. As a result, crooks who 
are finding It hard to earn a dls- 
honaet dollar have taken to print­
ing them.

ITie gang that prints the money 
usually doesn’t  get more than six 
to eight cents on the dollar for 
them. With the demand currently 
up however, the price is probably 
up, too, according to th e  experts. 
The first sale is usually In large 
batches to dealers or “distributors." 
The stuff might change g
half-doeen timet, with a small 
profit on each transaetlon. before 
It finally geta into the hands of a 
passer.
