Les Hart is from Gruver,
where his father, Don Hart,
operates feedlots.

Don asked them to talk to his
son, Les, who was using pills
and psychedelics and had found
other “cure” tries totally
unsuccessful. The Synanon

Arlene Heede, 25, began
smoking marijuana in college
then went on to pills and finally
heroin.

Don Thornton is 38. He
started using pot and pills when
he was in his teens, and after he
got out of the Army began with
heroin. For the next eight years
he was in and out of jails and
hospitals because of his heroin
addiction. Then he came to
Synanon in 1965 and he's been
completely free of drugs ever
since, able now to offer a
helping hand to others still
caught up in the drug scene

Roy, Les, Arlene and Don
personify the cleancut, per
sonable, healthy young men
and women produced by
Synanon, where the emphasis
is on hard, rewarding work,
wholesome socializing, self-
reliance, honesty, and personal
responsibility .
