lobbyists, pressure groups, columnists and commentators.

I f  l ^ m a n  really believes that, then he is telling the 
people, in effect, th a t they made a futile gesture in re 
placing a  Republican with a Democratic leadership in Con 
gress. >

W hen Truman was charging a Republican leadership 

in Congress with being the vassals of big business, he was 
greeted by encouraging shouts of “Give ’em hell, H a r^ !  
But sim ilar charges against a Democratic leadership migh 
bring qumtions of “Well, why aren’t  you doing some 
th ing  about i t? ” And it m ight be somewhat embarrassing 

-to make an answer.
Truman is the head of both the government and the 

Democratic Party . If, in th a t position, he had to answer 
th a t he was unable to persuade or force his fellow-Demo- 
crats in Congress aw ay from the side of the “special in 
terests” to the side of “the people,” it would be ra th er an 
admission of weakness. It also would suggest that, since 
he had no control over Congress, his p a ^  could hardly 
prove itself the party  of **the people,” as advertised.

Truman is irked with Congress because it does not 
see eye to eye with him on new legislation and the time­
table of its enactm ent. * The Democratic congressmen, no 
less than  the President, are pledged to carry out their 
party ’s platform  promises. But since Congress is an equal, 
not a  subordinate, branch of government, the Democratic 
leadership doubtless feels th a t it has the right to differ
with Trum an on details.

*  *  •

Since Truman has proved himself an astute politician 
with -a rem arkable sensitive feeling for public sentiment, 
he probably already has planned his next move. I t seems 
doubtful to us th a t he would ask the people’s permission 
fo r a  leave from his exacting duties in order to stump the 
country w ith a message th a t this Democratic Congress is as 
“ do-nothing”  as its Republican predecessor. And it is 
doubtful th a t he, as a loyal party  man, would em barrass 
the  party  fu rther by pressing this line of argument.

A fter all, the differences between Truman and his 
colleagues on Capitol Hill are largely of degree ra ther 
than  kind. The President surely knows this. He also 
knows how keenly any Congress feels about its equality 
and independence, and how bitterly it resents any slurs on 
his integHty.

^  it may well be th a t the Jefferson-Jackson charges 
were in the nature of a tria l balloon. Truman, we believe, 
is too much of a realist to go .on tour in the ra ther un­
believable role of a shining knight engaging single-handed 
the dragon of corruption.

He ateo put it into effect despite 
the fact tha t hla chief, Secretary 
of War Woodring, was opposed to 
war preparation and dM not believe 
th a t war was imminent.

Johnson’s farsightedness, however, 
enabled the United States to mobi- 
Ise Industry in almost record time 
and to bear the brunt of supplying 
the allied armlea.

Johnson’s other major achieve 
menta as assistant secretary of War 
were pushing airplane production 
: or the French and British long be­
fore Pearl Harbor, whan Congresa 
was opposed to supplying planes to 
the Allies; urging and pioneering 
he Alaskan Highway as early as 

1938 Im g before anyone ever dream 
ad Alaska would have to be forti- 
lad: urging Inereaaed electric pow­

er for war centers; and devekmlng

to the State Legislature and becama 
Democratic leader of the House.

The first World War came. John­
son was mustered out as a captain 
of the 80th Infantry Division, and 
(m the day he retired, he had the 
nerve to write a letter to the chelf 
of staff telling him how to reform 
the Army. He will now have a 
chance to carry out thosa Ideas.

Loula Johnaon is a queer mixture 
of conaervatism and liberalism. Since 
leaving the government his contacts 
have been chiefly with big business. 
His clients have been some of the 
biggest firms in the country. Yet 
when Johnson went to India as spa- 
clal representative of President 
Roosevelt he sided with the indUn 
Independence movement and became 
the great friend of Pundit Nehru 
end Mahatma OandhL

Big. genial, quiet-spoken Johnson 
works long, late hours, dashes around 
the country on speaking engage' 
ments; and while assistant secre 
tary of War deUvered 17» speeches in 
two years, flying 100,000 miu» to 
make them.

That 
showed what a  Tleteus anaehrontom 
the filibuster really was. So after 
war was declared In Aprfl. 1917. 
Senate Rule 23 was pawed. I t auth- 
orlaed the doatns of debate, or “cte> 
ture,” on any MU. whenever ap- 
p ro rrt by a two-thirds majority of 
the Senate.

In 1933 and again in 194t, how­
ever, {veetdlng ottteers of the Senate 
decided th at Rule 22 permitted lim­
itation of debate only on “meesuree” 
—not on mere ’Tnottens” or other 
m atters before the Senate.

Taking advantage of thla situa­
tion, Southern Demoerato last 
August were able to fiUbuster to 
death a motion to bring up* Preei-

Just one child entering school with 
whooping oough can spread the dia­

ls to a large number of others, 
and this is by no means a “harm ­
less“ dlseaM. Whooping oourti car- 
riss some danger to life. The cough­
ing s p ^  place the lungs under se­
vere mraln. Pneumonia can de- 
vetep; asthma, bronchitis and other 
lung complications are fairly com­
mon.

ChUdren from one to 10 jrcart old 
are moct likely to be attacked, but 
older children, adults, and infants 
under six w e ^  old can catch i t  
In infants and old people it is par­
ticularly serious. Vomiting often 
accompanies whomiing cough and 
when tiny chUdren get ths disease 
they may become starved and thin 
simply because they are not gettinf 
enough food.
Bxpeeae« Time Variee 

The time between exposure and 
appearance of symptoms vaiiet from 
four to 30 days, but is usually about 
10. At first the symptoms seem like 
an ordinary cold, with slight fever, 
running nose, watering eyes, and 
slight cough. After a week or 10 
days the cough begins to become

worse and the typicel jiaroxysms 
set in.

The whooping - oough patient 
should be k e ^  away from others 
who might become infected. Rest 
in bed. good nursing care, and spec­
ial attention to the nutrition la nec- 
emary. Most doctors believe that 
the vaedne against whooping oourt>i 
will give ecthre immunity and pro­
tection to children. Theee injec­
tions arc usually begun when the 
child is about six months old.

Lanier said 'Taylor held a gun 
point-blank at Lanier’s back, pulled 
the trigger, but the gun failed to 
fire. When he heard the click of 
the gtm. the driver said, he swerved 
the bus to the curb and came to 
a stop so suddenly Taylor was 
thrown to the floor of the bus. As 
Lanier fled, a bullet nicked him 
in the left ankle.

Patrolman Polite was shot In the 
left knee as he pursued Taylor.

Two other patrolmen, William 
Dudenhofer and Richard Bird, 
joined in the pursuit. Dudenhofer 
said Taylor threw his gun away 
when all shells had been flrecL He 
was taken to a police station in a 
8<iuad car. Dudenhofer said Taylor, 
as he alighted from the car. grabbed 
Bird’s pistol and Dudenhofer fired 
four bullets which killed Taylor.

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Europe are showing a steadily grow­
ing confidence in the futiu-e.

This confidence undoubtedly is 
based primarily on the leadership 
and strength of America. Linked 
with that, of course, is the cour­
age inspired by the success thus 
far of the Marshall Plan in rehab­
ilitating a great bloc of countries.

Striking evidence of this lift in 
morale is seen in the attitudes of 
Norway and Denmark toward the 
highly controversial North Atlantic 
Alliance. Both these countries had 
been warned to steer clear of the 
Atlantic Pact being formed by Ame­
rica, Canada, Britain, France. Bel­
gium. The Netherlands and Luxem­
bourg.

Yet Norway has rejected Russia’s 
offer of a non-aggression pact and 
has joined the Washington negotia- 
tkyis for the Atlantic treaty. 
'M eantime Danish Foreign Minis­

ter Rasmussen is scheduled to leave 
for Washington Tuesday to seek “the 
best possible basis for Denmark’s 
final attitude" towards the Atlantic 
Pact. Diplomatic observers interpret­
ed this as indicating Denmark fin­
ally had decided to play ball with 
the West, although there has been 
no official announcement to this ef­
fect.

Norway’s attitude puts her in a 
delicate position—or does it? Any­
way, on January 29 Russia warned 
her Scandinavian neighbor not to 
join the Atlantic Alliance. The warn­
ing bluntly pointed out that Norway 
and Russia have a common frontier.

The significance of this warning 
ik seen in a dispatch by Daniel De 
Luce, Associated Press correspon 
dent, from Kimees in Northern Nor­
way. Says De Luce:

“Norway's Arctic population is 
scared stiff of Russia. Pear of what 
they call ‘our great neighbor’ grips 
50,000 Norwegians scattered over 18,- 
000 square miles of the Far North.

Such fear in the Far North on 
the Russo-Norweglan frontier is un­
derstandable. Undoubtedly there is 
some of this fear in the capital to 
the south.

Still, Norway is going ahead, show­
ing confidence and determinatlcsi.
