The extremely mild weather has 
allowed virtually all of the grain 
crop to be harvested, prior to the 
first freeze of the season.

This orderly harvest should be 
worth a lot to the area’s farmers, If 
nothing more than In peace of mind.

However, one group that the 
cooperative weather has helped 
from a monetary standpoint is the 
custom harvesters. Last fall, you'll 
recall that the grain harvest was 
plagued by wet weather. One custom 
harvester said he was here for four 
weeks before he could do a lick of 
work.

This year, the harvest isn’t even 
four weeks old, and already many of 
the custom harvesters have 
finished, and are leaving Friona.

Perhaps this is Mother Nature’s 
way of "evening up”  things.

This year's National Co-Op Month 
theme. “ Cooperatives-Pioneers in 
Serving America,”  brings to mind 
the early days of the cooperative 
movement--a movement that had its 
beginnings in a little food store, set 
up by 28 people in Rochdale. 
England, in 1844 Deaf Smith 
Electric is only one of today's more 
than 40,000 cooperatives meeting 
many different needs across the 
nation.

In fact. 1975 seems to be a special 
year for reflecting upon beginnings 
and pioneers Not only is it the eve of 
our nation's 200th birthday, but it 
also marks the 40th anniversary of a 
cooperative program, rural electri- 
fication-for it was in 1935 that the 
Rural Electrification Administra­
tion was created by President 
Franklin D Roosevelt, and the first 
lines strung in rural areas.

Many people said It was 
Impossible to bring quality electric 
service to the remote and sparsely- 
populated rural areas of the nation, 
but the men and women who wanted 
to raise their standard of living and 
enjoy the benefits electricity had 
brought to their urban neighbors 
wisely declined to listen.
-Many are the stories of what it was 

like when the first light switch was 
flipped in a rural home, when the 
first radio was turned on. or when 
the first electric machinery was 
installed toease back-breaking farm 
work

As these events began to take 
place in the 1930s, and the 

""difficulties were overcome in setting 
up and managing rural electric 
co-ops. rural Americans throughout 
the nation got together with their 
friends and neighbors so that they 
too could form cooperatives and 
benefit from the changes electricity 
would bring to their way of life

Today, there are nearly 1.000 rural 
electric cooperatives which serve

Friona's District 3 AA will be 
changed beginning next year, 
according to the semi-annual 
realignment which was announced 
on Monday of this week by the 
Interscholastic League.

Muleshoe. once a member of the 
district, but forced to play as a 
member of tough District 1 AAA for 
the past dozen years, was regrouped 
into Friona's district, due to the new 
figures adopted for class AA schools

The Mules will join the other five 
schools (Friona, D immitt, L ittle ­
field. Olton and Morton) which have 
made up the district for the past four 
years.

“ Most of the district teams were 
pleased to see Muleshoe added. It 
makes an even number of teams In 
the district, and eliminates an open 
date for the teams during district 
play," said athletic director Bob 
Owens.

(Friona has played Abernathy the 
past two years during the first week 
of district play. afte( losing the team 
it had played the second week.)

After the district alignments were 
announced for 1976-77 and 1977-78. 
the school was able to work out its 
1976 football schedule

Major change is the loss of 
Farwell from the schedule, the first

time after 27 consecutive years that 
the two county rivals won't meet in 
football.

"Farwell was wanting out of the 
game. We called back and made an 
attempt to keep them on the 
schedule, but apparently the 
sentiment around Farwell was to 
drop the rivalry for the present," 
said Friona School Superintendent 
Tom Jarboe.

The two Parmer County teams 
have been meeting in football since 
the fall of 1931. and even before that 
when the consolidated Texico and 
Farwell schools played in the late 
20s

Friona won the game here 
September 6. 44-6 The last Steer win 
had been a 34-7 win here in 1969. but 
Friona had won eight of the last nine 
games played

After their 1969 win, Farwell led 
the all-time series, 18-14-1, but 
Friona tied it up with a 34-0 win here 
in 1973, and went ahead for the first 
time since the early 1940s with a 44 0 
win at Farwell in 1974

Farwell and Friona had squared 
off against each other In the season 
opener every year since 1959-17 
consecutive years. Prior to that, 
they were members of the same 
district almost every year in the

1959s. The last time the series was 
interrupted was from 1942 through 
1948, when Farwell was fielding a 
six-man football team.

In the 1930s, when football was less 
organized on an area scale, teams 
from the two schools often met twice 
during the season, such as 1935 and 
1936 In 1935, Friona scored identical

7-0 wins in games played here and at 
Farwell In 1936, Farwell won 12-0at 
Harwell, and 13-12 in the return 
game at Friona

After the 1975 game, Friona led 
the county series. 20-18-1. Only 
Dimmitt has been played as often as 
Farwell by Friona football teams.

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Dillons Try New Approach
For Disturbed Teenagers

A telephone call in the middle of 
the night. “ Sir, we have your child 
here at headquarters...”  It isn't the 
first time.

Eventually the only way to cope 
with an emotionally disturbed 
teenager before it is too late is to 
send the child somewhere for 
treatment,

Previously, the only types of 
treatment available for such 
youngsters were found in state 
mental hospitals, children's homes 
and ranches, m ilitary schools, 
private short-term diagnostic and 
treatment hospitals and in foster 
homes.

Something different has been 
needed. Thus, Dillon Family and 
Youth Services was founded 
recently In Tulsa, Oklahoma, as a 
direct effort to provide a preventive 
and remedial treatment program 
meeting the special needs of 
mlld-to-moderately disturbed
youngsters.

This new treatment program is 
called Life Milieu (pronounced 
"mill-you” ) Treatment, and is 

structured to deal with emotional 
problems such as excessive 
depression, chronic anxiety, 
confusion, low self-esteem, and 
psychosomatic disorders.

Its most innovative characteristic 
is that the treatment is give in small, 
community-based groups in an open 
setting. It is a round-the-clock 
theraputic living-in experience with 
peer and staff interaction ..no locks, 
no guards, no loss of dignity or sense 
of privacy.

Deniese Magness Dillon, who is on 
the executive administrative staff of 
the Dillon Family and Youth 
Services Board, was in Friona 
recently, and told about the 
four-year-old approach to special 
adolescent problems.

“ The whole Idea Is a group where 
a youngster Is treated for his 
individual problem In a group of 
youngsters where he has to Interact 
and cooperate In a group situation 
and Isn't Isolated from society, thus 
helping him to learn to cope with life 
situations." She explained that the 
Ideal group size Is between eight and 
12 youngsters for It to work.

"A ll the youngsters don’t do the 
same things everyday," she 
emphasized. “ There is an individual 
treatment plan for each youngster, 
and all the activities aren't group 
activities.”

She explained, “ For instance, we 
look at the individual needs, such as 
a youngster who is overweight and 
needs to be on a special diet or take 
special kinds of activities that the 
others might not be involved in ."

DIAGNOSIS IS IMPORTANT
Basic in the treatment of each 

youngster is a comprehensive 
diagnosis of his problems. "We 
access in depth the individual's 
condition in each of these areas: 
physical health; psychological

state; developmental progress, 
chronological development for age 
level; fumily background and 
relationships including cultural 
characteristics; educational attain­
ment; social relationships; spiritual 
development; environmental ad­
justment; socio-economic factors 
and recreat'onal attitudes."

Based on this comprehensive 
physical and emotional health check 
up, each youngster is prescribed 
individual, supervised treatment.

"We have a psychiatric evaluation 
and the only way we take a 
youngster Is If the youngster agrees 
and fully understands the 
program," she said and added that 
the parents must also agree to 
receive counseling.

" I t ’s not always the parents," she 
pointed out, “ There are many 
contributing factors leading to 
emotional disturbances a youngster 
might have. Sometimes it is the way 
parents have handled the child in 
disciplinary actions, although rarely 
are the parents totally responsible 
for the child's emotional dis­
turbances."

"The youngsters we take range in 
age from 13 to 18 years old," Mrs. 
Dillon explained, adding that at 
present Dillon has -about 25 
youngsters, many under their 
longterm (12-18 months) psy­
chiatric care treatment away from 
home.

“ The temporary replacement of 
the family unit in favor of group 
living in a controlled environment 
focuses on the problems that 
brought each youngster to the 
program." she pointed out and 
added. " I t  also offers an opportunity 
for each youngster to learn how to 
cope constructively with life 
situations."

"Under this continuing treatment, 
the dally hazards of living become 
opportunities for treatment," she 
said. "By that 1 mean the dual 
experiences of discovering the 
consequences of behavlor-and-effect 
In coping with dally tasks and the 
dlscovery-and-worklng-through of 
the conflicts which produce life­
coping problems."

Mrs. Dillon added, “ In this Milieu 
an atmosphere of expectation has 
been developed in which the 
youngster is responsible for his 
actions. At the same time the 
residentially-based counselor
accepts the youngster’s limited 
ability to meet these expectations 
and doesn’t attempt directly to 
change or eliminate the emotional or 
delinquent problem."

Explaining, she said, "Instead, 
the counselor introduces the 
youngster to social experiences in 
the Milieu that make it easier for 
him to develop beyond his 
ineffective coping or delinquent 
behavior...by structuring situations 
in which the individual has to make 
a deliberate choice, and then is able 
to experience the consequence of his 
dicisions as a means of learning how

to cope."
When asked for an example of 

such a structured situation teaching 
a youngster to cope with life 
situations, Mrs. Dillon immediately 
recalled an incident which occurred 
this summer.

"One of the most successful things 
we’ve done with the kids lately was 
when we took them on a wilderness 
campout in Arkansas. They hiked., 
gee, I don’t know how many 
miles! ...They were gone about a 
week and hiked maybt 30 miles into 
the wilderness. They helped In the 
planning of It, In the preparation of 
food...which they had to carry In 
backpacks along with their 
bedrolls...they were really roughing 
It.”

"Three of the counselors were 
very experienced wilderness 
hikers,’ ’ she pointed out. adding that 
there was one counselor for every 
two youngsters and that the 
psychiatric nurse also accompanied 
them.

"One of the boys was the real 
spoiled, lazy, self-centered kid who 
had never offered to help anyone 
else, and on the very last day of the 
hike when they had to make a real 
steep climb toward the end of the 
day, one of the female counselors 
who was quite tiny, exhausted, and 
was having an extremely hard time 
because of the heavy backpack was 
noticed by this boy."

"This kid went over and without 
saying a word before, during or 
after, lifted her pack and carried his 
and hers all the way in. He never 
said Look what I did’ or anything." 
This was the very first time he had 
responded to another’s need in any 
way," she said with a smile.

"The other thing that happened 
was one of the outdoors) counselors 
got up real early one morning to go 
to the bathroom and w hen he started 
back to camp he went the wrong 
direction and got lost all day," she 
added.

“ He wasn’t found until seven p.m., 
and the kids were genuinely 
concerned while he was lost. They 
learned the value of a human life 
and found out that they really did 
care for him as a person, and after 
that there was a new appreciation 
among the kids for the staff and 
especially h im ."

Responding to the question 
regarding how such innovative 
treatment for adolescents began, 
Mrs. Dillon said. “ Jerry (her 
husband) was formerly executive 
director of the Tulsa Boys Home 
where over 100 boys are “ institu­
tionalized in dormitories con­
taining 20 to 40 boys. In dealing with 
this instututional type of large group 
approach, he wasn’t satisfied at all 
and decided to establish his own 
agency. He resigned after having 
done extensive research, especially 
in relation to families who needed a 
specialized kind of care which was 
between the institution and the

hospital. Dillon Family and Youth 
Services is really in between the 
two," she said

"F irs t of all he had to go to the 
Oklahoma State Department of 
welfare and become licensed as a 
child placing agency."

“ We started out in a rented facility 
with just the basic staff of house 
mother, counselor and psychiatrist- 
social worker We contracted the 
services of a psychiatrist and 
psychologist as we needed it . "  she 
added.

“ When we first started, Champus 
Insurance Agency was one of the few 
companies who paid for our 
services. Since then, we have 
purchased properties for a boy’s 
facility and a g ir l’s facility, plus two 
transitional units for those who are 
phasing out of the program."

Mrs. Dillon added that since Dillon 
started four years ago, they have 
become their own landlords, with a 
new Dillon Professional Building, 
and a staff of 35 persons.

"We also have established a 
branch office in Norman, Oklahoma, 
which opened over a year ago and is 
strictly an out patient counseling 
service with a staff of four 
psychiatric-social workers who 
contract specialized services of 
psychiatrists and psychologists if 
needed,"

"We have youngsters from all 
over the United States., even as far 
away as Hawaii." she pointed out. 
"Our clientele comes from referrals 
such as social workers, psychia­
trists, M.D.s, even attorneys 
sometimes, as well as juvenile 
courts which sometimes recognize 
that an apparent delinquent problem 
is more a psychiatric problem and

sends us the child as a referra l."
Mrs Dillon pointed out that her 

husband and their Director of 
Professional Services visited agen­
cies who counsel with families and 
can only lake the youngsters so far, 
and also gave talks to other 
professional organizations in trying 
to get the project started and known

"Just the word of mouth among 
professional people has made up the 
biggest number of our referrals," 
she said.

“ The big thing that happened in 
February which we worked ex­
tremely hard for was that we were 
accredited by the Joint Commission 
on Accreditation of Hospitals and we 
are presently under a probation 
period This will muke it possible for 
other insurance agencies to cover 
our services," she said in explaining 
the importance of such an 
accreditation.

“ This month, Blue Cross Blue 
Shield will notify us of results of 
their investigation as to whether the 
parents under their coverage can 
include our services under their 
plan," she said.

“ Our Innovative specialization

into certain types of disorders 
provides the ability to study them in 
much greater depth than is possible 
In slate Institutions," she explained, 
"and consequently, our staff has 
acquired a greater insight into the 
nature of the problems, their causes 
and cures."

Mrs. Dillon pointed out that there 
are plenty of services for disturbed 
children and disturbed adults, but 
very few services available for 
adolescents, as if they were 
displaced beings “ Persons wanting 
to acquire more information 
concerning Dillon Family and Youth 
Services should write the Directors 
of Professional Services.

Mrs Dillon is formerly of Friona. 
the daughter of Mrs Mae Magness. 
In conjunction with her executive 
administrative duties with Dillon 
Services, she has a project of her 
own arranging adoptions of Korean 
children into U.S. families, and said 
that arrangements are being made 
with the Puerto Rican government 
to extend the adoption services into 
their country.
