I'he birds seem to do well in our
climate, particularly in years like
this one, where the weather has been
extremely mild. Also, our irrigated
crop!and and large grain base
provides a good food base for this
area

wreas was expected to be the
Parmer-Deaf Smith-Castro county
area

I'he first “open season’’ was held
locally in 1964, with just a one-week
affeir held at first. The season
remained a week long the first few
and later was expanded to
cover two weekends

game birds to be exterminated, but
this has not been the case
