SAN JOSE. Costa Rica. (A P i— 
President Kennedy set out today 
to translate a personal triumph 
into meaningful policy guidelines 
acceptkblf to the United States 
and the leaders of six Latin 
American nations.

Kennedy, who received a wildly 
enthusiastic welcome Monday 
from nearly 200.000 Costa Ricans, 
scheduled morning and afternoon 
meetings with the presidents of 
Panama and the five Central 
American republics.

Their aim was to draft by 
nightfall a "declaration of San 
Jose" which Kennedy said he

While the court agreed unani- 
moualy on the, drug question, it 
divided 5-4 on standards under 
which federal judges must grant 
habeas corpus hearings growing 
ogt of state court convictions.

Chief Justice Warren delivered 
the court’s opinion.

Justice Stewart wrote a dissent­
ing opinion joined by Justices 
Clark, Marian and White.

Stewart’s opinion explained he 
was in complete agreement that 
a confession induced by use of 
drugs "is constitutionally inad- 
missable in a criminal trial."

The court ruled on an appeal 
by C h a r l e s  Townsend, who 
was sentenced to execution for the 
1953 slaying of Jack Boone Sr. in 
Chicago.

Federal tribunals in Chicago 
had rejected a habeas corpus peti­
tion by Townsend which contend­
ed that a purported confession to 
robbery-slaying of Boone was ob­
tained by use of a “ truth serum."

Warren said in his opinion that 
where an "applicant for a writ 
of habeas corpus alleges facts 
which if proved would entitle him 
to release, the federal court to 
which the application is made has 
the power to receive evidence and 
try the facts anew.”

The Moroccan government said 
it learned an atomic device was 
exploded Monday in the Haggar 
region of the Sahara, near the 
Reggan testing site.

There have been no reports of 
a nuclear blast from any detec­
tion post on either side of the Iron 
Curtain

Algeria threatened earlier Mon­
day to break its economic coop­
eration agreements with France 
if President Chudes de Gaulle 
ordered another test in the Sa­
hara. which is pirt of newly in­
dependent Algeria.

The course of South Viet Nam's 
war against communism or even 
seemingly minor shifta in political 
winds along Red China’s borders 
means much to the 3,720 men 
aboard 77.5’b aircraft carrier and 
four destroyers.

With two other U.S. 7th Fleet 
strike forces on patrol in the Far 
East, 77.S offers the means to re­
taliate against a Communist at­
tack in Asia. One brief coded 
message from fleet headquarters 
in Hawaii could send the group 
heading for the mainland.

If it has to shoot, 77.5 can bring 
to bear a destructive power great­
er than any ever before used in 
war. Its aircraft in one sortie can 
deliver nuclear bombloads far sur­
passing in destructive potential 
all conventional bombs dropped in 
World War II and both atomic at­
tacks on Japan.

If 77 5 itself becomes a target, 
it will be a tough one to find.

The annuel Career Day at Howard 

County Junior College drew a record 
crowd Monday, lomewhere between 500 
and 600 seniors from more than a dozen 
surrounding schools.

We could wish that a larger number 
of our business and professional people 
would take time out to talk to these young 
men and women about the need for young 
blood in their career fields. Here Is a 
field of acUvity in which some agency 
such as the Chamber of Commerce edu­
cation commitee could offer its services 
to good advantage.

It 
is conveniently locat^ not only to the 
schools of Howard County, but also to 
those in surrounding counties Local par­
ents annually save about half a million 
dollars by having the school handy, and 
those in the neighboring area find it far 
more economical to send their sons and 
daughters here. But that is not the com­
pelling reason, which is sound education. 
HCJC is a strong two-year college It 
can do and is doing as good or better job 
on that level than many senior colleges.

Reminders Needed At Home
Officers tell us that there is a marked 

increase in the number of shoplifting 
cases involving subteen and teen-agers.

A lot of this takes place in stores which 
stock a myriad of small items. Some of 
it is in the vicinity of schools, but the 
bulk of it is downtown and in the shop 
ping centers.

It may come as .some surprise that a 
substantial share of those involved are 
girls. They seem to specialize in steal- 
Ing cosmetics, small items of soft wear 
as hosiery, panties, slips, etc lairge hand 
bags make a fine smuggling bag

The boys seem to go in more for items 
of food, and they often destroy more than 
they steal For instance. It is not un­

common for one of these young depreda­
tors to pinch the end off a hag of .<jielled 
nuts or candies and help himself to a 
handful. Operators have observed this 
pattern in youngsters who follow one of 
their parents in shopping 

Dealing With this problem is like trying 
to get a hand full of quicksilver 0|wra- 
tors. however, are being encouraged by 
officers to hold every young shoplifter 
they can spot This will at least let young­
sters know they are not getting by with 
all of i t  The best bet is for parents to 
renew In the home their plea for the 
fundamental principle of honesty Far bet­
ter than anyone else, they can put over 
the lesson that snitching is stealing

and let-live attitude by th» Arab States 
toward Israel In short, this was just the 
opposite of the Soviet objective, which 
was to foment Arab hostility to the West, 
using the link with Israel as a tool 

There is a majoi dissent from t h e 
American view As seen from Israel, all 
the talk about independence and stability 
is a sham to conceal the successful Soviet 
aim of arming and training Arab forces. 
Eventually these forces will turn on the 
Israelis and carry out the avowed de­
struction of the Jewish homeland.

FOR AO LONG a beleaguered state. 
Israel's fears are not hard to understand

Dear Dr Molner My husband 

and I are great lovers of ice 
cream In summer we eat approx­
imately two gallons a week 
Friends have told me that a gre.it 
deal of ice cream can cause too 
much cholesterol in the blood, 
thereby resulting in heart attacks. 
What is your opinion'’ —Mrs. I M, 

Personally I think that the cho­
lesterol furor has gotten some­
what out of hand.

However, the evidence seems to 
be valid that fatty .substances 
• cholesterol is one* arc found in 
(he plaques <or gloppy deposits) 
which form on or in the linings of 
our arteries.

Over the years, these deposits 
gradually increase, faster in tome 
of us. slower in others. This is 
called atherosclerosis, or thicken­
ing. and hence partial obstnict- 
ing, of the arteries 

I wouldn't try to argue that th« 
problem doesn't have aome baar- 
Ing on heart attacks. It builds up 
a condition in which aomc portmi 
of the coronary thearti arteriea 
can more easily become clogged 
and cause a heart attack.

But now Ict'a look at the prob­
lem another way The quantity of 
fata we eat can influence th# 
amount depotited in the arttrlea— 
less the amount we burn up in en­
ergy Arctic explorers hPire Ilred 
for long periods on mostly seal 
Acat and blubber, which are high

in fats. But the men burned up 
much of it in exercise and in keep­
ing their bodies warm There was 
not much left to settle In the ar­
teries

Therefore I can’t see much point 
in being too concerned over choles­
terol <or other fats) in the diet if 
we are doing some of the other 
important things, like getting reg­
ular exerciae.

The character who sits in an 
easy chair and pontificates on 
"cholesterol.’ ’ and gels no exer­
cise and i f  fat as a pig. doesn't 
swing much influence with me. 
He’s getting much too fat. regard­
less of how he tinkers with the 
KIND of food he eats.

But the fellow who gets some 
exercise, follows a few other sim­
ple rules of health, and keeps his 
weight wtthin fair limits—well, 1 
doubt if he has much need to wor­
ry about what particular kind of 
fat he consumes.

So now let's get back to eating 
Ice cream.

Your two gallons a week, for two
people, translates into a pint of 
milk a day for each of you—more
or less, but that's close enough.

In addition, if you eat lots of 
pork chops, fried potatoes, thickly- 
spread butter, bacon for break­
fast, etc., you are certainly get­
ting too njuch cholesterol-produc­
ing materials and you'll probably 
pay for H. If not with a heart at­
tack, then in some other way.

On tho other hand, if tha red of

your diet is sensible, and you use 
up sufficient calories (frftm fat and 
all of your food), I can't see any­
thing to complain about.

How do you know whether you'rt 
too high or too low '

I'd say the bathroom scales will 
give you a good answer. If you 
are overweiglit. cut down on the 
ice cream—and other things.

If you are slim, trim and ac­
tive, go ahead the way you are.

To my way of thinking, the bath­
room .scales are more important 
tlian a lot of learned "chatter" on 
cholesterol.

THE LONGER they continue at large, 
the more plague they will spead among 
themselves and, perhaps, to human be­
ings as well. Fleas on infected rats pass 
the disease on to other rats and some­
times to people.

In these modern days, the very thought 
this dreadful evil is still a threat is ter­
rifying to contemplate.

It brings back grim pictures of what 
happened In the middleages when th e  
plague ran rampant over much of Europe 
and Asia.

IN THE “HME OF Charles II, England 
was swept by the malady and countless 
thousands of men. women and children 
perished. The plague continued unabated 
until a fire broke out which literally lev­
elled the city. Burned were the slums 
and shacks in which London's millions of 
rats lived. On the heels of the fire, the 
plague began to dwindle and finally disap­
peared.

At about the same time. Holland was 
struck by the disease, and thousands 
perished. It was so devastating that it 
caused economic paralysis and threatened 
to bankrupt the rich Dutch kingdom.

sometimes breaks out. Fortunatel; 
these modern days of fast communici- 
Uon and transportation, it U usually 
quelled speedily. Other more advanced 
nations dispatA medical crews to t h a 
threatened area and destroy the sources 
from which the disease comes. This is a 
partially humane enterprise but. also ono 
of self-protection.

In the time of Charles II, the residenU 
of England were gravely alarmed by the 
threat the disease posed to their safety. 
It was already raging across the narrow 
channel in Holland, There was a con­
stant danger that ships from the plague- 
infected cities might come in contact with 
British fisherman and seaman and In turn 
be introduced Into England.

FLTITHER. THE ALARM was aug-
mented by the sudden appearance in tho 
heavens of two comets. These fiery wan­
derers terrified all Englishmen from tha 
monarch down to the chimney sweeps. In 
those days, the phenomenon of these ce­
lestial nomads was not understood. Their 
appearance gave the astrologers and 
soothsayers the chance they needed to 
forecast dreadful disasters.

Because the plague was pre.sumed to 
be sent by the supreme powers to punish 
people, and because the doctors of the day 
were utterly incapable of coping with it, 
little was done to prevent its spread.

THE DISEA.se  continued as a men­
ace to humanity until relatively recent 
times. Even today in some of the more

TODAY. ONE DEAD rat, proved to bo 
a bearer of the plague, is enough to set 
the scientific and medical machinery of 
a metropolitan center in action. And, even 
if a victim of the plague is found, he has 
a better than even chance to survive 

An epidemic, such as one# decimated 
huge cities, is now improbable and al­
most impossible We should be grateful 
and happy to know this.

American Indians fought the G r e a t  
White Father and were defeated by the 
United Stat«>s just about a hundred years 
too soon—too soon, that is. to benefit 
under the .Marshall Plan or any of the 
multibillion-dollar foreign aid projects by 
which we have accustomed our former 
enemies to the Life of Riley, with a 
cherry on top.

LO, THE poor Indian, as a result, is 
just that, living on the reservation's hard 
scrabble acres and clinging to what is 
left of his ancestral beads and buckskin. 
He Is, in every respect, the Forgotten 
American. For years Oliver La Farge. 
the Pulitzer prize-winning noxelist, has 
tried to keep the American conscience 
alive with its responsibility toward the 
red man. Edmund Wilson has written 
brilliantly of him. too, and his plight. So 
has Brooks Atkin.son 

But. on the whole, the life and general 
hard timet of innumerable American In­
dians are more •-emote to us than that of 
Tibetan refugees

of the American Indian for foreign aid. 
He said the Indian shared "a  common 
characteristic of undeveloped communi- 
Ues at home and abroad."

That "common characteristic" is a lack 
of capital. Congreu might keep this in 
mind when working over the impending 
foreign aid bill. Undoubtedly the Apaches 
in the White Mountain Tribe would he 
happy to have it so good as our friends 
and former eneiriei.

NA.SH WENT ON to point out that the 
American Indian is. at best, only half as 
well educated as the rest of the nation, 
his annual income is approximately one- 
fourth to one-third that of the rest of th# 
nation and even hit life span is only two- 
thirds that of other Americans.

And Powell 
has libeled the Congress by defending his 
extravagant junketing on public funds, 
making this statement:

"As a member of Congress. I have 
done nothing more than any other mem­
ber and, by the grace of God, I intend 
to do not one bit less"

cal party to which he may be affilizled, 
who would stoop fo make political capital 
out of this question which is so impor­
tant to the life of our country, is un­
worthy of holding public office, and I per­
sonally will repudiate and help defeat any 
candidate who does"

SENATOR WILLIA.a u , I judge from 
conversations with him, has his doubts 
about the wisdom and cogency of the 
Sufterme Court decision of 1954 which or­
dered school integration. But Williams is 
also a fundamentalist who respects the 
Supreme Court as a coordinate branch of 
government. He is a political ideali.st 
who has no patience with demagoguery 
on any side of any question. In 1954 he 
took a position which, I think, is probably 
unexampled in its clarity and in its cool 
disregard for political consequences.

PUBLISHED IN every daily and weekly 
paper of Delaware, the WilUams state­
ment obliterated the race issue from all 
levels of the campaign He was a sec­
ond-term Senator at the lime, not very 
firmly seated. The threat to denounce and 
help defeat fellow Republicans took tho 
kind of nene that is seldom exhibited in 
two-party States.

As to Powell's charges that profligat# 
junkfteerlng is the rule, I have checked 
out a few examples which prove the con­
trary.

IN OCTOBER of that year, I was fol­
lowing the Congrewlonal elections around 
the country and came to Delaware, where 
Senator Allen Frear (D ) was running for 
re-election against Herbert Warburton 
(R ). Delaware, a former slave state on 
the North-South border, was resisting 
school integration and being agitated by 
an organization for th# Advancement of 
the R^ite Race.

ON OCTOBER 14th. in a speech at 
Dover, the State capital, Williams ap­
peared on the platform with the legisla­
tive. Congressional and Senatorial candi­
dates. He told his audience that, as citi- 
sens, they all might some day have a 
chance to vote for a Constitutional Amend­
ment to change the Court decision. He 
declared, however, that none of the can­
didates was running for offices which 
could affect the the Court decision For 
that reason. Williams said, the Court de- 
cizion was not an issue. He added:

TRAVELING BETWEEN November 4- 
27. 1962. for the Senate Armed Services 
committee. Chairman Russell visited 
France.

Long Waif For John Myers
Could End On

Time ii  running Out for John 

Edwin Myeri, 34, confessed slay­
er.

It was a year ago last Friday 
that a jury in Rusk District Court 
found Myers guilty of murder 
with malice and fixed hia punish­
ment at death in the electrfc 
chair.

For 12 long months, Myers has 
sat in his cell at the Howard 
County jail or paced (he floor in 
the runaround, watching the days 
pass and waiting with both dread 
and impatience for each Wednes­
day to come. Any Wednesday 
now, Myers may know his des­
tiny.

WEDNESDAY
For Wednesday is the day the 

State Court of Criminal Appeals 
rules on cases before it. And 
Myers’ fate is in the hands of 
this court—his motion for a new 
trial in the murder conviction is 
before that body. Attorneys ex­
pect that a ruling on this appeal 
will be forthcoming soon—perhaps 
tomorrow.

Myers, described at his trial as 
a man who can be kept from 
committing murder only "by 
keeping a policeman constantly at

his elbow and insuring that he 
(Myers) ia always aware that the 
officer is at hand," was f o u n d  
guilty of the robbery slaying of 
Arthur DeKraii, a luckless Iowa 
hitchhiker. DeKraai was shot to 
death on IS 20 a few miles west 
of Big Spring the night of Sept. 1, 
1961.

Myers, accompanied by his 
pudgy teen-age girl friend, Donna 
Marie Stone, slew DeKraai to rob 
him of whatever money he had. 
DeKraii had no money and his 
slayers profited nothing from his 
death. They dumped his body in 
a mesquite thicket to the south of 
IS 20 and fled westward. At Mid­
land. their car aroused the sus­
picion of an officer and they were 
stopped. In a short time, the story 
of their bloody saga southward 
from Illinois was disclosed. In the 
span of three hectic days. Myers 
and the girl slew four persons. De­
Kraii was the last.

TRIAL
Litimately Myers was brought 

to trial for the murder of the 
Iowa hitchhiker. The case was 
shifted from Howard County to 
Cherokee County on a change of 
venue. In Rusk. March 18, 1962, a

jury found the gaunt Chicago 
drifter guilty as charged and said 
he should die (or his crime.

Hia attorneys moved for a new 
trial, contending that the jury had 
improperly conducted Itself in 
reaching the verdict. The court 
overru le the motion and the new 
trial plea was sent to the court of 
criminal appealf.

Myers was returned to his cell 
in the Howard County Jail and 
has remained here since—waiting 
for some announcement on what 
the future has in store for him.

In the meantime, Donna Marie 
Stone, now 14-years-old, is back 
in Illinois in custody of the Illi­
nois Juvenile Authority. She 
pleaded guilty in BollvHle to her 
part in the dual slaying of a Bell- 
ville man and his 11-year-old 
daughter—the first two victims of 
the pair.

Meantime, Myers, until just a 
few weeks ago. di.splayed only 
mild concern over what was ahead 
for him. Recently, according to 
Frank Glasscock, Howard County 
jailer, the convicted slayer has 
become more tense and showed 
signs of worry.

VALUES
His psychiatrist. Dr. Charles W.

Folsom, testifying at the trial In 
Rusk, said that Myers was an in­
dividual with a different eet o( 
values from a normal person.

"He does not regard killing 
aqoither person as a serious mat­
ter,’ ’ testified the doctor.

Tomorrow the news that My­
ers is both dreading and hoping 
to hear may reach him. For 
Wednesday the Court of Criminal 
Appeals hands dowm its decisions 
on some of the cases before it.

Attorneys say that much de­
pends on whether the court is to 
grant the defendant's plea (or a 
new trial. If this is the decision 
the court reaches, then the an­
nouncement is due now—indeed, 
it may even be overdue.

However, if the appellate court 
decides that Myers has no ju.it 
reason to be granted a new trial, 
than the tribunal will turn its at­
tention to the trial as a whole

Estes Trial
EL PASO (A P )-A s  the BilUe 

Sol Eatas l^aud trial hit a spaedad 
tampo, flnaiKe company exaeu* 
^rsi began testifying Monday 
abeet aenia af thair dealings wtu 
the derailed flaender.

It was the first time in court 
for eccounta by the money lend­
ers. credited with a major rela 
in mortgage manipulations attrib- 
otad to Estes.

The quickened pace brought In­
formal predictions the caae being 
heard by U.S. Diat. Judge R. E. 
Thomason could end by Saturday. 
There were forecasts earlier it 
might last three to four weeks.

In unspectacular fashion, cred­
it managers or other spokesmen 
(or five finance firms related de- 
taila of what appeared to be a 
sampling of transactions with Es­
tes aides. They told of buying a 
dozen notes totaling $1,931,815 on 
farm fertilizer tanks, most of 
which later could not be found.

The total was far short of the 
$22 million which the finance com­
panies have told elsewhere of in­
vesting in such deals. Estes him­
self once said in bankruptcy court 
that he owed $30 million in oper­
ations of this type.

Estas, a freewheeling promoter 
from Pecos in West Texas, is b^ 
ing tried on the initial charges 
lodged by the government after 
his arrest just short of a year ago. 
He's accused of mail fraud, inter­
state transfer of securities 
tained by fraud and conspiring to 
commit those offenses

Since the trial started March 
11, a jury of 10 men and two 
women also has heard 12 men 
testify they were bilked by sign­
ing mortgages to buy anhydrous 
ammonia (fertilizer) tanks and 
lease the equipment to Estes for 
use in his mushrooming fertilisar 
distributorship.

la most instances tha testimony

has been that various individuals 
agread to pay out such equipment, 
laaaed It to Estes for payments 
matching their installment and 
ware caught short when his opera­
tions coUapssd. All have said Es­
tes and others guaranteed them 
against loss but, in most in­
stances. loan companies have de­
manded payment on unietired 
loans.

Reprosehted in the first round 
of testimony from money landing 
firms were Pacific Finance Corp. 
of Los Angeles, Pioneer Finance 
of Detroit, Commercial Credit of 
Baltimore and two smaller Texas 
f i r ms .  Kuykendall Investments 
and Caprock Investment, both of 
Lubbock.

Finance company spokesmen 
generally said they knew nothing 
about the approval of notes sold 
them by Estes interests or had 
no occasion to inquire whether the 
mortgages tanks actually existed.

Twelve of the 60 employees on 
duty at the time were sent to the 
hospital with minor injuries 

Kingman and Belbow were han­
dling mail bags that had come in 
from U.S military Installations in 
Korea and South Viet Nam.
