The concept of a separate jun-
ior “high school has found accept-
ance in many states, especially
more urbanized areas. How-
ever, there are differences in or-
ganization. There are proponents
for both the three-year junior
high and the two-year junior high.

The organization which has
six elementary grades, three jun-
jor high and three senior high
grades is based on theories of
child growth and development
which hold that various degrees
of readiness to learn specific con-
cepts and skills takes place at
varying rates. Proponents claim
that the three-year junior high
school provides the better educa-

| tional program. Opponents believe

that the plan entails too much ex-
pense and that students are sub-

ic and social program too early

Opponents of the six-three-three
year system who favor the junior
high school usually join the ranks
of backers for the six-two-four
year organization. The philosopny
behind this system is that ninth
grade should be a part of high
