Issues Can Change Fortunes *

A newly published biography of an
Influential senator of about a century
ago recalls a fact that is of particu-
lar interest as we move ‘loward a
presidential election vear. It is that
three men have missed the presidency
by but one vote

In 1800, Aaron Burr tied Thomas Jef-
ferson in the electoral college and Jef-
ferson was later chosen by the House
of Representatives. When Rutherford
B. Haves and Samuel J. Tilden were
neck and neck in 1876, the final set-
tlement gave Tilden 184 electoral votes
but Hayes got 185 and the presidency
The third man to come so near and
vet fail was Sen. Benjamin F. Wade of
Ohio, president pro tem of the Senate
in 1868 His life has ndow been written
by Prof. H. L. Trefousse of Brooklyn
College

When Vice President Andrew John-
son became president upon the as-
sassination of Lincoln, there was trou-
ble because his views on reconstruc-

tion of the defeated South ran coun-
ter to those of Congress. That body
passed bill after bill over the Presi-
dent's veto, and finally decided to re-
move him by impeachment. The re-
moval plan was beaten in the Senate
by just one vote

One reason for Johnson's victory
was distrust of Wade, who would have
been his successor. He was a violent
radical who favored severe treatment
for the South. On the other hand, his
stand for labor antagonized the pre-
vailing con®gyative sentiment. Also it
was thought that as a senator who
would become president if Johnson
were removed, he should not have
voted on the question

All these arguments combined cost
Wade the presidency. And as he had
just been defeated for reselection to
the Senate. his career was ended It
all comprises an interesting lesson in
how issues and attitudes of the dav
can vitally affect the political fortunes
of able men

Glaucoma A Dangerous Eye Disease

By JOSEPH G. MOLNER, M.D.

Dear Sir: Recently my eve
doctor told me 1 was on the
verge of having glaucoma. He
explained a little about it but
not thoroughly

Will you please elaborate”—
MRS. W. V., A

Glaucoma means that the
pressure inside the eyeball is
increasing. If this is allowed to
continue, the eyeball gradually
hardens, and in time this de-
stroys the optic nerve. By then
you are blind and nothing can
be done

Glaucoma is one of the most
dangerous of all eve ailments
because it causes such a large
percentage of blindness

Fortunately we now have a
method of discovering glauce-
ma in its early stages, rather
than after it has done damage
beyond repair. With a small in-
strument called a tonometer, an
ophthalmologist (eye ialist)
measures the tension of the sur-
face of the eye. (No, it does
not hurt. A medication is used
$0 you are not bothered by the
touch of the instrument.)

If the tension is normal, fine.

But if it is beginning to be too
high, treatment is required

Some general physicians also
use the tonometer.  When a read-
ing is too Digh, the patient is
sent to a specialist for more in-
tricate diagnostic tests

Treatment for glaucoma var-
les, but the purpose is the same
in all cases: To reduce the pres-
sure inside the eyeball. Medica-
tion may be used. In addition,
if the patient has high blood
pressure, treatment aimed at
lowering it is in order. The pa-
tient may be required to lose
some weight, to be careful of
diet, 1o get more rest and re-
laxation. Tranquilizers may also
be prescribed

In some cases, surgery may
be necessary. A tiny vent is op-
ened at the back of the eye to
relieve the pressure inside.
