Finally, the Congolese forced
open the car doors, dragged the
Russians out and threw them
into a Congolese army truck
When they tried to get off the
truck, they were beaten with
clubs, the witness said

Another witness said one of
he diplomats tried to push a
document inside his shirt, but a
Congolese grabbed his collar
and ripped off his shirt front

The first secretary of the
British Embassy, Douglas

Texas, despite many aspects of pros-
perity, is encountering serious dif
ficulty in financing  educational im
provement and expansion, providing
the community facilities needed by a
burgeoning urban population, and
meeting other state needs

One cause of that difficulty is the
lag of Texans' per capita income be
hind the national average. Although
aggregate income in this state is at an
all - time-high of around $20 billion
a year, per capita income has lagged
from 7.2 per cent below the national
average in 1949 to 129 per cent be
low now. Population growth is outrun-
ning economic expansion in this state
by a wider margin than it is* nation
ally

So long as that is the case, Texas
is likely to continue to find itself be-
low national averages in such things
as educational payments, welfare pro
grams, and public works and serv
ices. For per capita income is a good
measure of a state's relative prosper
itv. well-being and capacity for prog
ress

Noting this per capita income lag,

Dr. John R. Stockton, director of the
University of Texas' Bureau of Bus-
iness Research, warns that this state
must becomeé more vigorously com-
petitive. Speaking at the recent Texas
Municipal League convention Hous-
ton, he advised that no economic up-
surge can be expected in the fields
heretofore powering the Texas econ-
omy—agriculture, oil and gas, and re-
fined products

30 Years Of Violating Pledges

WASHINGTON — Thirty years ago
November 16, 1833-ihe United
States government formally recog
nized the government of the Soviet
Union. The anniversary furmished an
opportunity to publicize formally the
many violations of pledges by the
Soviet government duriag the inter
vening vears, but somehow the United
States government was strangely si
Jent

Certain conditions were Imposed In
the agreement which have since been
flagrantly violated again and again
by the Soviets

IN A SIGNIFICANT memorandum
written on July 16, 1933, to President
Roosevell by Robert F. Kelley, chief
of the division of Eastern European
Affairs in the Department of State
the following waming had been
en

“It would seem, therefore, that an
essential prerequisite to the establish
ment of harmonious and trustful rela
tions with the Soviet government is
the abandonment by the present rulers
of Russia of their world revolutionary
aims and the discontinuance of their
activities designed to bring about the
realization of such aims. More sp

fically and with particular regard
to the United States, this prerequisite
involves the abandonment by M

cow of direction, supervision. control
financing, etc , through every agency

utilized for the purpose of Communist
or other related activities in t h«
United States ™'

THE DOCUMENTS exchanged ir
Washington on November 16, 1933 be
tween President Roosevelt and For
eign Minister Maxim Litvinoff made
a particdar effort to cover the point
in the Kelley memorandum. T h e
notes of recognition contained mutual

promises, and the Russian govern
ment thus agreed to the following
pledge

Dear Dr Molner: When | am
nearly asleep all my body sud-
denly jumps at once, as though
from an electric shock

This happens about three
times a week. I always have
something to do and am not the
nervous type —~MRS.

Dear Dr. Molner: Does a
smear.test reveal the presence
or absence of cancer in a cer-
tain area only, or in the whole
body?—H.D?

Only in a certain area. NOT
the whole body. There is, as yet,
no test which will show cancer
everywhere

Dear Dr. Molner: My husband
has had bleeding hemorrhoids
for at least 20 vears. He has a
great deal of pain

After years of insisting on my
part, he finally visited a spe
cialist who (he says) told him he
didn't need an operation. The
doctor also said hemorrhoids
never result in cancer.

I frankly believe my husband
minimized his condition because
of fear of surgery. What's your
opinion?—MRS. K.N.G

That's what it
to me, too. It's true that hem-
orrhoids don't lead to cancer,
but they can result in chronic
anemia. And if I had the trou-
ble yvour husband has, it would
not take me 20 years to have
them corrected. You might
send for a copy of my booklet,
“The Real Cure for Hemorr-
hoids.”” To receive it, enclose
20 cents in coin and a stamped,
self-addressed envelope. In your
husband’s case, obviously, sur-
gery is the only answer. I'm
sorry for the misery he insists
on perpetuating.

The Voice Of Doom

There have been few times in my
career as a newspaperman when I
have covered murder trials where the
state was in earnest about tryving fo
get the death penalty. Occasionally,
the prosecutor will qualify jurors
as to their opinions on capital pun-
ishment, but only in rare instances
is the supreme penalty an inflexible
objective,

And if the verdict -turns out that
way, it is not always easy to pro-
nounce doom upon the defendant, al-
though like as not he did that very
same thing on his victim.

MANY YEARS ago the community
had been stirred when a man was
charged with having killed his wife.
From the time the special venire re-
ported until the jury came in, there
was hardly a moment that the court-
room on the second floor of the old
sandstone courthouse was not
ammed. Spectators came early, some
ringing their lunch. Old nesters had
nothing better to do, and they got
there early and stayed late. Some
mamas brought along babies, who set
up a howl now and then and had to
be muffled and slipped out through
crowded aisles. School children, per-
haps on the pretext this was a project
in civics, lined the walls. The air was
foul, and you could cut the smoke with
a knife

THE TRIAL WORE on laboriously
The state was able to establish a chain
of abuses and through them the ele
ment of premeditation. The defense
hammered at its best hope, that the
defendant had been intoxicated, com
mitted the act in a fit of irresponsible
passion and therefore without premed
itation. One after one the witnesses
paraded through the standing specta-
tors, and then came the final summa
tions

Dramatically the prosecutor review
ed his case, reconstructing the events
carefully, step by step and with rising
feeling until he came to the climax—
the moment of death—and down he

brought his hand, again and again.

Mercy, mercy, mercy—this was all
the defense could really plead. The
jury went out and in a matter of a
few hours it filed solemnly back in.
The court rapped for order. ‘‘Gentle-
men,” he asked, “have you reached a
verdict?

THE FOREMAN spoke, half inau-
dibly and nodded. The court asked
him to state the verdict.

“We find the defendant—guilty.” A
murmur went through the room, and
the court swept stern eyes over the
spectators. Everyone strained to catch
the next words, and somewhere there
drifted through the word . . . “death. "

The usual motions for trial were
filed and overruled, the ordinary
courses of appeal followed, and finally
the final decision—the verdict was
upheld.

THE SENTENCE had to be pro-
nounced, but here there was a hitch.
The judge had been called to another
district to hear litigation. A member
of the bar was named to sit in his
place, but when this erstwhile gentle-
man got wind what was involved, he
begged off. Another was approached,
and though he did not relish it, he
agreed to handle it

He had the defendant, now sallow
and thin from long confinement,
brought before the court and asked
if he had anything to say before sen-
tence was passed. The man said “no"”
softly

THEN BRAVELY, the special judge
pronounced the sentence that *“‘you be
taken to the state penitentiary and
be electrocuted until vou are DEAD,
Dead ' and his voice choked
“dead, and may God have mercy on
your soul."”

The man seemed to sag just a little.
The judge banged down the gavel,
and the man hung his head and
turned between the sheriff and a dep-
uty, and walked out on his journey to
eternity —JOE PICKLE

A
good deal of modern pacifist writing
1s like the old brimstone sermons of
the revivalists who regularly scared
the yokels out of their skins by pre-
dicting the end of the world

SOME OF IT is pure Simple Simon
gibberish, as the forthcoming book,
““The Anatomy of Liberty.” by Justice
Douglas, who says in his introduction
that “A warless world can be
achieved in this century if, instead
of expending our energies on deter-
rent power, we make an understand-
ing of the anatomy of liberty "
—whatever such ‘dreamy stuff means

Another book, “A Warless World,”
edited by the pious Arthur Larson,
could be more honestly entitled, “A
Weaponless World,” for its authors

tinuous change is of the essence of
human life’

BUT WHEN was there ever change
without violence” And when was
peacetime change a final substitute
for war? Our own American “‘empire”
reached its continental limits, and con-
solidated itself in the War of 1861-65,
and thereafter allowed the greatest
play to internal changes. Follow-
ing the Civil War, we won the Wild
West, accepted waves of foreign im-
migrants, went through the succes-
sive disruptions of Lahor strikes, eco-
nomic depressions and readjustments
~—did just about evervthing that
should, by the Toynbee theory, dis-
fract our minds and energies from
war

BUT SOME necessity in the human
spirit would never permit even as
free, fortunate and self-contained an
empire as ours to turn pacifist. When
we had driven Spain from the Hemi.
sphere, we no longer had an enemy
in sight. Nevertheless, soon we ac-
quifed one in Japan by extending into
the Pacific, and we allowed Presidents
Wilson and Roosevelt to join wars
in Europe

Such is the nature of man. It is not
to be altered by arty power less than
our Maker. The danger is that paci-
fism could make us lose sight of a
verity which isn't much cited in these
days. It is this—horrible though it be
to fight a war, it's a whole lot worse
to lose one.
