Full Employment For Farmers

: A' team of Department of Agriculture experts na-
banded the Scnate and House Committees on Agricultur
& bumper crop of recommendations for what might b
called a guaranieed full employment and guaranteed pros
perity bill for farmers. How many billions of dellars |
vwould cost the waxpayers, nobody yet knows.

The recommendations are the result of a broad stud)
on farm policy by some 200 agricultural economists who
began their work during the war under Secretary Claude
Wickard. It took three days for the team to present hie
program to the (‘Ongrc“mn.ll committées, sitting in joint
«ession.  During the coming Congress, their job will be o
write a new long-range farm policy law, to take effect.nn
Jan. 1, 1919; when present wartime price supports expire.

B3 K} =

Main idea of the new policy, as outlined by Sectetary
('linton Anderson, is to organize the national economy for
“sustained abundance.”” The secretary insists that mak-
ing the farmer prosperous at the expense of everyone else
is not the idea. Serving the general welfare—providing
évervone with an adequate diet in hard times as well as
good—is said to be the primary objective. In return for
that, guarantees are asked that farmers be given Tair
prices and an income equal to that received by city workers.

To assure that this general welfare may be made
permanent, a bushel of laws would be necessary, all
wrapped up in one omnibus bill. It would conserve Amer-
ica’s productive acreage, safeguard its water supply, pro-
tect its forests, raise ‘he standard of rural living o city
levels, give the farmers guaranteed markets for all they
could grow, give other government aids through research
and education, provide price supports, recalculate .he
parity formula to the farmer's advantage, and, in general,
result in a completely planned and controlled agricultral

cconomy.

o .

Many of these proposals are not new. They were
conceived and first put into practice after the major farm
depression of (he 1930s. Others were wartime controls,
put in effect to get production of most-needed crops.

A permanent research program is called for, aimed,
primarily, at reducing production costs, and, secondarily,
at improving methods of marketing and distribution.

An organized effort to raise rural standards of living
is proposed. A first step is to raise the income of roughly
half of the 6,000,000 farm units that produce less ‘han
£700 crops & year.

How much the government is responsible for raising
these standards is debatable. The argument in its favor
is that if the country is to have an abundance of {arm
products, every farm unit must be made to produce its
<hare. The problem is one of national interest.

Too Swell Swill

Nobody has even gone around inspecting garbage
cans to. check up, but official and unofficial estimates on
the amount of food wasted in the United States put the
figure at nearly 25 per cent of all food produced. That
makes it approximately a £5.000,000,000 annual loss.

On this basis, President Truman's suggestion that the
American people “waste 'less”"—instead of merely asking
them to “eat less” as Taft did—may give the new Citizens
Committee under 'Charles Luckman something to work on
in helping meet foreign food shortages.

In various food drives during the war, an effort was
made to beat into public consciousness the fact that more
food was wasicd here ¢t home than was supplied to he
armed forces overseas and through Lend-Lease aid eom-
bined!

Dr. Howard W. Haggard, professor
of applied psychology at Yale uni-
versity, told the institute on alco-
holic studies at the University of
California at Los Angeles.

"1 see ncthing to be ashamed of
in the statement that much of the
therapy of alcoholism is faith heal-
ing and interpreting the rapport
established between the patient and
therapist as a feature common to
all faith bealing.

Will To Recover

“All that these statements sig-
nify is that there is no specific
somatic-pharmocologic-therapy for
alcoholism. The important fact is
that a great many alcoholics can
be helped to recovery and to full
rehabilitation.”

Dr. Haggard warned that in cre-
aling th~ will to recoyer, it is usu-
y essential to bear (\,mmu:my in

mi the predominantly egocentric
attitude of the alcoholic and “the
reason for recovery had best be

made to stem frqin his own self
intere«<ts, his own ego, and not from
family neglect and failure of ‘duties
which are topics prene to arouse
undesirable emotional reactioris.”

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Poet Who Pleads Insanity

WASHINGTON — (NEA) — Ezra

| Loomis Pound, the pbearded, “un-
| orthodox” American poet who tem-
| porarily beat a treason rap by
| pleading insanity, is playing host
| these days to scores of America’s
best-known college professors, poets
and other intellectuals.

They come from all obver the
! country to visit Pound in St. Eliza-
beth’s Hospital, where he is cozily
established In a private room with
a fine view of the U.S. Capitol and
at ter on which, a hospital
official said, he is tapping out free
verse. Pound agreed that he is com-
fortable; but wouldn't admit he is
doing any writing.

“It would be difficult to turn out
gcod verse in a nut house,” he said.

Pound is still under indictment
as a traitor for alleged broadcasting
'activities from TItaly during the
war. He was cenfined to St. Eliza-
beth's after being declared insane
by a Federal grand jury, and the
Department of Justice attorney who
handled .his case says he can stay
there until either Pound or hos-
| -ues IIyloue Ioj jyse sreajo rend
ity hearing. If he is then declared
sane by a jury, he will face the
treason trial.

A hospital official said there is
no limit on the number of visitors
Pound can have, and described his
| callers as noted professors and In+
tellectuals, although he would men-
tion no names. There was no se-
crecy, however, about a visitor
named Dorothy Shakespeare, an
English writer whose real name is
Mrs. Pound. She lives a few blocks

from the hospital and visits her
husband daily. Recently, according
to the Department of Justice, she
sought to have Pound transferred
to a private institution, but the
court turned her down.

Waiting For Facts

Although he is in a “lock-up”
ward, Pound gets outside on good
days. A hospital official said he has

After living four years in Paris,
Pound settled permanently in Italy
in 1924.
