Hospital, reported using khallin on
{28 persons, all with bad cases of
' angina pectoris. All but three were
much relieved.

Khallin reduced the frequency of
painful attacks as well as raising
muscular activity. The drug |is
manufactured for doctors only. It
is not for sale.

Dr. Katz told of stopping angina
| pain almost instantly by poking one
| finger against a patient’s neck.

He would place on finger tip on
the side of the neck, over the caro-
tid sinus, a nerve center. Pressure
at that point stopped the pain. This
experiment is part of a study of
the possibility of relieving angina
pains4¢by treating nerve reflexes.

Today. Budenz is testifying that
Frederick Field, a millionaire com-
munist, and Earl Browder. former
head of the Communist Party, told
him about Lattimore and referred
to him in such a way as to indicate
he was being used by the Commun-
ist Party or was even a member

However, it is significant that in
all his previous writings, Budenz
never mentioned Lattimore's name.

In the original manuscript of the
forthcoming book for Harpers,
Budenz tells about the Institute

of Pacific Relations, of which Latti-
more was a member, and names
Philip Jessup, now of the State De-
partment, as a member of the insti-
tute. He also names a great many
others, but not Lattimore.

However, a few days ago and after
the book was in galley-proof form,
Budenz suddenly inserted Latti-
more’s name. The reasons for Bu-
denz’'s afterthought and what pres-
sures, if any, influenced him, may
be something the Senate committee
will want to inquire about.

Furthermore, in all his magazine
writings and in the large volume of
original information he gave the
FBI, Budenz also failed to mention
Lattimore’s name. Budenz spent
days on end with the FBI earlier,
telling them every detail about the
operation of the Communist Party;
but up until last week, after he was
appealed to by Senator McCarthy,
he had not told the FBI anything
about Lattimore.

Budenz' description of how the
Communists used well-meaning and
well-known Americans as fronts es-
peclally is revealing. For instance,
when the Soviet government staged
1ts famed purge trials, the American
reaction was bad. So American
Communist agents set out to get a
list of leading Americans who would
approve the Moscow purge trials.

They selected as their top name,
Corliss Lamont, the J. P.
Morgan partner, whose Wall Street
background would give solidarity
and respectability to their list. From
that point on they enlisted 150
names of “American artists, writers,
composers, editors, college, profes-
sors and Broadway figures.”

“Few, if any of those who signed
the whitewash of the trials,” wrote
Budenz, “could possibly know that
the 1dea was hatched by top Com-
munist officials in conference with
NKVD agents.”

Put 1 cup brown sugar and 1
stick butter in a frying pan and
melt until they reach boiling point.
