“That is a fine name for the
forces of capitalist reaction,” sneer-
ed the “Tribuna” reporter, “coming
from a man who is supposed to
represent a Popular Front govern-
ment.”

“Better, at least, than the alli-
ance with barbarism (Hitler) just |
concluded by a government (the
Soviet) that was supposed to rep-
resent enlightenment and emanci-
pation for the masses everywhere,” |
Gonzalez snapped, and showed his
visitor to the door.

Actually the President of Chile
learned about communist collabora- |
tion the hard way. When 37, he
was Rio De Janeiro correspondent |
for a Santiago newspaper when the |
first, four-party Popular Front was |
formed in Chile in 1935. Immedi- |
ately Gonzalez Videla returned to |
his own country and sparked the|
press campaign that helped sweep |
Popular Front presidential candi- |
date Pedro Aguirre into office in|
19386. =
. This marked a notable victory for
the country's liberal elements—es- |
pecially since it came at a time of |
world-wide depression and social

minded communists were regarded
vith respectful admiration by most
other left-of-center groups in every
country.

From that point on, despite tre- |

quent friction within the ranks, the
left-liberal coalition held together
and dominated the political scene
in Chile for the next decade. Gon- |
zalez Videla, who became diplomat,
senator and cabinet minister in

[ swift succession,

| it

emerged as one of
its most prominent figures.
Gonzalez Emerges

It was in 1946 that Gonzalez
finally got his party's nomination
for the presidency. By then, how-
ever, postwar ideological conflicts

if

among

it looked as
free-for-all
candidates.

Almost singlehanded, Gonzalez
persuaded the Socialists and Com-
munists to support him. He won,
but only by some 50,000 votes—
which happened to be just the num-
ber the communists had promised
to deliver. True to form,
ter, ook credit for putting Gon-
zalez into office.

In order to satisfy them and pre-
serve his coalition, Gonzalez gave
the Reds two posts in his cabinet:
Labor and Social Welfare,
this, his Commie ‘“collaborators”
set off a string of strikes and rigts
that brought the nation to the
verge of total economic collapse.

This bitter experience was enough
for Chile's new president. It con-
verted both him and Chile into
the most vigorous anti-Communists
Latin America. Not only did
he reorganize his government, elim-
inating the Reds; he also outlawed
the Communist

That Saves Taxpayers’ Money

WASHINGTON — General Services Administrator

Jess Larson has been having

They filea a petition with Inter- | Y

state Commerce Commission, ask-
ing for authority to put a service
charge of from 10 to 25 cents on
redeeming unused passenger tickets.

Such a charge would make a|
certain amount of sense. When a |
passenger makes a reservation or |
buys a ticket, the railroad is sup- |
posed to set up space for him. If|
the passenger doesn't show up, the
reserved coach seat, chair or Pull- |
man berth goes empty, unless a|
cash fare customer gets aboard en-
route.

Of course the original ticket pur-
chaser may have good reason for
not using the space. He is entitled
to get his money back, however, even
if he just misses the train and rides
later. Nobody has any thought of
not redeeming such tickets. But
the job of refunding the ticket price

| involves a certain amount of book-

keeping, postage and bank charges.
For this extra clerical work, the!
railroads want pay.

It is no small item. New York
Central says that for 1949 it re-
funded on 435,891 tickets. The
amount of money refunded
amounted to $7,364,156, or about six
per cent of its total passenger busi-
ness.

P. Ren-
ner, 40, ahd Charles H. Renner, Jr.,
39, arrived by plane from Miami,
Fla., Thursday night and went im-
mediately to a hotel to rest.

To Talk With Police

Both said they had gotten little
sleep since news of the tragedy.
They planned to talk with police and
the United States Consul before
viewing their sister’s body.

Major G. H. Ranoe, chief of po-
lice, said the death definitely was
murder and that a negro of the
waiter type was being sought. The
negro was seen bicycling with Miss
Renner in the area before she dis-
appeared Tuesday.

Ranoe said there was a ragged cut
on Miss Renner’'s head and bruises
on the face. He said a struggle ap-
parently took place about six feet
from the well. Miss Renner was
dragged over rocks to the depres-
sion, and then tossed unconscious
into the well, he said.

The chief of police said it ap-
peared Miss Renner was trying to
run away when she was dragged
down. Her bicycle was found neatly
parked near the well, indicating she
went there to see the place.

Townsfolk reported Miss Renner
often went on bicycle trips by her-
self. She was well liked and appar-
ently had no romantic attachments.
