For, in these last months of his
five-year term as secretary-general,
Lie is determined to break the dead-
lock of the cold war.

In New York Lie gets along well
with Mayor O'Dwyer and Bob Moses,
with whom he confers every two
weeks or so regarding the great in-
| ternational city on the East River
of Manhattan, which the Rockefel-
lers are erecting as a symbol of in-
ternational peace.

This, of course, has put him in
touch with various New York civic
leaders as Tom Watson of Interna-
tional Business Machines, Winthrop
Aldrich of the Chase National Bank,
and John W. Davis, former Demo-
cratic candidate for President, who

| a fellow New Yorker.

Last December, Lie told a friend
that he thought the cold war could
| be ended by a high-level conference
between Truman, Stalin, Attlee and
Bidault. But when he was urged
to see President Truman about such
a meeting, Lie smiled.

“The State Department wouldn’t
like it,” he said, “and they always
keep a good watch on me.”

In this, Lie has one remotely com-
mon interest with Senator McCar-
thy. While he doesn’t believe there
are Communists in the State De-
partment, he wonders why, when
President Truman has made such a
clean sweep of his domestic cabinet
family, he never has brought much
change in the State Department. Lie
apparently feels that it needs a
change.

Larceny Lou looks like an unusu-
ally trustful cherub. You feel sorry
for such a nice young fellow, con-
sidering how many nasty people
there are to take advantage of him.
Just as you're about to give him a
bit of fatherly advice you notice
that he’s made off with everything
that wasn't nailed down.

His pet stunt is to steal a trick
while the opponents are still think-
ing about the bidding. For ex-
ample, here’s one that made a big
difference in an important team
match.

At both tables the bidding was
the same, and in each case the
West player opened the ‘three of
hearts. As a matter of fact, the
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North East

whole first trick was the same, |
since East put up the king of |
hearts at both tables, and declarer
won with the ace of hearts.

When Larceny Lou played the
hand, he casually led the jack of
diamonds at the second trick! West
just as casually played low, think-
ing that Lou was finessing for the
queen. West expected his partner
to win the trick with the queen of
diamonds and return & heart. That
was just what West wanted, be-
cause he didn't know that the jack
of hearts was about to drop.

Actually, Lou was not taking a
finesse at all. He was just stealing
the ninth trick before the enemy
found out that they could beat him.
After getting by with a diamond |
trick, Lou rattled off four clubs |
and three spades. Nine tricks were
then home, and Lou cheerfully
conceded the rest.

“How did you know I'd duck?”
the West player asked. “What
would you do if I went right up
with the ace of diamonds?”

“I'd ©aave been set,” Lou replied.
“I've been set before. What of {t?”

“Don’t worry,” West said sheep-
ishly to his partner. “The other
half of our team will make three
no trump also. Even without be-
ing such smart alecks.”

But he was wrong. At the other
table South was not a smart aleck
and he didn't make his game con-
tract. The trouble was that he|
blew a police whistle before hel‘
tried to steal a trick.

After winning the first trick with
the ace of hearts, this South player
ran off the four club tricks. This
gave East the chance to make two
very revealing discards.

East could see that his hand was
never going to.win a trick. He had
already played the king of hearts,
and his hand was otherwise entry-
less. Since he was never going to
lead a heart to his partner’'s hand,
the most he could do for his part-
ner was to give him a complete
count on-the hearts. On the third
and fourth clubs, therefore, East
discarded his two remaining
hearts.

This told West that the jack of
hearts was alone in the South
hand. Hence when South got
around to leading diamonds, West |
took his ace at once and confi-
dently ran four heart tricks.

Europeans Work On

Problem

Of Increasing Exports To U. S.

WASHINGTON — Gradually, this idea of

European”

“buying‘

products seems to be catching on as a substitute

for doling out billions of Marshall Plan dollars to close the

balance of trade gap.

The Dutch liner Noordam steamed up Delaware Bay
to Philadelphia a few days ago. It carried a million dol-

lars worth of merchandise
made in The Netherlands.
The ship was welcomed by a

Coast Guard escort and the
mayor. Fireboats spouted colored
water and the bands gave with the
patriotic music of both countries.

Early in May all this Dutch mer-
chandise will go on sale at a de-
partment store which—for the sake
of avoiding any free advertising—
may be known as Gimbel’s.

Behind this important interna-
tional merchandising stunt there is
quite a story. Nobody can take full
credit for thinking it up, but several
people played prominent parts.

Last Fall Netherlands Trade Com-
missioner Loli Schmit came over to
see what could be done about in-
creasing American imports from his
country. G. A. Burgers, commercial
attache at The Netherlands Em-
bassy in Washington made the ob-
servation that “they would have to
be blunt about this.” It was a dip-
lomatic way of saying that they
would have to get out and sell the
idea. Burgers since has become an
American citizen, and dropped out
of the picture.

Went Over To Look Around

Anyway, a date was made with
Arthur Kauffman, executive direc-
tor of Philadelphia Gimbel's. He
said he wanted to make a trip to
Europe anyway. So early this year
he went to The Netherlands to see
what they had to sell.

The Dutch gave him the number
one hospitality treatment, which
included tea with the Queen Em-
press Juliana. She is supposed to
have contributed the idea that
there should be some cultural as-
pects to this merchandising experi-
ment.

Arrangements were made to have
Julian's own Grenadier Regimental
Band accompany the boatload of
exports. And to accompany some
modern Dutch paintings which ac-
tually will go on sale, the loan of
some Dutch old masters was ar-
ranged, for exhibition only.

If it can be arranged, Prince
Bernhard, Juliana's consort, who

| has been touring the United States,

will inspect the merchandise. In-
cluded in the sale will be such
varied stuff as food products, elec-
trical goods, textiles, Delft china-
ware and of course, diamonds,
cheese, bulbs and nursery products,
Dutch beer and liquors,

Just another smart advertising

| stunt by an alert U. S. department

store sales manager? Well, maybe.
But there's more to it than that.
Some of the Dutch goods are sam-
ples. They may be taken on tour

{ to other U. 8. cities, and orders so-

licited.

Wayne Chatfield Taylor of the
U. S. Marshall Plan staff has been
working at this problem of increas-
ing imports from Europe longer
than anyone else. The encouraging
thing now, he says, is that a few
enterprising European exports and
American importers are beginning
to test the U. S. market, to see what
it will take.

Barfield was arrested after of-
ficers traced an automobile report-
edly seen on a Mineral Wells street
during the robbery. The car was
found in Abilene Monday.

“I bought a used car and planned
to sell the 1949 car to get enough
money to straighten it all out,” he
said.

Criticism Of Water

Policies Misleading,
Says WICC Leader

ABILENE —(#)—The West Texas
Chamber of Commerce has charged
a member of a Fort Worth engin-
eering firm with “misleading” and
“undermining” statements about
the WTCC’s domestic water efforts.

In a letter Tuesday to Marvin
Nichols, partner in the Freese and
Nichols firm which represents sev-
eral West Texas cities in privately-
financed dam projects, the West
Texas group charged Nichols’ state-
ments in Coleman April 28 were
“misleading” and “undermining” to
the WTCC.

The letter was signed by WTCC
President J. M. Wilson of Floydada
and Homer D. Grant, president of
the West Texas Domestic Water As-
sociation.

Nichols, at the Coleman meeting,
accused the WTCC of “retarding”
the water development of West
Texas by its activities, and by ex-
aggerating the water problems of
West Texas to the detriment of the
area.

Cost Comparison Asked

He sald the WTCC had assumed
leadership in the {ight for domes-
tic water,

The WTCC letter traced its work
in supplying preliminary water sur-
veys for 20 cities, of which four are
solving their water problems. It
said “The Reclamation Bureau has
made and now is refining six large
river basin multi-city water supply
studies calculated to provide some
75 of our cities with an adequate
water supply at their city gates for
30 years or more.

The letter asked Nichols to com-
pare costs of both plans—that of
the bureau and that privately fi-

nanced. ‘
“Cost of a private plan at the end |
of 30 years would be about $2,838,- |
000, taking the $1,100,000 investment |
at three per cent and operating and {
maintaining the dam for 30 years— |
less the sale of about $27,375 worth
of water a yean” the letter read.
“This figure compares with about
$1,369,000 for the 30-year gate rate |
plan where the cities buy water at |
13 cents per 1,000 gallons (without |
capital investment’ and unused |
water at the same rate for 30|

“What happens,” asks a reader,
“when you take the last of the un-
dealt cards? Does the hand come
to an end, or does it go on in some
way? This has happened to us a
few times, and each time we have

| come up with a different answer.”

I'm not surprised there has been
some misunderstanding of this
point. The actual rule isn't hard
to understand, but it has its com-
plications.

Let's suppose that you are the
player who draws the last of the
undealt cards. Perhaps you then
meld, and perhaps you don't. That
makes no difference. What does
make a difference is your discard.

If your discard can be taken by
the next player entirely by the
melds that he already has on the
table, he must take that discard.
At the same time he must take the
rest of the discard pile (if any).

If your discard can be taken by
the next player only by means of
cards that are still in his hand,
he has a choice. He may take your
discard or not—whichever he pre-
fers.

For example, suppose you discard
an ace. The other side has a
He may take your discard
or not—whichever he prefers. For
example, suppose you discard an
ace. The other side has a mixed
canasta of aces on the table. If
the deck is not frozen, your dis-
carded ace can (and therefore
must) be taken by the next player
entirely by the meld that he has
on the table. There is no choice
in the matter; the next player must
pick up your ace.

Take the same example, and sup-
pose that the deck is frozen. When
you discard your ace, the next
player cannot take it unless he has
a pair of aces in his own hand. He
has a choice. If he has a pair of
aces in his hand, he may take your

[ace (with the rest of the plle, as
| always), or he may refuse.

Let's carry this one step further.
You discard an ace, and the next
player picks it up. He makes his
meld and then discards. (If he
melds out, the hand ends as it al-
ways does In the case of a meld-
out.)

Suppose he discards a king. If
your side has a meld of kings, your
partner is obliged to take that king
and meld it. If your partner can
take that king only by using cards
from his own hand (a pair of kings,
or a king and a wild card), he may
take it or not—as he chooses.

In other words, the situation is
the same for your partner that it
for the player at your left.
He is forced to pick up the discard
if he can do so entirely by means
of melds that are down on the ta-
ble; he has a choice if he can pick
the discard only by means of

DOCTOR SAYS

Chronic Fatigue Cure Comes
By Balancing Work, Leisure

Chronic fatigue is one of the
most common complaints in modern
society. Almost everyone from time
to time becomeas tired and loses all
zest for work or play. The cause
usually is not hard to find—exces-
sive work for too-long a period, lack
of sleep, dietary indiscretions or
some similar fault of living. The
remedy lies in correcting the cause
—or at least not doing it again.

This kind of fatigue, however, is
not much of a problem. That tired
feeling which is chronic and per-
sistent and the cause of which can-
not be identified easily is much
more serious. This type of fatigue
is particularly common among
housewives, many of whom are con-
stantly exceeding their strength.

The strain of children cannot be
pinned down on any one event nor
is it easy to remedy—after al' what
can one do about it? There are
other factors besides children which
enter into chronic fatigue. In abil-
ity to relax or play, difficulty in
getting away from the problems of
every-day life, lack of sleep, a poor
diet, and just plain too much to do
are the most common.

Sometimes a diseased condition
is at fault. A slight anemia, for
example, can and does produce lack
of customary energy. Any chronic
infection or almost any disturbed
bodily function is also likely to pro-
duce that tired feeling. Carrying
too much weight, flat feet and in-
numerable other body conditions
tend to produce excessive fatigue or
to make that tired feeling worse.

Of course, if a definite disease
condition can be identified, it usu-
ally can be remedied. This is the
first step in combatting fatigue.
Should nothing be found, then it
becomes necessary to analyze and

study various factors such as those
mentioned.

The proper balance between work,
recreation and sleep has to be
worked out. Change of occupation
is not often recommended because
it usually ir not possible. Many
people need to learn how to relax
when they have the chance. The
adoption of a balanced diet with
plenty of vitamins is beneficial when
the a fatigue is at least
partly due to faulty diet. Stimulat-
ing drugs are dangerous and should
not be used unless upon a physi-
cian’s advice.

Need Careful Schedule

Everything which can be remedied
should be, including such factors as
too much smoking, too much alco-
hol, poor diet and the like. In far
too many cases there is little to be
found and perhaps even less which
can be done about it. :

This is a frustrating situation and
Do one yet has a perfect answer.
Perhaps all that can be done is to
become aware of those influences
which are producing a state of
chronic tiredness, remedy those
which one can, and be prepared to
cure the others as soon as circum-
stances allow.

Freight west and north of
Harrisburg, Pa., embargoed. Lay-
offs confront 10,800 workers.

Southern—Business accepted and
trains running “to the extent man-
power is available.” Before the
strike it embargoed all freight that |
could not reach its destination be-
fore the walkout deadline.

Other Lines Drawn In

Santa Fe—Four major trains be-
tween Chicago and the Pacific
Coast have been canceled. The
railroad also embargoed all carload
and less than carload shipments of
livestock, live poultry and perish-
able freight going to, from or over
lines of the Santa Fe, Panhandle
and Santa Fe and Santa Fe Coast
Lines.

At least two other railroads were
drawn into the crippling action in-
directly.
