WASHINGTON —(#— President
Truman's enthusiastic endorsement
gave powerful new emphasis Friday
to a French proposal for pooling
French and German steel and coal
production. .

The President welcomed the pla
of “a new outlook for Europe.”

Diplomatic officials said the pro-
ject is in line with American poli-
cies for encouraging the closest
possible ties between Germany and
France and for increasing the total
production of Western Europe.

They see this specific proposal
as contributing eventually to both
the economic strength and military
security of the Western world.

The President said “there will be
many difficult problems to solve in
developing this far reaching plan”
but he was certain “that the kind of
imaginative thinking that went into
the proposal can work out the de-
tails.”

Until Truman spoke the official
American attitude was sympathetic
but otherwise publicly undeclared.

Any strike, of course, is economically wasteful. That’s
cognized on all sides.

The Chrysler walkout lasted
pbout five times as long as it should have.

C’'mon Congress—Grow Up

A good many large American cities have switched to
daylight saving time during the Summer months for many
vears past. While this may work some hardship on
farmers nearby who serve these centers with produce,
hey apparently have adjusted themselves to it fairly well.

For some reason, a handful of U. S. senators do not
think the farmers who live around Washington are cap-
able of adjusting to this sort of thing. Every year a small
group resists the imposition of daylight time on the capital.

Thus far the objectors always have lost, though once
or twice they succeeded in delaying the start of daylight
time. This year they’ve thrown up the usual roadblock.

This fussing around on the city council level of petty
politics has no place in Congress. Washington is grown-
up now and the lawmakers who unfortunately must serve
as its local governing body ought to grow up, too.

Taft Goes In Reverse

In return, Senator Russell prom-

votes against the reor-
ganization of the National Labor
Relations Board, a plan which
would have abolished the general
counsel's office. The interesting
thing about this reorganization fis |
that it was not only proposed b}"
Herbert Hoover, but one year ago |
it also was sponsored by Taft him-
self.

However, Robert Denham, the
NLRB general counsel whose job
would be abolished, has been a
faithful follower of the Taft-Hart-
ley Act, so this year Taft reversed
himself and fought tooth and nail
to block NLRB' reorganization.

Taft's trade with Senator Russell
already has borne fruit regarding
this part of the deal. For, last
week, Southern Democrats delivered
a block of votes to defeat NLRB
reorganization—with the exception
of Senator Withers of Kentucky.
He voted against Taft and for Tru-
man.

Today it's Taft's turn “to keep
his part of the bargain. He him-
self will vote against the South
and line up to break the filibuster
in order to keep his record clean.
He would be defeated for re-elec-
tion in Ohio if he didn't.

However, the six GOP senators
whom Taft has said he would de-
liver to the Southern Democrats
already have expressed their views
privately as against cloture. This
probably something which Taft did
not tell Senator Russell.

For. in secret Republican coun-
the above-mentioned six had
argued against the principle of
shutting off Senate debate. In fact,
Taft had little to do with wooing
them over to the other side.

Meanwhile, it is significant that
Taft has been noticeably uncoop-
erative in rounding up Republican
votes against the filibuster, though
fellow Republicans have not sus-
pected the reason. Senator Wherry
of Nebraska, on the other hand, has
been quite active.
