CARLINVILLE, ILL. — (NBA)—
’Hiere are 315 students at Black- 

bum College here. And all 315 
are working their way through col­
lege.

In fact, they have to. For part 
of the tuition charged by the unique 
school is 15 hours of work a week. 
Since the students’ labors help the 
institution keep Its payroll small— 
there are only seven employee, ex­
clusive of faculty—th e  institution 
can keep the tuition small. Full 
tuition, board and room for the 
school year is only $600—plus those 
15 hours of work.

T h e  students completely main­
tain the co-educational college^ 
which is 60 ihlles northeast of St. 
Louis. Eight student crews are re­
sponsible for the principal areas of 
work—kitchen; laundry; women’s 
Janitor work; table service; con­
struction. firing furnaces; book­
store; and men’s Janitor work.

Running each crew is a student 
“work head.” “Work managers” foa. 
men’s and women’s activities run 
the whole operation. T h e  work 
heads and work managers are elec­
ted by the outgoing office-holders, 
after all nominees for the positions 
attend a two-week w o rk  Reads' 
school.
Do All Chores

The student workers do all the 
chores around the 20-acre campus, 
with its seven buildings. They do 
everything from replacing light 
bulbs to cooking the food for the 
student dining hall: from washing 
the dishes to gravelling the roads; 
from scrubbing floors to doing the 
campus laundry.

Students express their choice of 
work assignments at the beginning 
of each semester. The work man­
agers assign the Jobe according to 
these preferences, but t h e y  also 
take into consideration such things

as academic schedules. A person 
with a late afternoon lab can’t be 
assigned"^ kitchen work, for ex­
ample, since the lab conflicts with 
the dinner preparation.

Jobs aro switched, too, as the col­
lege feels that variety is desirable. 
Students are graded on the work, 
Just as they are graded on academic 
subjects. These work reports form 
a part of each graduate’s official 
college record.

Searcy., Ark.—h a v e  
self-help work plans, usually based 
on a college-op>erated Industry, but 
Blackburn does not oi>erate an In­
dustry.

Because Blackburn, <fhich was es­
tablished in 1835, now is designed 
.«ipeclflcally for students who need 
financial help in obtaining a col­
lege education, the thrift motif is 
carried throughout. For example, 
one $10 fee Is the only charge for 
the entire social program for the 
school year—It covers admLsslon to 
all the athletic contests, concerts 
and dances.

“Higher education muet be avail­
able also to young men and women 
whose families are without large fi­
nancial resource.^,” says Blackburn’s 
president, Robert P. Ludlum, In ex­
plaining the "Blackburn Plan.”

But Ludlum believes the plan has 
many values besides lowering the 
co.st of a college education. He says 
the work-whlle-you-leam scheme 
develops “mature ability to assume 
responslbilRy.” creates “group con- 
sciousne.ss,” and teaches "the means 
of working effectively and harmo 
niously with others.”

Racial Equality In 
Armed Forces Near, 
Says Truman Panel

WASHINGTON —(AV- A presi- 
dential committee predicted Mon­
day that there will be equality of 
treatment and opportunity for all 
persons In the armed forces “with­
in the reEisonably near future.’

It predicted also that a gain in 
military efficiency will result.

The committee was created by the 
President on July 26. 1948. Its J(* 
was to Investigate rules and prac­
tices of the auTned services and rec­
ommend steps that should be token 
to carry out an executive order is­
sued on the same date, in which, 
Truman said:

"It is hereby declared to be the 
policy of the President that there 
shall be equality of treatment and 
opportunity for idl persons in the 
armed services without regard to 
race, color, religion or natlonsd ori­
gin. This policy shall be put Into 
effect as rapidly as possible, having 
due regard to the time required to 
effectuate any necessary changes 
without impairing eiiiciency or 
morale.”

In Its report to the President 
Monday the group said all of its 
recommendations have been ap- 
provd and accepted by him, by Sec­
retary of Defense Johnson, and the 
secretaries of the Army, Navy and 
Air Force.

“They now are In effect,” It 
added. “It is the committee’s con­
viction that the present programs 
of the three services are designed 
to accomplish the obpectlves of the 
President.

“As the programs are carried out, 
there will be, within the reasonably 
near future, equality of treatment 
and opportunity for all persons in 
the armed forces with a consequent 
improvement In military efficiency."

Paul Hoffman, foreign aid chief, predicts the Russian 

imraunist empire will collapse “quite suddenly” within 
r lifetime.

He sees two factors as decisive: the death of Premier 
alin, which he expects to touch off a wild scramble for 
•wer; and the breaking away of most Russian satellite 
untries from Moscow.

Hoffman believes these satellites are developing dan* 
rous rigidity in their economic structures. All appears 
looth on the surface, he says, because political brutality 
¡eps it that way. But underneath, tensions are mounting.

The anticipated turbulence accompanying a change in 
e Russian dictatorship probably will allow' those ten- 
ins to burst into the open, says Hoffman.

What he forecasts certainly is a marked possibility, 
jt it wouldn’t be w’ise for the free world to count on any- 
ing so joyful as a Russian empire collapse unles.s and ! 
itil it happens.

• • •

The West has been trying to guess for a long time just 
hat will occur w’hen Stalin dies. The list of likely luc- 
aaors constantly is undergoing revision. Some experts 
edict a cut-throat struggle, others think a smooth, fric- 
mless switch will be made.

If there does prove to be a ruthless fight for Stalin's 
b, the satellites well may seize the chance either to break 
oae or at least to take a more firmly nationalistic line 
i the Tito model.

Growls Heard As Senators 
Revamp Social Security Bill

WASHINGTON — A bitter floor fight looma over 
what the Senate Finance Committee hag done to the Houae- 

bill to amend the social security law. Two things 
in particular will be the cause for wrangling between the 
two chambers. They are the Senate rejection of House 
proposals to inaugurate a system of diaability insurance 
and to increase ̂ public assist-f 
ance benefits to the needy.

Federal Security Adminis­
trator Oscar Ewing, Social
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Security Commissionar Arthur J 
Altmaytr and their forces may be 
counted on to lead a fight to have 
Uleae provlalona reinstated. They 
will have full aupport from the la­
bor union lobbyists, who feel that 
the Senate Finance Ck«umittet rec- 
ommendaUons are a severe bio«'.

Another source of oppoeiUon will 
cpme from state govenunenta. Many 
states—New York, for insuuwe—had 
planned Uieir budgets counting on 
greater federal aid for public as­
sistance. If the Senate recommen­
dations for reducing public assist­
ance grants can be made to sticit, 
a greater financial burden «ill be 
tlirown back on the sute. Tins 
would hit the poorer states psu'ticu- 
larly hard.

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WASHINGTON — A sensational 
story was flashed out of Detroit re­
cently that the Army has developed 
a magic nerve gas which destroys 
the will to restât and makes war 
palnleas.

The story'grew out of a remark 
by Maj. Oea. Anthony McAuUffe, 
chief of the Army Chemical Corps, 
«’ho happened to mention ne vo 
gases at the Ainerlcan Chemical 
Society’s annual meeting in De­
troit. The Musa’<.onal detail« About 
making war painless, however, were 
supplied by an Imsginstlve reporter

Inside facts s o jit  the Army's 
new nerve gases arc sensational, all 
right, but exactly c’lpoalte to «hat 
the press reported. The gases do not 
cause a gentle sleep and do not 
pave the way lor bioodleas conquest. 
Instead, they arlve man mad, turn 
them into raging lunatics before 
killing them

The Army’s experiments have 
been based on two nerve gases de­
veloped by the German.s and still 
known by their German names— 
Tabun and Sarin. These are fiend­
ishly lethal gaaes, depending upon 
the dose. A small doae will cauae 
severe headache, nausea and chut 
congMtlon. A few extra whiffa will 
attack the optic nerve and cause 
blindness, then degenerate vital 
brain cells, until the victim loses 
his sanity. Homicidal tendencies are 
supposed to ruult.

Oas masks are no protection from 
Tabun and Sarin, which seep into 
the body through the skin pores. 
Protective clothing has been de­
veloped, however, that wlU help. 
Rnaaluu Have Secret, Toe?

The Army now Is using goats, 
rabbits and rats to experiment with 
Tabun and Sarin at Ougway Prov­
ing Ground in the barren Utah du - 
ert. The gases are invisible and dif­
ficult to detect, though Army seten- 
tlsts who have gotten a whiff of 
escaping Tabun say It smells faintly 
like "Juicy Fruit" chewing gum.

The Germans turned over 200- 
pound and 500-pound Tabui( gas 
bombe to the U. 8. Army after V-E 
Day—bombs which had never been 
usûl for fear of retaliation—though 
captured German documenta show 
that Propaganda Minister Joseph 
Ooebbels urged that Hitler resort 
to Tabun in the last, desperate days.

German officers handling the Ta­
bun bombs were deathly afraid of 
them, warned that they might ex­
plode if left in the sun too long.

Inasmuch as the Ruuians took 
over German war secrets, It is safe 
to assume that Russians have been 
experimenting with Tabun and 
Sarin in the same way we are do­
ing.

Note—Dr. Albert Speer, former 
Relchsminister of Armament, told 
Allied authorities he had planned 
to kill Hitler with Tabun by filter­
ing It into his ventilating system. 
But 'Hitler built a protective chim­
ney around the ventilating funnel 
before Dr. Speer could carry out bis 
plot.

Whether * you agree with Presi­
dent 'Truman or not, any fair-mind­
ed political oboerver will agree that 
when Harry gets out among the 
folks, it does bomething both for 
him and for them.

The Mxrshall Plan costs us 
billions annually and has done a 
great job In rebuilding Europe. But 
we have received little credit for 
it. becauee we haven't accompanied 
it by the proper sales campaign. 
Seep And Feeae ,

No good American bu.sine.ss firm 
ever curtails advertising for long; 
but Bsany RepubUeax congreasmen. 
influenced in pert by buidneas. voted 
to ourteil the State Department's 
saiee campaign to Europe. Several 
years ago, a well-known American 
aoap cut down Its advertising on the 
theory that enough Americans were 
sold on the fact that “It Floats" 
Sales immediately dropped, a n d  
that company has come back as a 
big advertl.ser since.

All this is by way of saying that 
the United States has to sell its 
peaceful aims, its generosity, i t s 
constructive moves to rebuild the 
world, not once, but all the time. 
It never can stop.

Furthermore, we have to think up 
new sales Ideas, new ’ advertising 
gimmicks regarding our peace aims, 
just as a manufacturing company 
thinks up new promotion .plans to 
sell its goods.

So here is a suggestion: President 
Truman, a down-to-earth, likable 
gentleman, who goes over great 
with the plain people, should go to 
Europe this Fall or Summer to make 
a whistle-stop tour.

If he rialted not merely the big 
eapitais, but took a train through 
the heart of France, Italy, Belgium, 
T>ie Netherlands, stopping at little 
stations along the way, he could do 
a great selling job for his country 
and a far greater service than tour­
ing our own Western states.

I personally have spoken from 
flat cars In the railroad stations of 
the cities of Prance and Italy and 
I know how the people welcome 
anyone who deals not government- 
to-govemment but people-to-people.

And Harry Truman, I predict, giv­
ing off-the-cuff, down-to-earth, 
sincere, straight-from-the-shoulder 
facts about what the American peo­
ple already have done for Europe, 
and the reasons why we have done 
it. would become the world’s No. 1 
salesman of democracy and would 
stjmiie the'Moscow radio for months 
to come.

Some House leaders are talking 
of a recess of a week or more start­
ing next week, but no decision has 
been made. The thought is that 
the House should give the Senate 
time to catch up with major bills 
already passed by the House but not 
acted on by the Senate.

Three Dig House measures have 
been sent to the Senate: A Pair 
Employment Practices (FEPC) bill, 
an omnibus $29,(X)0,000,(X)0 appro­
priation measure and a Social Se­
curity bill.

Southern opposition to the FEPC 
bill has stalled the Senate for more 
than a week and it still is the pend­
ing business there.

It may be set side again for a 
vote on some presidential reorgani­
zation plans, five of which already 
have been vetoed by the Senate. 
Plans not disapproved by either 
branch of Congress go into effect 
on Wednesday.

LONDON —i/P)— A freak tornado 
twisted through three valleys north 
of London Sunday, leaving 500 per­
sons homeless In one village alone 
and plastering the area with hail­
stones as big as chicken eggs.

The tornado—one of Britain’s 
rarest weather dlstubrances—cli­
maxed a day of sharp lightning 
storms that claimed at least three 
lives. One victim, an eight-year-old 
girl, was swept from a jeep and 
drowned by a flash flood.

The tornado dipped to earth three 
times In Its 23-mile course between 
the Thames and Ouse River Valley. 
Half the homes In its path were 
unroofed and trees were uprooted. 
Torrential rains sent the Ouse 
flooding Its banks In Bedfordshire.

Damage was greatest in the Buck­
inghamshire villages of Linsdale 
and Wendover. Some of Linsdale’s 
3,(X)0 population .spent the night In 
the homes of rescuers.

Unpleasant as hay fever from

* rious as that from ragweed, the us­
ual season for which Is In the late 
Summer and early Fall. Not so 
many people are sensitive to tree 
pollens, the season is likely to be 
shorter and the symptoms are often 
milder than those froin Fall hay 
fever.

Like other pollen sensitiveness, it 
is possible to prepare a mixture of 
tree pollens and Inject it Into a sen­
sitive i>erson often thereby bringing 
about relief of symptoms. 'Whether 
the effort and cost are worthwhile, 
however, has to be decided In each 
individual case.
