JAKARTA, INDONESIA—(yP)--Violent earthquakes 
and a gigantic tidal wave brought an appeal for outside 
assistance Monday from the Island of Amboina, center of a 
rebellion of South Moluccans against the government of 
Indonesia.

Heavy casualties were feared here from the quakes
and a tidal wave which a*j ' 
broadcast from the island 11 
said rose to 200 meters (656 
feet). The island, 32 miles 
long and having an area of 3881 
square miles, is subject to frequent 
damage from quakes. '

(The 200-meter figure came spell­
ed out in the cable from Jakarta, 
but It was so big as to cause con­
siderable skepticism. A tidal wave 
of that size hardly seemes possible.
Tidal, or seismic, waves have been 
known to reach a height of 90 feet, 
but one of the proportions reported 
from Amboina would be almost past 
belief).

Advices from Ptxma, India, Sun­
day said seismographs there record­
ed an earthquake in that general 
area, with Its epicenter near Timor, 
whltdi is southwest of Amboina.

Damage was reported heaviest in 
the coastal districts of the island, 
home for some 240,000. The villages 
of Galala and Halong were believed 
to have been hard hit and suffering 
casualties.

Amboina Is the scene of fighting 
between Indonesian government 
troops and South Moluccans. A 
group of five South Moluccans, who 
claim to represent 10,0(X) Amboinese 
living In Java, Monday urged the 
United Nations CJommisslon on In­
donesia to seek an immediate cease 
fire in the bottle zone.

This is a shocking situation and, 
although many states and cities 
have adopted laws prohibiting the 
purchase of sleeping pills except 
with a doctor s prescription, the sit­
uation still is not good.

Most of the sleeping pill drugs 
consist of various combinations of a 
chemical substance known as bar­
bituric acid, though they are sold 
under a large variety number of 
trade names. Although they have 
valuable uses in medicine, their mis­
use is so common that they should 
not be taken at all unless .abso­
lutely necessary.

Sleeping pill deaths are caused by 
acute poisoning. This In turn is the 
result of taking too many pills at I 
one time, sometime.s purposely and 
sometimes accidentally. Prompt 
treatment la Important and prob­
ably would save many lives.

Some people especially are sen­
sitive to the barbiturate drugs. Such 
persons can get reactions from only 
small quantities. It is also a mat­
ter of concern that some people be­
come addicted to barbiturates: that 
is, they develop a habit and liking 
which is difficult to throw off and. 
of course, may produce harm if it 
is not.

Most people who develop the bar­
biturate habit do so because they 
have been using the pills for sleep­
lessness. The habit usually ukes 
several months or even yearj \ 
become established. A few people 
have difficulty in stopping after us­
ing the sleeping tablets for less than 
a month.
Habit Grow«

Those who are in the habit of 
taking sleeping drugs find that they 
have to take larger and larger quan­
tities and that even then the re­
sults becomè less and less success­
ful. Besides developing a harmful 
habit they may be chronically pois­
oned. One woman, for example, who 
had taken barbiturates for several 
months became mentally incompe­
tent, lost control of her elimination, 
lost weight, and had to be fed with 
a spoon.

Sleeping drugs should not be taken 
like water. They act on the nervous 
system and on other parts of the 
body. They should be avoided, ex­
cept when there are definite rea­
sons for using them. Even then the 
use of sleeping pills should not be 
continued without the advice of a 
physician who is thoroughly familiar 
with the individual problems for 
»hich they are being used.

EGYPT. MASS. — Dr.  Percy 
Brown, an X-ray pioneer, is dead 
at 74, after a scientific career which 
he once said exposed him to as 
much "radioactive damage” as “an 
experimental Bikini goat.”

The first radiologist to be ap­
pointed to the Harvard Medical 
School, Dr.^rown took up the study 
of roentgen rays in 1903.

Thlrty-cfne years later he retired 
because, he said, of “ill health due 
to the effects of prolonged radia­
tion.” He died Sunday.

Associates said he underwent 
more than 50 operations on Infected 
portions of his fingers or skin areas 
turned cancerous by radiation.

WASHINGTON—There has been only one positive 
result from the recent Federal Communications Commis­
sion report on color television. It has everybody who has 
any connection with TV, including the viewers, seeing red.

Although the report said that CBS has the best sys­
tem, it failed to settle the issue and set all future standards

would be adopted once and

Asks A-Bomb Use 
In Red Aggression

LOS ANOILBS —m — The 33nd 
annual Natl Convention of the 
American Legion was asked by its 
executive committee Monday to 
recommend use of the atom bomb 
against Russia in the event of fur­
ther aggression an]rvrherc.

"This Is the crucial moment in 
our lives," the committee said in 
asking for aid "to any and all forces 
of freedom that will join with us 
and the United Nations in the de- 
stnictlon of evil forces.”

Poland Rejects West 
German Protests On 
Border Settlement

BERLIN —OP)— West Germany’s 
protest against the Oder-Neisse bor­
der pact between Poland and East 
Germany has been turned down by 
the Polish Military Mission here. 
The Poles said the pact was none 
of the Bonn regime's business.

Former Official Of 
Union Killed After 
Trying To Wreck Bus

Decker said the San 
Diego sheriff told him the union 
had discharged Brooks because he 
was erratic and believed both labor 
bosses and Communists were after 
him.

Decker said Brooks was shot ear­
ly Sunday after a fight with Dep­
uty Sheriff Olin Hughes.

He said Brooks tried to run a 
bus in which he was a passenger 
into a ditch, jumped out of the ve­
hicle, then later sought aid for a 
shoulder he said was injured.

Hughes and Deputy A. D. Ham­
ilton took him to Parkland Hos­
pital where X-rays showed he was 
not injured.

Brooks suddenly shoved aside a 
nurse and doctor, knocked down a 
man he met In a hallway and fled 
the building, Hughes in pursuit.

Hughes said Brooks picked up a 
club in a vacant lot, knocked him 
down, and started throwing rocks at 
him as he tried to get up. The dep­
uty fired one shot from his pistol. 
The bi'.llet hit Brooks In the throat 
and he died in a few moments.

AUSTIN — — Texas educators 
and other citizens interested in edu­
cation dug into the workings of the 
new Gilmer-Alkln education pro­
gram Monday at a series of meet­
ing preceding formal inaugural cere­
monies Monday night for the new 
system.

Almost 400 non-professionals were 
here to participate in a citizens sd- 
vlsory conference called by >he 
State Board of Education.
