Situation Unknown
Each day’s dispatches from Indo-China make it 

clearer that French forces there are in trouble. The re­
gion is vital to the maintenance of a free Asia, and the 
western world can’t watch Communist advances with in­
difference.

But if we are to do our proper share in aiding the 
French in their fight, we must have accurate and complete 
information about what is happening. There’s definite 
evidence that we aren’t getting it.

Correspondents from the Indo-China front tell us that 
French military authorities are brutally censoring their 
stories. Censorship timed at security can’t be complained 
of; but blue-penciling which has no other objective but to 
conceal or distort.the truth ought to be attacked with full 
vigor.

• • • '
That’s exactly what U. S. reporters are charging. 

They say their dispatches are chopped to pieces by French 
censors, who send them on to America without ever telling 
the newsmen what they’ve done to them. Editors in this 
country sometimes find the material unintelligible and 
therefore unusable.

French military men seem determined that the only 
accounts of the Indo-Chinese fighting we get will be their 
own official version handed out from headquarters.

Ai^d they seem bent, too, on doing everything possible 
to minimize the gravity of their plight. For example, a 
military spokesman told reporters one day that a French 
border force had retreated successfully to safety before 
Red onslaughts. Next day he was compelled by events to 
admit that this force was trapped and in danger of being 
wiped out.

• • •
One can’t help wondering who the French think 

they’re kidding. If this Communist drive has real power 
behind it, the French may need more than just arms aid 
from the other western nations. They may need military 
manpower.

But the longer they conceal the facts of their situa­
tion, the longer it will b« before effective help can be 
brought to bear. It’s time the French remembered who 
their friends are, and started trusting them with the truth.

The future of the Far East is in much too delicate a 
balance to permit of this sort of petty trafficking in dis­
tortion and concealment.

The Return Of The Prodigal Son

World Mourns Great King
The figure of the late Gustaf V of Sweden long will 

be a monument on the path of history.
Here was a man who knew the greats of a former age 

— Queen Victoria, Britain’s fabled Prime Minister Dis­
raeli, Emperor Franz Joseph of Austria-Hungary, Ger­
many’s Bismarck.

Here was a man, too, who through sheer force of 
character, weight of experience and quality of mind made 
himself a strong and stable influence in a land where kings 
have no legal power. He had the wisdom to accept needed 
social reforms, and the courage to upbraid Hitler in’ per­
son for his anti-Semitism.

Through two world wars Gustaf kept his country 
' neotral, though he was surrounded perilously by warring 
' forces. Many criticized Sweden’s sitting out these crucial 

conflicts, but others were grateful that somewhere in 
! Europe a sizable island of peace existed.

Perhaps most symbolic of this man’s indomitable spirit 
was his steadfast re-appearance on the tennis court as an 

■ active player for 68 seasons. He was 88 when he finally 
i put his racket aside.
V It was characteristic of Gustaf that he should ap- 
‘ proach death as resolutely as he did life. Stricken with a 
; respiratory ailment at 92, he brushed aside further stimu­

lants and declared simply: “I will die now.”
H* was a king, but his life was a model of democratic 

> simplicity.

Court changes; Vinson slated for Acheson's post; State Depart­
ment anticipated Chinese intervention if Manchuria border 
threatened.

Chinese intervention-in Korea as to 
how far American troops should go 
toward the Manchurian border.

Secretary of StaVe Acheson had 
argued that the U. S. and U. N. 
troops must stop before they got near 
the hydroelectric projects along the 
Yalu River, which supply the pow» 
for much of Manchuria. One of 
these, the Suiho Dam, is among 
the largest In the world, and gene­
rates three-quarter* as much power 
as Boulder Dam. There are seven 
of these dams in North Korea, and 
the State Department warned that 
if we approached this area, the Chi­
nese wouA react In about the same 
way as the people of Los Angles If 
a Mexican army should approach 
Boulder Dam, which supplies much 
of their water.

Therefore, the State Department 
long ago urged that UN troops stop 
40 miles this side of the Man(^urlan 
border. The Joint Chiefs of Staff 
heartily conexirred in this, and this 
was one of the main points dis­
cussed writh General MacAfthur at 
Wake Island. At that time MacAr- 
thur agreed.

However, when he reached the 
40-mlle neutrality belt, he wired 
Washington for permission to send 
South Korean troops beyond to the 
Manchurian border. He saM they 
were to go on mopplng-up missions 
and as military police to maintain 
order.

Ho w e v e r, MacArthur’s intelli­
gence was faulty and the South Ko 
rean troops found themselves badly 
outnumbered. When they got Into 
trouble, MacArthur wired Washing­
ton for permission to send U. S. 
troop» to rescue them.

While the Joint Chiefs of Staff 
didn’t like this, they found it diffl 
cuU to overrule the commander in 
the field, and wired permission. 
Rusao-Chlnese Deal 

It is believed that the Kremlin 
used this concentration of U. 8. 
troops near Manchurian dams as 
one of its main arguments to bring 
Chinese Communists into the war, 
though undoubtedly there were other 
factors. 'These probably #ere:

1. Pledge of Russlsui air support 
Hitherto In the Korean War no 
Russism pilots have been caught in 
combat and only a few Russian 
plsmes. In the last week. Russism 
planes have appeared from Man- 
churla.

2. A deal whereby China tsdees 
over Tibet, sind later Indist, in re­
turn for intervention In Korea.

3. A deal whereby China takes 
over French Indo-Chlna when smd 
if the French are driven out. as 
now seems likely.

These were soqte of thtf things the 
State Department feared might hap­
pen if we tangled wHb China over 
Formoea; the reaaon Triimsm an- 
noimced publicly* thsit the American 
fleet would be withdrawn from 
Chinese waters when the situation 
was more ststble; and why we have 
used danclhg-on-egga diplomacy, in 
our relations with the OUncee gov­
ernment.

WASHINGTON — Now that the 
elec^ons are over, President Tru­
man is considering importsmt Cabi­
net changes. He also will be faced 
with Important vacancies on the 
Supreme Ck)urt. As a result, he is 
contemplating the most sensational 
shift he has made since he eased 
out various Roosevelt Cabinet mem­
bers right after FDR’s death. The 
double-play between the Cabtaet 
and the Supreme Court Involves:

1. Secretary of State Dean Ache- 
soh, who will resign.

2. Chief Justice Fred Vinson, sche­
duled to take Acheson’s place.

3. Justice Felix Frankfurter, who 
will resign. Acheson then will be 
appointed to his Supreme Court 
seat.

4. Justice William O. Douglas, who 
expects to resign—probably to re­
place General Elsenhower as presi­
dent of Columbia University.

5. Attorney General Howard Mc­
Grath, who will be appointed to 
the Supreme Court.
' 6. Secretary of Commerce Saw­
yer, w'ho w’Ul probably resign. Dis­
cussed as his successor are New York 
attorney Morris Ernst and Stuart 
Symington. k

7. Secretary of the Navy Francis 
Matthews^ who will be made am­
bassador to Ireland. George Bullion, 
head of the Ame^can President 
Lines, will taka his place.

While these switches will not oc­
cur at once, the most Important— 
the exit of Dean Acheson—probably 
wrill tak »  place within 60 days.

Truman is more foiKl of Acheson 
personally than of anyone else In 
the Cabinet—except Secretary Mar­
shall. He has told friends that be 
believes history will show Acheson» to 
be one of the greatest secratarles 
of State. However, he also fears 
that Acheson, because of his de­
fense of Alger Hiss, never win be 
able to regain public confidence. 
Furthermore, Acheson, physically 
exhausted, has wanted to resign.

Meanwhile, Acheson’s old profesaor 
S t the Harvard Law School, Felix 
Frankfurter, has been toying with 
the idea of stepping down from the 
Supreme Court, and may time his 
resignation with Achescm’i  so the 
latter can be appointed to his seat.

Also, though a closely guarded 
secret. Chief Justice Vinson has been 
briefed at least once a week on 
foreign policy. He la invited to the 
White Hoiise frequently, and Tru­
man even ha^been asking disUn- 
gulahed foreign visitors to confer 
with Vinson,

The fact that the President pick­
ed Vinson to go to Moscow in Octo­
ber, 1948, was no accident. He long 
has had the greatest respect and 
affection for the chief Justice. And 
tiunigh he called off the Vinson 
mission to Moscow, Triunan prlr 
vately has expressed regret that he 
did so.

Howard McGrath, attorney gen­
eral. is scheduled to be appointed 
to the Vinson court vacancy, though 
not necessarily to tbs chief JusUct- 
ship. I t  is more likely that J\utioe 
Hugo Black will rsosivs this honor.

Meanwhile. Justice D oug^  has 
been soimded out by Columbia Unl- 
versity about suooaeding Eisenhower. 
In fact, while Ike was In Washing­
ton oonfecring with Thnnan, Doug­
las was In New Tork conferring with 
osrtatn OohimMa trustees. Douglas 
was graduatad from the Otfumbla 
Law School and would be a  natural 
to replace Ike.

Sending Troops To Indo-China

Bao Dal has only rscsntly rstumed 
horns from ths Riviera. The ax- 
planation given for his abssnea Is 
that he haa stayed in France to be 
near the Pau oonferenoe, where his 
ministers have been and still are 
trying to negotiate with the French 
government for greater independ­
ence. By staging what has amounted 
to a sit-down strike, it Is believed 
that Bao Dai has won final approval 
for creation of a Vietnamese na­
tional army.
Shrewd Leader

Bao Dal’s supiwrters, sometimes 
called his apologists, insist that hs 
is not t^e playboy hs Is painted.
Instead, h* Is said to be a shrewd, 
tough Oriental who realises that he 
can't defeat communism until he 
can remove the taint of French 
colonialism from his country. In 
other words, he wants to get the 
French out of Vietnam just as the 
Indonesians got the Dutch out of 
their country.

This is of course a long range ob­
jective. It couldnt conceivably be 
done this year or next. But what 
Bao Dal apparently wants is a 
French agreement to give him prom­
ises of full autonomy and control 
over his country's qconomy, foreign 
trade, customs, taxes and military 
forces—then build on that. Today 
his government wouldn’t  last 15 
minutes if it were not for French 
and U. S. military aaalstanoe.

Withdrawal of French troops from 
Northern Chlnese-border forts is ex­
plained now as tactically necessary 
because of the changed military sit­
uation. It does not necessarily 
mean that the FretK^h are being de­
feated by Ho’s Communist guerrillas.

As long as Ho’s farces numbered 
no more than 5,0(X>, divided in poorly 
armed small bands, with one rifle 
to five men and the other four with 
bamboo spears, the nwiurh could 
hold mountain border forts. They 
were like the old American frontier 
forts in the days of Indian fighting.
Now that ths Communists have mor­
tars and artiUsry, and are better 
trained in regimental and larger 
units, the French have to change 
their method of warfare.

Passage Of Kidney Stone Is 
Very Painful Experience -

Xxactly irtxat causes kidney stones 
li stin aomawhat uncertain. The 
chemical nature of stones Is not 
allka in all cases, so that probably 
the causes are not always the same. 
They form In a part of the kidney, 
and may stay in this part without 
producing symptoms for a long time. 
Infoetioc. slow flow of urine, diet, 
and perhaps other -things are be- 
horod to lead to the formation of 
these hard chemical compotinds.

When a stone lepTcs the kidney 
and starts to pass down the small, 
senaitiTe passageway to the bladder, 
the psdn starts. This usually Is 
accompanied by blood In the urine, 
and by excruciating pain which Is 
Ukdy to ba fait In the back. At 
thia stage of the game the sufferer 
naeda leUef from tha pain more 
than  anything else. This usiially 
requires morphine, often in large 
quandtlaa. Bealdes rellerlng the 
taemedlate pain, the morphine

causes relaxation, and may make it 
easier for the stone to paes on to 
tha bladdisr.

u n fo rtu n a te , tha pasuge of one 
stone Is too often the sign that 
others have formad, and may start 
their own painful coursei later on. 
Long range planning therefore must 
be put In effect. The stone must be 
obtained, and analysed chemically. 
A search most be made for Infection 
In the urinary organs or elsewhere 
In the body. The urine must be 
tested to find . out whether it le 
acid or alkaline. A study must be 
made of the diet to find out whether 
anything Is wrong there.
Pain Can Be Bariream

Sometimes a stone does not past 
of Itself, and the pain and other 
symptoms remain intolerable. When 
this happens the passage of the 
stone sometimes can be aided by 
oUlng or by the use of the delicate 
Instruments which arc now arall- 
able. One way or another, how­
ever, the single stone usually can be 
removed and the only problem that 
remains Is to study ways and means 
of preventing later trouble.

Diet is recognised as exceedingly 
Important In the prevention of kid­
ney stones. Some foods for example, 
like rhubarb (in largt quantities), 
are known to enter into the forma­
tion of certain kinds of chemical 
stonea. Diet also plays a part In 
the formation of other kinds of 
chemical stones, and also can be 
used to change the reaction of the 
urine from acid to alkaline or vice 
versa. This last is a measure of 
great Importance.

There was plenty of evidence in 
the defeats of Lucas, Myers and 
such other Democratic veterans as 
Senators Millard E. Tydings of 
Maryland and Elbert D. Thomas 
of Utah, that Republican fire on 
the Administration’s policies both 
at home and abroad had registered 
with the voters.
Tydino Defeated 

Tydings, who headed a Senate 
Foreign Relations subcommittee 
which Investigated and dismissed 
as unfounded Communlsts-in-gov- 
emment charges of Senator Mc­
Carthy (R-Wls), was licked by John 
Marshall Butler, a Republican. Mc­
Carthy campaigned In Maryland, 
against Tydings and Butler Joined 
the Wisconsin senator In charging 
that the Tydings committee report 
was a “whitewash.”

Lucas had tabbed his successful 
Republican opponent, former Rep. 
Everett Dlrksen, an “isolationist." 
Dlrksen attributed his victory to 
the “tmm of events in Korea.” 

Against their loss of a Senate 
seat In Missouri, Republicans rack­
ed up gains from the Democrats in 
Callfonüa, Idsdio, Illinois, Mary­
land, Pennsylvania and Utah.

Rep. Richard M. Nixon, RepuMi- 
can member 6f|the House Committee 
on Un-American Activities, beat 
Rep. Helen Gahagan Douglas, 
Democrat, in the California Sen­
ate race. President Tnunan had 
praised Mrs. Douglas for her sup­
port of his foreign policies.
FDR, Jr., Reelected 

Governor Warren handed James 
Roosevelt a shellacking in the Cali­
fornia governor’s race but James’ 
brother, Franklin D. Roosevelt. Jr., 
won reelection to the Hoiise from 
New York.

In New York’s 18th District, Rep. 
Vito Marcantonlo, American-Labor 
Party member accused 'by his 
critics of following the Communist 
line, was beaten by a Democratlc- 
Llberal-RepuUican coalition candi­
date, James G. Donovan.

They lost the New York City 
mayor’s post, however, to Vincent 
Impellitterl, who ran as an Inde­
pendent when he was denied the 
Democratic nomination.

Republicans fared well in gover­
nor races. Gov. Frank J. Lausche of 
Ohio stood out ss one of the few 
Democrats who won reelecUon in 
hotly contested states. To the dis­
may of party leaders. Lxusche 
wouldn’t  say whether *he favored 
Taft or the senator's unsuccessful 
Democratic oppcHient, State Audi­
tor Joseph Ferguson.

Democratic Gov. Paul A. Dever of 
Massachusetts won reelection han­
dily, but the Republicans h sdn t 
expected a victory there.

Among Democrats toppled out of 
governors* chairs wss Chester 
Bowles of Connectlcnt. former OPA 
chieftain and a strong supporter 
of P r e s e n t  Truman's *Falr Deal” 
program.
Taft Statare Enhanced

The election results enhanced 
Taft's stature as a potential GOP 
presidential nominee In 1962. They 
helped Governors Warren imd Duff 
in the same way. The retunu took' 
Bowias, Lucas and 'Tydings out of 
the Democratic national pictiire but 
heightened the political future' of 
McMahon.

The defeat of Démocratie Senator 
Elbert TImmas in Utah was a blow 
to labor unions. He has been (diair- 
Ban of the Senate Labor Oommlt- 
^  and one' of the best friends or- 
ganteed labor has had in Congress.

'WhQs the RepubUcan surge was 
generally greater than even some cf 
the party's strategists had hoped for. 
the results paralleled those of every 
off-year election since 1934, when 
Democrats increased their strength 
in Congress,

Republicans have gained in non- 
presidential years since then. They 
woo control of both Housse in 1646 
but lost it again in 1941 when Tru­
man was tfapted.

Crack Down On Bank

Only a few weeks before, the same 
Judges had cracked down on the 
giant Bank of America, one of the 
nation's mightiest financial liftUtu- 
tlons, forcing it to disgorge 22 pri­
vate banks which it had acquired 
as branches.

Bridges, they insisted, was 
entitled to due process of law—in­
cluding freedom on bail until his 
appeal was settled—despite the cru­
cial International situation and the 
current antl-Communlst sentiment

Ruddy, red-haired Judge Healy 
was bom at Windham, Iowa, In 18gl 
—the same year Judge Orr was 
bom at Frisco, Utah. Judge Mat­
hews. a year older, was bora at 
Concord, Oa. All three bad normal 
boyhoods, and followed the ordi­
nary political paths to judgeahlpa. 
Although they differ sharply on 
many legal issues, aA members of 
the panel are Demacarats.

Judge Healy graduated from the 
Uhlvcrslty of Iowa, but spent most 
of his legal life in Idaho, practicing 
at Silver City; and Boise, ^ e  was 
proaecutlng attorney of Owyhee 
County, a member of the Idaho leg­
islature and the state board of ed­
ucation, and president of the Idaho 
State Bar Association. Before his 
appointment to the circuit bench, 
he was general coimsel for the Farm 
Credit Administration.

His friends call Judge Orr “a 
typical Nevadart.” He was chief Jus­
tice of the Nevada Supreme Court 
when promoted to the Federal Court 
post In 1945. He had been a Nevada 
Judge for 18 years, and is the only 
Nevada resident ever appointed to 
the circuit court. His home is at 
Las Vegas.
Lived In Roewell

Judge Mathews has had the most 
itchy-footed career of the paneL He 
was admitted to the Louisiana bco’ 
In 1904, practicing at FarmervUle 
for eight years, and then moving to 
Roswell, N. M. He also hung out his 
shingle at Bisbee, Globe and Phoe­
nix, Ariz. He was United States dis­
trict attorney for Arizona from 1933 
to 1935, when the late President 
Roosevelt named him to the circuit 
court.

The controversial decision served 
to remind the West Coast that the 
sedate Ninth Circuit Court of Ap­
peals, unostentatiously housed in a 
comer of San Francisco's rambling 
white marble post office building, 
is the area's most ¡powerful Judical 
tribunal—Just one step under the 
United States Supreme Court.

The first point to consider before 
making this type of freeae Is the^ 

standard point. Safety! There h i 
no point In freezing if It looks u  If j . 
your or your partner will have to ! | 
give the pUe away later on. There­
for. -  the opponents have a lot of 
cards In their hands you can’t af­
ford to freeze. If they are down 
to a few cards, you can.

The second point to consider is 
your own play for out If you save 11 
your wild card. If the rest of your 
hand is a mess of odd cards there 
Is little point in saving your wild 
card; you have to play for out 
anyway. |

The third . point to consider Is j, 
your partner’s play for out. Of 
course, you can’t look In his hand 
and see what he has, but you can | 
have some Idea from the number | ' 
of his cards and from his last 
dlseaids. j

Of course. If be Is down to one 
card and your slds has a canasta 
you know he has a good play for | 
out and should surely freeze the | 
pile to give him breathing space. 
This last point Is a paradox. Nor-1 
mally, you don’t ever want to freeze 
the pile If your partner Is down to | 
s few cards, since you will be afraid 
that he will lose It.

However. If the * oppoents hsve 
lots of melds on the table, the I 
chanoes are that your partner’s 
one card Is one that Ibey won’t 
be able to pick If the pack is 
frozen. Furthermore, if the men In 
back of him has mslded down low, 
the chances are that your partner 
will never get Into trouble once j 
the pack Is froaen. |
 ̂ Now for a final irord on this | 

subject As long as your slds hss 
made one canasta, don’t  be like 
canasta Charlie axwl waste your one 
dt^d card by using It to make a sec- 
ond-vj^wasta. This second canasta 
will be^worth 300 points on your 
side all right.

If you use your wild card to 
freeze the pack the play may save 
you a couple of thousand points,  ̂
while If your wild card enables you 
to go out just one round sooner | 
than otherwise, you may; save two

Nine-foot stone sculptures of 
Champlain, Wolfe, Simcoe and 
Brock stand perched on the lime­
stone walls of the new University 
of Toronto Archives Building. In­
side, history books record their part 
in the moulding of Canada.

The figures, one of the biggest 
single sculpture commissions ever 
undertaken in Canada, are the work 
of Josephine Jones suburban York 
Mills. They took 11 months to cre­
ate, not counting long months of re­
search to provide authentic like­
nesses and dress.

Samuel de Champlain fouikded 
Quebec, James Wolfe conquered 
Quebec for the English, John Grav­
es Simcoe was governor of the young 
colony and Oen. Isaac Brock was a 
hero of the war of 1812.
