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Registration Slated
For Friona Schools
New students entering the 

Friona school system are 
encouraged to contact their 
respective school principals 
prior to August 23. so that 
schedules and teacher assign­
ments can be made before the 
registration of students.

Kindergarten students 
through the fourth grade are 
urged to report to J.T. Gee at 
the primary school.

High school students will 
register at the high school 
auditorium beginning at 9 a.m. 
Friday, August 23.

Students in grade six will 
report to the junior high 
auditorium starting at 9 a.m. 
Seventh and eighth graders are 
to register at the junior high 
auditorium at 10:30 a.m.

Those students who will be in 
kindergarten through fifth 
grade will not register early, 
but should report to their 
respective buildings by August 
26 at 8:45 a.m. Kindergarten 
students are to report to the 
kindergarten building west of 
the junior high building.

Eligibility for kindergarten is 
as follows-children born after 
Sept. 1. 1968 and before March 
1, 1969 will be eligible for the 
first semester kindergarten 
and should report on August 
26.

Children born between 
March 1, 1969 and Sept. 1, 1969 
will be eligible for the second 
semester and will not report for 
school until Jan. 15. 1975. 
however the principals' office 
needs the names of these

students as soon as possible so 
plans can be made for the 
second semester.

Birth certificate* should be 
furnished for kindergarten and 
first grade studenta. Immuni­
zation record* are required for 
all student* in order to comply 
with Texns law. Superinten­
dent Tom Jarboe remarked 
that immunization shot* re­
quired by the Friona »chool 
■y*tem are-polio. rubeola, 
rubella and DT.

A routine traffic violation 
turned into a high speed chase 
and a shoot-out last Friday 
night between local law 
enforcement officers and three 
Spanish males.

Understanding the differen 
res among lining, underlining 
and interfacing can help the 
homosewer learn which to use.

I nderiining is a second layer 
ol fabric, constructed with the 
fashion fabric It gives shape to 
the garment and helps prevent 
wrinkling

Interfacing is attached to 
these two layers of fabric. It 
prevents stretching and adds 
Strength to areas of stress. 
Interfacing adds shape to detail 
areas such as collars, pockets 
nnd hemlines.

Lining covers the inside of 
the garment. The lining is 
constructed separately and is 
attached just before the 
garment is finished.

Lining provides a smooth and 
comfortable finish. It reinforces 
the shape of the garment and 
minimises clinging.

Any combination of fabric 
applications -or all three toge 
ther -can be used in construct

ing a garment

Select inner fabrics by 
draping all layers with the 
fashion fabric. Inner fabrics 
should be lighter in weight than 
the fashion fabric and have 
similar fiber content and care 
requirements.
