Any 
movable part of floats must 
have enough clearance that it 
will not hit any other part of the 
trailer Any moving part must 
he a slow revolving part

Since the opening of the new 
Texas Tech museum three 
years ago, an interesting 
project has been under wav for 
the museum, located just west 
of the sprawling Tech campus 
in l.ubhtx'k.

Museum officials have been 
collecting famous old ranch- 
houses from across the slate, 
moving them to the Lubbock 
site and restoring them as 
closely as possible to their 
original state.

One of the ranch houses to be 
moved to Lubbock is the 
Kscarbada. from 25 miles 
northwest of Friona. Kscarbada 
w.»> the division headquarters 
for t h i N  area of the famous X IT 
Ranch.

The Ranch Headquarters is 
an authentic outdoor exhibit 
depicting the real story of the 
history of ranching in Amen 
ca s West, through the 
restoration and furnishing of 
notable ranch structures which 
have been moved to the 12 acre 
site.

Although incomplete, the 
Ranch Headquarters attracted 
more than 17,000 visitors from 
many parts of the world last 
year w hen it was open only for 
.«few hours each weekend. This 
summer, tours are available on 
Sundays from 2 to 4:30 p.m. at 
no charge School tours are 
<•« heduled regularly during the 
school year.

The Ranch Headquarters 
Association, a non profit edu 
rational corporation, is respon 
sihie for securing, moving and 
restoring the buildings necex 
sary to give historical integrity 
to the project.

The Ranch Headquarters is 
dedicated to the individuals 
who pioneered the ranching 
industry It hus been created 
"to pay tribute to certain 
qualities of character that those 
people who proceeded us 
possessed qualities of such 
value that we. as a nation, 
cannot afford ever to lose 
them qualities that are un 
changing and must be passed 
carefully on from one genera

★

lion to the next if our free way 
of life is to survive.' •

A typical tour of the Ranch 
Headquarters will begin with a 
visit to the Visitor's Center and 
the Memorial Gallery (not yet 
built.) Next will be a Spanish 
era Blockhouse of the late 
1700's, representing the earli 
est development of ranching in 
Texas, just north of the Rio 
Grande. The tour will continue 
in chronological sequence.

EL CAPOTE CABIN 
Date: c. 1838

Original location: 45 miles 
northeast of San Antonio.

In the 1830's and 1840's, 
ranching flourished along the 
coastal area of Texas. At the 
Ranch Headquarters. El Capote 
Cabin represents this geo 
graphical area and time period.

The cabin was donated by the 
heirs of Judge Leroy Gilbert 
Denman.

THE HEDWIG HILL 
DOUBLE LOG CABIN 

Date: c. mid 1850's
Original location: on the

Llano River in the Hill Country 
of Texas.

The building, with two 
cabins connected by a “dog 
run." represents the next phase 
of frontier construction. Built 
by German immigrants, it 
served as a dwelling, a post 
office and a mercantile store at 
various times and was occupied 
until the 1930 s.

Donated by the Arthur Esser 
and Allen Haag families of 
Boerne.

JOW ELL HOUSE 
Date: early 1870's

Original location: southwest 
corner Possum Kingdom Lake.

When George R. Joweil 
returned to Palo Pinto County 
from a Kansas trail drive in the 
mid 1870's, he found that his log 
cabin had been burned by 
Indians and his family had 
narrowly escaped He built this 
stone house with its rifle ports

Although built relatively 
late, this is an excellent 
example of the earliest plains 
ranch structures, utilizing the 
dugout technique, and available 
cottonwood timber from the 
nearby South Pease River, 
rocks dug from a canyon wall, 
with red clay daubed over 
everything.

Date: late 1880's, with box and 

strip upper level added 
sometime before 1912.

Original location: near
Whitefaee.

This unusual structure shows 
the progression in the de 
velopment of ranch dwellings a 
link between the early dugouts 
and the later homes built 
entirely above ground. It once 
served as headquarters of Col.
C. C. Slaughter's Silver l-ake
Ranch.

Whitefaee Farms, Inc., own

MASTERSONJY 
BUNK HOUSE 

Date: c. remodeled 1887, 
original date unknown.

Original location: eastern
King County, near Benjamin.

In 1889. Robert Benjamin 
Masterson, pioneer rattleman, 
purchased the land where this 
unmortared native rock build 
ing stmid It became part of his 
JY Ranch, which was later 
operated by his sons and now 
b\ a grandson. R.B Masterson
III.

Robert Benjamin Masterson 
was living in Amarillo when he 
died.

The strurture is both 
architecturally unique and 
historically significant.

Moving and restoration of 
the bunkhou.se were made 
possible by a $15,000 memorial 
gift from the descendants of 
R.B. Masterson. including Mrs
D. S. Kritser and Mrs. John 
Fain of Amarillo. The building 
was donated by Ed Lowrance of 
San Antonio, who purchased a

part of the JY Ranch.

BOX AND STRIP HOUSE
Date: c. 1903 04. built by C.A. 

Goldsmith

Original locations: North
west Martin County.

This building is a fine 
example of box and strip, on 
board and batten, const ruction. 
The simple building technique 
prov ided a maximum of interior 
space from a limited supply of 
lumber. It was used on the 
plains after sawn lumber 
became available, but was still 
expensive and difficult to 
obtain.

Donated by Mr and Mrs.

BAIRFIELD  SCHOOLHOUSE 
Date: late 1890 s.

Original location: near Cla 
rendon.

This one room schoolhouse. 
18 x 18 feet, was last used in 
1937, w hen it had one pupil and 
one teacher, a fact duly noted 
bv Ripley's “ Believe It or Not."

Originally built to serve the 
children of three homesteaders, 
it was moved several times to 
other locations as needed. A 
shelf in the corner held the 
school “ library” and another 
shelf held the water bucket.

County pioneers Monroe and 
Rebecca Sawyer, their descen 
dants have pledged funds 
toward the moving and 
restoration of this two story 
rock structure measuring 70 by 
30 feet.

The room for cooling milk 
demonstrates an ingenious 
method of keeping |>enshables 
fresh before the days of 
electrical refrigeration. Open 
ventilation throughout the 
building, causing evaporation

from a system of water 
troughs, kept the temperature 
low enough to prevent spoilage 
of beef hanging from the 
rafters. Milk and butler were 
placed in crocks set in the cold 
running water.

Operation Identification is 

aimed at marking property 
with an easily traced identifi 
cation number and is only one 
portion of the overall crime 
prevention effort. Once an 
article is marked usually with 
the owner’s driver's license 
number it carries his "brand" 
and is. therefore, more difficult 
for a thief to resell and easier 
for the owner and law 
enforcement officers to posi­
tively identify if recovered. The 
return of stolen property 
marked in Operation Identifi 
cation is made easier.

Leland Wood. Crime Pre 
vention Specialist for the 
PRPC. will work with the 
participating law enforcement 
agencies in implementing their 
crime prevention programs. 
Mr. Wood is a graduate of the 
National Crime Prevention 
Institute in Kentucky and 
formerly served with the 
Potter County Sheriffs De 
parlment.

"We recognize that existing 
law enforcement forces would 
be completely inadequate to 
handle the total burden of 
crime prevention in addition to 
their current activities, and 
that the responsibility for crime 
prevention, as well as crime 
control, lies with the public," 
said Chief Denney.

"Therefore, our first respon 
Nihility is to let the public know 
what they can do to prevent 
crime, using whatever means 
we can media, speeches, bro­
chures and person to-person 
contact. The first phase of the 
program is designed to enlist 
the support, understanding and 
participation of citizens." Chief 
Denney added.

During the year the 
participating police and she 
riffs departments will try to 
reach as many people as 
possible. “ Public awareness of 
the fact that there is a problem 
is the crux of the matter." Chief 
Denney said. "The more 
everyone knows of the crime 
problem and the steps they can 
take to prevent it from ever 
occurring, the less trouble 
were all going to have with 
crime."

Operation Peace of Mind, the 
Houston based telephone hot 
line for runaway children, was 
the topic of intense discussion 
al Tampa. Florida. August 28 
and 29. Representatives of 26 
governors were on hand to 
examine ways their states 
could be linked with the 24 hour 
service.

It was explained that the 
hotline was begun by Governor 
Dolph Briscoe a year ago 
because of the grisly discovery 
of the bodies of 27 young men in 
the Houston area. Hundreds of 
concerned parents from all over 
the I nited States were calling 
Houston to see if one of the 
corpses was that of their 
runaway child. Originally, the 
operation s costs were defrayed 
by private contributions with a 
recent assist by a Criminal 
Justice Division grant of 
$21,000.

Governor Briscoe opened the 
volunteer staffed service with 
the idea that if runaways called 
and their message that they 
were alive and well was relayed 
to their parents, then they 
indeed would have that wanted 
peaee of mind. At that time, no 
one dreamed how the idea 
would grow and develop to the 
status it has received through 
out the country.

Over 4,000 runaways from 47 
states have called Peace of 
Mind since last September to 
let someone they care about 
know that they are safe. Manv 
calls have resulted in the 
runaways voluntarily returning 
to their homes and families.

The national impetus of the 
service began to grow when the 
Florida legislature, in an 
unprecedented action, appro­
priated $26,000 in funds to 
publicize the Texas hotline 
number throughout that re 
creation state, which ranks 
high in runaways.

Governor Briscoe observed, 
"The extraordinary thing about 
< Operation Peace ol Mind is that 
it not only meets a Texas need 
to help runaway children, but 
touches every slate and everv 
parent's heart whose child is 
away from home"

Because of the increasing 
interest on the project from 
other states. Governor Briscoe 
and Florida Governor Reubin 
Askew jointly initiated the 
Tampa conference to discuss 
various methods of publicizing 
the hotline number in all other 
states to help as many children 
as possible.

"In answer to the second 
question." F!nt continued, "no 
package of insurance protection 
comparable to social security is 
available from a private 
company. But if it were, it 
would cost considerably more.
Private companies have higher 
costs of administration than 
does social security, particular 
Iv because they have selling 
costs. Also, private companies 
have to protect themselves 
against certain costs that a 
compulsory program does not 
have.

“The survivor and disability 
protection a worker has while 
he is working must be taken 
into consideration. This pro 
tection has substantial value to 
the worker in addition to the 
value of the retirement 
benefits." F̂ nt concluded.

The conference delegates 
have returned to their 
governor's with the details of 
how to best help the runaway 
children of America Most have 
indicated an immediate willing 
ness to begin implementation of 
publicity throughout their slate 
of the Peace of Mind hotline 
number.

With the expected increase 
of publicity on the national 
hotline number il 800 231 69461 
and Of the Texas WATS 
number (1 800 392 3352). Texas 
is preparing to add more

in coming WATS lines as the 
traffic demands. Texas will 
continue to supply the 
communications equipment and 
staff support, w ith other stales 
advertising the telephone 
number.

At the dose of the 
conference, Charles Purnell, 
executive assistant to Governor 
Briscoe, pledged that Operation 
Peace of Mind and its results 
were In-ginning to affect every 
eommumly in the country and 
by Governor Briscoe'* direction 
it would be continued. He said, 
"The governor is dedicated to 
helping these children and he 
wants every runaway to have 
access to the Operation Peace 
of Mind number so that they 
can call us and we can call their 
uarents."

meat for people of foreign 
countries, and that is now and 
will in the future, play a big 
part hi producing meat and fur 
lor use in America. An animal 
that is a three fold opportunity 
to many Americans: namely 
meat, fur, and breeding stock. 
An animal that has proven to be 
an income producer for many 
besides hours of fascinating 
pleasure.

I he meat of a domestic 
rabbit is white, wholesome, 
tender, fine grained, and deli 
cious.

Rabbit's nutritious value 
compared with other meats is 
as follows: Chicken 50%; Fork

chicken; 20.7% for veal; 19.3% 
for beef; and 13.3% for fsirk. 
So. for you who have never 
tasted a domestic rabbit, I want 
to make this suggestion get in 
touch with your nearest 
breeder, buy a fryer or roaster, 
prepare it for your table 
according to one of the 300 
ways that it can be prepared. 
Prove to yourself and friends 
that it is the best meat you will 
ever taste.

Here is a list of little known 
facts on rabbits:

1. Rabbits were first domes 
licated by man in Africa.

2. They were first con 
sidered for find, in Asia. 3,000 
years.

Folks in the livestock and 
meat trade, all over the 
country, pay close attention to 
market news reports from the 
Texas and Oklahoma panhan 
dies.

Volume of trading in the 
liU.IIWI square mile "beef 
factory,' from Seminole north 
to the Kansas line, ranks this as 
one of the largest cattle 
markets in the nation Thus, it 
has a significant impact on 
trading at markets in all parts 
of the world.

"There is intense interest in 
all livestock and meat market 
new s, these days, as production 
costs are so critical and as 
consumers are so aware of 
increased food costs,” points 
out Jerry McCarty, in charge of 
the federal state livestock 
market news office in Amarillo.

The Panhandle area always 
has been known as “cattle 
country," but never to the 
extent it is today. Only a dozen 
or so years ago. the zooming 
cattle industry around Amarillo 
was just a dream among a few 
enterprising persons. Healiza 
lion of that dream is reflected 
in hard facts gathered and told 
by McCarty and his profes 
sional staff of two others Gor 
don Duty employed by the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture 
tUSDAI and Ed Wright, a 
Texas Department of Agricul 
lure iTD A l marketing special 
ist with invaluable help from 
two office clerks. Edana Davis 
and Margie Barron.

In 1973, Mrlartv'k office
reported sales, prices, grades 
and trends on 3.141.217 rattle 
and calves This included 
2.611.1)55 head sold directly to 
meat packers from the area s 
lift huge feed lots, and Mf).l6J 
head, mostly feeders, sold at 
auction in Vmarillo This 
volume is almost three times 
the 1.110,433 head reported in 
1988. just five vears earlier In 
addition, the Vmarillo staff 
reports rarlot meat sales at 12 
modern meal packing plants in 
the area

The volume of livestock 
trading reported in the 
Panhandle area was 10.8 
percent of the total number of
cattle and calves reported bv 
the 60 market news offices of

USDA’s Agricultural Market 
ing Service (AMS), including 26 
cooperating stale departments 
of agriculture, according to 
Paul M Fuller, chief of AMS's 
livestock market branch, 
Washington. D.C.

"No the Vmarillo reports 
definitely are of the bell- 
weather tvpe. of interest and 
value to anyone who buys or 
sells livestock and meat at anv 
market in the country," Fuller 
say«.

Information gathered by the 
Amarillo market news team is 
sent immediately to all major 
markets in the country by 
DSDA leased wire, and to 
cooperating wire service, 
newspapers, radio and tele 
vision stations and livestock 
publications Printed weekly 
summaries on this and other 
Southwest livestock markets 
are available by mail from the 
Texas Department of Agricul 
ture in Austin. Texas.

In addition, market data from 
the Panhandle "beef factory" 
are incorporated with other 
statistics that become the basis 
for national studies on 
long term trends, feed ratios, 
farm to-table prices spreads, 
and similar economic research.

"We tell it like it is. whether 
it is good news or bad news,"

If you'd like to eat more beef 
but ran t afford existing prices, 
there may be an alternative in 
baby beef."

Baby beef is beef produced 
from young animals weighing 
400 to 700 pounds that have 
come off pastures where they 
have been nursing

Kabv beet was once quite

I he major factor is that there 
is less marbling flecks of fat in 
the lean portion of the meat 
I his means that loin steaks 
from baby beef do not lend 
themselves to broiling as well 
as those from heavy beef Hut 
lor all other methods o( 
rooking, voung beef is excel 
lent. In (act. babv beel is 
unsurpassed for pan Irving

Consumers ran look for baby 
beef in the supermarket, as 
some stores arc beginning to 
display it once again. Better 
yet. check with a rancher or an 
auction owner and buy a young 
calf weighing 500 to 600 
pounds Then have it custom

McCarty points out in explain­
ing philosophies of the 
58 year-old 1 M H  market news 
service.

"Our reports have to be 
timely, accurate and completely 
unbiased if we are to maintain 
the respect of sellers, buyers 
and consumers, alike." McCarty 
adds.

slaughtered, cut and wrapped 
for your home freezer. Often 
the manager of a local meat 
processing plant will be able to 
obtain a calf for you.

• • • •

Soon trees will be shedding 
their leaves, and the annual 
chore of removing them from 
the lawn will begin. Yet. the 
leaves are valuable in that they 
are an excellent source of 
compost material.

Think in terms ol recycling 
the leaves Bv putting them in a 
compost pile, thev will provide 
valuable compost material to 
use in flower beds and shrub 
borders and for pot plants and 
as a topdressing for the lawn.

To compost leaves or other 
vegetative matter, alternate 
layers of vegetative matter 
four to six inches thick with 
layers of good garden soil 
two to four inches thick. Water 
each layer of vegetative matter 
thoroughly and sprinkle on a 
complete commercial fertilizer 
such as 10 10-10 to has’en 
decomposition. Use about 
one half pound or one cupful 
per 10 square feet of compost 
area Manure may also be 
added to the soil layer of the 
compost pile if it is available 
and free of weeds.

A compost pile should be 
four to six feet wide and may 
be any length. A soil layer 
should form the top of the pile, 
and the surface should slope 
toward the center to form a 
basin for holding water.

Water the compost pile when 
it is completed and at regular 
intervals to keep the material 
moist. Also, mix or turn the 
material with a shovel or 
garden fork every three or (our 
months The compost will be 
readv to use in six months to a 
vear.

So. clearing the yard of 
leaves not only helps its 
appearance and is important for 
good grass growth, but 
recycling the leaves makes 
good use of a valuable natural 
resource

The award program appli 
cants arc judged on the crop 
production during the previous 
year In addition to production, 
other criteria includes leader 
ship development, overall 
achievements in FFA work, the 
scope of the individual's 
supervised crop program, his 
inventory, skills and competen 
cies developed. Also considered 
by the judges are a complete 
financial statement, experience 
in marketing, activities related 
to the crop program, full 
supporting evidence, school and 
community activities.

Hutchins' crop production 
program in 1973 consisted of 60 
acres of w heat and 90 acres of 
grain sorghum. He averaged 50 
bushels per acre on 60 acres of 
wheat, while 90 acres of grain 
sorghum averaged 7.500 lbs. 
per acre.

Hutchins works on the family 
farm consisting of 1300 acres, of

which 1200 acres are tillable. In 
addition they rent 160 acres. In 
1974 Hutchins planted 40 acres 
of wheat. 90 acres of grain 
sorghum and 20 acres of 
soybeans.

The young winner sells his 
crops on the open market. They 
are stored at Faster Grain Inc., 
a local elevator.

Work in the Crop Production 
program has shown Hutchins 
the value of a good set of farm 
records. "By keeping records, 1 
ran look back and learn front 
my mistakes. Records enable 
you to keep an exact account 
for all times." the young winner 
stated.

Hutchins is majoring in ag 
economics in college and. as to 
his future in agriculture stated, 
"so far. agriculture has helped 
me to learn the many aspects of 
life. For the past two years I 
have been financially indepen 
dent from anyone. This gives 
you a certain pride that you 
cannot put into words."

Hutchins and other FFA 
Crop Production Proficiency 
Award winners from states 
throughout the nation will be 
judged for regional or national 
honors. The announcement of 
the four lop individuals in the 
country will be made at the 
47th National FFA Convention 
in Kansas City in October.

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Fall Means limiting Season In Texas
They're here lhose crisp, 

cool days which mean only one 
thing to some one million 
people in Texas: it's hunting 
season.

Dove season brings a gleam 
to the eyes of hunters, but it is 
late October and November 
which put that extra bounce in 
their step, sends them into the 
hills and valleys and into 
marshes and timbered country 
for deer, javelina. duck, geese, 
quail and turkey.

Previews of the season are 
obtained by bow hunters, who 
lake advantage of a special 
archery season in October.

In addition to the hunting 
season, most real fishermen are 
keeping their gear in shape for 
the excellent fishing which 
continues through the fall and 
winter in Texas.

What you have in Texas 
now in addition to the 
exhilirating thrill of being out 
in the open hunting, camping 
and fishing is the chance for 
accidents. Good health and 
hunting safety go together, 
says the Texas State Depart 
menl of Health.

While most hunters look on 
themselves as Daniel Boones, 
far too many should never leave 
their television sets and 
comfortable arm chairs. They 
are the people who are out of 
shape, out of practice in 
handling their rifles and 
shotguns, and out of touch with 
good safety habits.

Safety in the field is a vital 
part of any hunting trip, and it 
takes some thought and 
planning to make sure that 
your trip doesn't end in 
tragedy. How many people do 
you know who carry loaded 
guns in their cars...climb into 
their deer blinds with guns 
loaded walk around with the 
safely of their rifles or 
shotguns off and a shell in the 
chamber ...point thetr weapons 
at others...bring their loaded 
guns into the camphouse ..

Caution is something which

mighty hard to swim wearing 
heavy, bulky clothing. Cold 
waters can sap your strength in 
minutes.

Hopefully, all hunting camps 
have been cleaned up and rid of 
such things as spiders, mice and 
other critters. But have you 
checked your stoves against the 
possibility of carbon monoxide 
poisoning? Vents should fit 
lightly and be unobstructed.

It ’s too late now for 
exercising to get in shape for 
the strenuous hunting activi

ties, but brisk walks will help 
tone up some of your muscles. 
If you're in the middle and later 
stages of life, lake it easy and 
don’t overdo it. If you're the 
type who likes a little nip now 
and then, wait until after you're 
through hunting for the day.

Safety authorities strongly 
recommend the use of blaze 
orange clothing as a safeguard 
against becoming a statistic. 
Too many hunters are mistaken 
for game by overanxious,

careless hunters
And. to help prevent eye 

injuries, make cerla/n you are 
wearing glasses with plastic or 
hardened lenses lenses which 
are much more difficult to 
break.

Fall is a wonderful time of 
the year in Texas, says the 
State Health Department. And 
you can make it a pioductive 
one and a happy one t»v 
thinking safety first, last and 
foremost.

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Cal Farley’s Offers Boys Beginning
"A  rity of little men fighting 

their way back was one 
visitor's description of Cal 
Farley's Boys Kanch where 
more than .1000 boys have 
played, worked and grown to 
successful manhood over the 
past 35 years.

In 1939, Cai Farley loaded 
the first six boys in his car and 
drove then 3b miles northwest 
of Amarillo to the site of a ghost 
town Old Tascosa These were 
boys Mr Farley termed “ the 
bottom 10% of the nation's 
youth," boys from families 
broken by separation of parents 
or other tragedies. Most boys 
were left to grow up under 
their own rules and about half 
were destined for reforma 
lories. Mr. Farley believed 
there was a better answer and 
he founded “ Americas first 
Boys Ranch

“ \nv bov from the allrv*, 
given a home, some fresh air 
and a chance to raise his 
standard of living by merely 
conforming to a few rules of 
good citizenship, will never 
willinglv go back to his old way 
of life, and he will make the 
finest, most appreciative tvpe 
of citizen this country has "

Mr Farley died on February 
19. 1967, while attending

Sunday morning worship ser 
vices with his boys in the 
Kanch s non sectarian chapel. 
Mrs. Farley, who had worked 
at his side for more than 40 
years, died in a Houston 
hospital four weeks following 
the death of her husband.

Mr. Farley guided the Kanch 
to the point where, today, it is 
nationally recognized as one of 
the most successful institutions 
in the country for the 
rehabilitation of homeless, 
wayward boys. The Kanch is 
visited annually by thousands 
of people from cities and 
countries around the world who 
have learned of the work. On 
the north bank of the Canadian 
Kiver, at a spot once 
frequented by Billy the Kid, 
they find a community of about 
30 modern buildings, a bank, 
post office, a 12 grade accre 
diled school system, plus all the 
facilities of a modern city.

“It is not buildings, but 
people who make Cal Farley's 
Bovs Kanch what it is." says 
Virgil Patterson who has 
served a* president since the 
death* of Cal and Mimi Farley. 
"The Kanch i* men. women and 
children all over the l nited 
Scale* who make contribution*

to make the work possible, in 
addition to a fine staff of 
dedicated adult* who live and 
work with the bov* 24 hour* 
every dav "

Visitors will find 370 boys 
who have come to the Ranch 
from about 25 states. The boys 
are from 3 to 18 years of age
and they call the Kanch home 
until they graduate from the 
Boys Kanch High School. Some 
of the Ranchers continue their 
educations with college scho 
tarships. others enlist in the 
armed services while still 
others obtain good jobs with 
skills they have learned from 
one of the 16 vocations 
available at the Ranch

Requests to take boys come 
from child welfare agencies, 
judges, sheriffs and other law 
enforcement authorities, mo­
thers. grandparents and other 
relatives, all acting in behalf of 
approximately 1*00 boys each 
year. The Kanch is an 
everchanging landscape with a 
building project somewhere in 
progress every day. A 
dedication ceremony was re 
cently held for the latest of the 
14 homes for boys. Hamilton 
Home became the first of other 
new homes that will be

constructed to accommodate 24 
boys and their dorm |»arenU. 
Kventually. all of the Ranch 
homes will contain 24 boys 
instead of the 36 that has been 
the standard number of young 
residents in each home through 
the years

Public support has made it 
possible to increase the number 
of bov* each vear through a 
corresponding increase in the 
number of buildings and 
facilities for them. Cal Farley 
bad planned for the Kanch to 
somedav rare for 500 bov*. 
Today, the board of director* 
and staff are working to reach 
that goal

Thp. is a challenge being met 
every day with "the little men 
fighting their ways back" at Cal 
Farley's Boys Kanch.

The Texas Highway Patrol 
investigated eleven accidents 
on rural highways in Parmer 
County during the month of 
August, 1974. according to 
Sergeant W.E. Wells, Highway 
Patrol supervisor of this area.

These crashes resulted in one 
person killed and four persons 
injured.

The rural traffic accident 
summary for this county during 
the first eight months of 1974 
shows a total of 76 accidents 
resulting in one person killed 
and 47 persons injured.

The rural traffic accident 
summary for the 60 counties of 
the Lubbock Department of 
Public Safety Region for 
August, 1974, shows a total of 
542 accidents resulting in 30 
persons killed and 314 persons 
injured as compared to August, 
1973, with 586 accidents 
resulting in 24 persons killed 
and 328 persons injured. This 
was 44 less accidents, six more 
killed, and 14 less injured in 
1974 at the same period of time.

Alibates Flint (Quarries 

Are National Monument
Ten thousand years before 

the birth of Christ. North 
American man was in search of 
valuable flint right here on the 
plains of the Texas Panhandle.

Now. this area is probably 
one of the state's best kept 
secrets. And, surprisingly 
enough, the quarries which 
supplied the flint to early man 
is at present Texas' only 
nationally designated monu­
ment.

This west Texas area is 
known as the Alibates Flint 
Quarries which are also 
accompanied by a number of 
pueblo ruins. The quarry site 
lies just about thirty miles 
northeast of Amarillo, on the 
grounds of the 25,000 acre l,ake 
Meredith recreation area 

There are many areas of 
Texas still virtually untouched 
by the tourist. If you are 
looking for an unusual adven 
ture. you will probably find it at 
the Alibates Flint Quarries.

History began in the area 
literally thousands of years ago. 
The facts are fascinating. 
Several scientists agree that 
this West Texas point is our 
greatest link to early man in 
the northern hemisphere.

At one time, when the 
northern region of the 
continent was covered by 
glacial ice. the Clovis hunters 
were trimming the variegated 
flint to use for weapons and 
tools. Two-thousand years later 
came the Folsom Man. then 
Nebraska's Scottshluff Man, 
Wyoming's Wen, Dakotas' 
Angostura Man, the Plainview 
Man and finally the historic 
plains pueblo builder. Only 
there, at the Alibates Flint 
Quarry, could they find the 
valuable flint which was just as 
necessary as food to early man.

For an idea of just when this 
activity took place, take a look 
at what modern scientists say. 
They have estimated that these 
quarries were being used some 
6,000 years before the wheel 
was invented; 7,000 years

before the floods descended 
upon the Tigres Luphrates 
\ alley; 7,000 years before the 
construction of the great Gita 
Pyramids in Fgypt and 9,000 
years before the rise and fall of 
Greece.

Here, too, is said to be the 
site of the first industry, for 
early man came from hundreds 
of miles away to barter for this 
one ageless Indian necessity. It 
must have been an awe 
inspiring sight to those who had 
to fight the ferocious tusked 
mammoth and the giant bison. 
The hillsides were lined with 
glimmering flintstone which 
ranged in color to every hue of 
the rainbow. The craftsman 
however, ironically preferred 
the red. white and blue colors.

But. the geologic formation of 
unusual flint wasn't the only 
important aspect of the 
quarries. From ten to twenty 
thousand people lived in the 
area which is part of the 
Canadian River Valley extend 
ing through Texas and New 
Mexico.

More than 16,000 identifiable 
artifacts have been escavated 
from the rums of a 66 room 
pueblo at the quarry site. But 
the fascinating fact is that 
there's still a 100 room pueblo

still to be excavated.

Visitors to the area can take 
a special tour of the quarry 
conducted by park rangers. 
Tours are scheduled lor the 
summer on a daily basis at II 
a.m and 2 p m and each tour 
lasts about 2 1/2 hour* 
Rangers have placed a 
twenty person limit on each 
tour, so it might be a good idea 
to write the park office for 
reservations. Rangers also 
warn that those making the 
tour be capable of climbing a 
fairly steep hill

Tours meet at the Bates 
Canyon Ramp parking lot 
which is about a 40 minute 
drive from Amarillo Boulevard. 
It is a four mile drive from 
there to the quarries where the 
hike begins. The hike is 
approximately a one mile 
roundtrip that requires about 
40 minutes. Upon completion, 
there is a rhipping demonstra 
tion.

This “ best kept secret in 
Texas” is still a bit rustic, but it 
is all the more reason for a visit. 
Dust off your hiking boots, grab 
a canteen and you’ll be able to 
retrace the steps of early man 
and visit what is said to be the 
area of the earliest and longest 
lived industry ever developed 
in America.

Coronado led his expedition 
across the high plains of West 
lexas in 1540, legend savs, the 
soldiers were forced to drive 
stakes as they went to mark 
their progress through the 
waist high grasslands.

For Mae Golden, a farmer's 
wife living in Hereford, farming 
is not necessarily man's 
exclusive domain. The fart is, 
Mae started her career as a 
professional farmer almost a 
quarter of a century ago.

When the Goldens arrived in 
Hereford in 1954 they went to 
work as sharecroppers for 
$75 00 a month and 10% of the 
crop. Their first year's net of 
$3,000 was hardly enrourag 
ing there were three mouths 
to feed. Hut Mae Golden was 
looking ahead.

“I enjoyed being able to help 
out, she said “I held our two 
year old daughter in my lap 
while driving the tractor. I also 
druse the grain trucks, helped 
with the harvesting and rooked 
for the harvest hands as well as 
our emplover."

In 1970 the Goldens rented 
100 acres and started farming 
on their own. "Dick had another 
job.'' Mae staled, “ so I farmed it 
myself....with Dick's advice."

Mae's farming and Dick's 
advice proved so successful 
that they're now farming 1,600 
acres. Dike other farmers in the 
area, the Goldens practice crop 
rotation. Their crops include 
alfalfa, milo, wheat, lettuce and 
potatoes; they also raise cattle.

One of the Golden's major 
problems on their first 160 
acres was a shortage of water. 
“It was critical." says Mae. “but 
even so I turned out some good 
yields for a woman....8,000 
pounds of milo per acre and 60 
bushels of wheat per acre I'm 
sure I had help from above.''

Mae Golden, like most 
farmers, enjoys a well tuned 
sense of humor. “ Dick had good 
luck sowing l'/i bushels of 
wheat per acre and 8 pounds of 
milt) per acre," she reported, 
"and that's what I tried to do. 
Hut I made him set the planter 
for me so if it didn't turn out 
right 1 could blame him. Mae's 
fears were unfounded since her 
husband readily admits, “ she’s 
a better farmer than 1 am."

Over the years alfalfa has 
been one of Mai* Golden's

favorite crops. "A  full grown 
alfalfa field," she exclaimed, “ is 
a lovely sight. I enjoy standing 
there, watching the plants bend 
and sway in the wind."

Mae Golden realises, of 
course, that producing top 
vields of alfalfa requires more 
than just admiring it. “\ou 
begin at the beginning," she 
savs, “and that means selecting 
the right variety."

Mae attributes much of her 
success with growing alfalfa to 
Harold Dillehay of The 
Farmer’s Elevator Of Dawn,
Inc., a seed distributing 
company, and to Jack Camp 
bell, field representative for 
Germain's. Inc., a 100 year old 
western seed firm.

"Both Harold and Jack 
advised us to plant W L 306 
alfalfa." she reported. "They

had observed its yield poten 
tial, fast re growth and 
extreme leafiness at neighbor 
ing ranches. They said that this 
variety w as area oriented to 
our growing conditions They 
certainly told the truth

Mae Golden and her husband 
have established several top 
yield records in their area with 
\N I M  alfalfa 'Our lir-«t 
rutting. Mae stated, ‘ aver 
aged more than three and 
one-third tons per acre Our 
yearly average has been right 
around ten tons per acre, a 
significant yield when cum 
pared with the local average of 
five to six tons per acre per 
y ear.

In 1969. in addition to her 
farming and housekeeping 
activities, Mae started working 
a few days a week 'more or less

General Risner Has Busy Family Life
(Editor's note: Gen. Robinson 

•Robbyi Risner, who was a big 
hit as speaker for the P TO 
program here last May. will 
serve as parade marshall for 
the Maize Days parade on 
Saturday. Oct. 5).

Family has a very special 
meaning to Brigadier General 
Robinson Risner. 832nd Air 
Division Commander at Cannon 
Air Force Base, because for 
some seven and one half years, 
he was involuntarily separated 
from his wife and five sons. 
General Risner spent from 
September 1965 until he was 
repatriated in February 1973 as 
a prisoner of war in North 
Vietnam.

He has written a chilling 
account of what really went on 
in the prison camps cf North 
Vietnam and of the suffering 
endured by the American 
Prisoners. General Risner 
presented a copy of his book 
entitled. The Passing of the 
Night" to President Nixon at 
the White House in April of this 
year

During the time General 
Risner was incarcerated in 
North Vietnam, his five sons 
continued to grow up and now 
are young gentlemen. Robinson 
Jr., 25. is married and lives in 
Oklahoma City. He is a 
graduate of Oklahoma Slate 
and recently received his 
master's degree in Criminology 
from Sam Houston State 
University in Huntsville, Tex 
as. He is presently serving an

internship with the State of 
Oklahoma and eventually 
wants to counsel young people.

Jeff. 19. is a 1974 graduate of 
Clovis High School and. along 
with his brother. Paul. 17. is 
spending the summer working 
in Oklahoma City. Paul has one 
more semester of high school in 
Clovis.

sons are spending the summer 
at home at Cannon Air Force 
Base. Tim, 15. is a graduate of

Marshall Junior High School 
and will enter Clovis High 
School this fall.

v ear A tierson receiving SSI 
must report ANY work he or 
she does. Also, any other 
income that a social security 
beneficiary would not normally 
report such as prizes, gifts, 
increases in other pensions, 
interest payments, etc. must 
he reported by those receiving 
SSI payments.

"There are other points to 
remember If a person moves, 
we have to know not only the 
new address, but also need te 
see if there is a change in the

Is of the 
SSI. If a

a death occurs, the Social 
Security Office should be 
notified' immediately so that the 
individuals eligibility can be 
redetermined.

"People receiving SSI pay 
ments should ask their social 
security office for pamphlet 
number 7311010, ‘Your Claim

Both 
boys have membership in the 
swimming pool at Cannon, and 
are spending some leisure 
summer hours in this activity 
a Iso.

A favorite family pasttime is 
paddle ball and many hours are 
expended in this pursuit. Last 
Christmas all the Risner sons 
received paddle balls, so they 
are well fit for competition. The 
Risners. in another family 
endeavor, recently went to 
Lake Conchas and spent the 
weekend fishing, camping out 
and boat riding. While they 
were at MacDill Air Force Base 
in Florida, they enjoyed going 
to the beach together.

During the July 4th holidays, 
General and Mrs. Risner and 
Tim and Danny made a trip to 
Oklahoma City to visit with the 
other three Risners and to 
renew family friendships.

The Risners came to Clovis 
and Cannon Air Force Base on

Feb. 24. 1974. when he was 
reassigned to Cannon as 832nd 
Air Division Commander. Of 
this new assignment, Mrs. 
Risner says. “ I knew I liked 
Clovis after 24 hours and I'd 
like to stay here for a while." 
General and Mrs. Risner have 
discussed the possibility of 
retiring here when that time 
comes. Says General Risner, 
'The people here are so very 
friendly. I also like the dry 
climate and the fact that I can 
have horses."

General Risner is frequently 
called to speak before groups in 
the surrounding areas and is a 
popular guest speaker. Just 
prior to my interview with the 
family, he had been in Lubbock 
speaking to the Lubbock Press 
Club and at Reese Air Force 
Rase. He frequently speaks to 
groups at Cannon and in Clovis, 
and at dining outs at different 
Air Force Bases.

General Risner. a native of 
Mammoth Spring. Ark., gradu 
ated from Central High School 
in Tulsa. Okla., in 1942. 
Following his enlistment in the 
Army Air Corps in April 1943 
and advanced flight training at 
Williams Air Force Rase, Ariz., 
he was awarded his wings and a 
commission as a second 
lieutenant in 1944.

He subsequently flew P 38 
and P 39 airplanes in Panama 
until 1946. when he separated 
from the service. During the 
years 1946 until February 1951 
the F 51 as a member of the 
Oklahoma Air National Guard.

General Risner was recalled 
to active duty in February 1951 
and was assigned to the 85th 
Tactical Fighter Squadron at 
Will Rogers Field in Oklahoma 
City. His upgrade training with 
the 85th Tactical Fighter 
Squadron in RF 80’s was at 
Shaw Air f  orce Base. S.C.. and 
in May 1952. he was assigned to 
the 336th Fighter Interceptor 
Squadron. 4th Fighter Wing at 
Ktmpo. Korea.

While there he flew more 
than 100 combat missions in the 
F 66 over North Korea General 
Risner was credited with eight 
enemy kills and became the 
20th jet ace during the Korean 
War.

In March 1953. General

Risner was reassigned to the 
50th Fighter Bomber Wing at 
Clovis. Flying F 86’s, he 
hi flighted with the Wing to 
activate Hahn Air Base, 
Germany. After serving as 
Squadron Operations Officer of 
the 81st Fighter Bomber 
Squadron. 50th FBW, General 
Risner became the Squadron 
Commander in November 1954.

His reassignment to George 
Air Force Base, Calif., as W ing 
Operations Officer, 413th 
Fighter Wing came in July 
1956 Subsequently he served 
as Commander of the 34lh 
Fighter Squadron, also at 
George AFB until I960.

While at George AFB. 
General Risner was selected to 
fly the Charles A. Lindberg 
Commemoration Flight from 
New York to Paris in 1956. 
During the solo flight in an 
F 100 he set a trans Atlantic

speed record, covering the 
distance in six hours and 38
minutes.

During 1960 and 1961 
General Risner attended the 
Air War College at Maxwell Air 
Force Base in Alabama and for 
the next three years he served 
on the Joint Staff of the 
Commander in Chief, Parific.

In 1964. General Risner was 
assigned as Squadron Com 
mander of the 67th Tactical 
Fighter Squadron, Kadena Air 
Force Base. Okinawa, where he 
flew the F 105 Thunderchief. 
While on temporary duty with 
the 67th TFS to Korat Air 
Base. Thailand, he was shot 
down over North Vietnam in 
April 1965 and was rescued. 
General Risner was returned to 
duty and in September 1965 
was shot down again over 
North Vietnam and captured.

While a prisoner of war in

He has received 
the Air Force Cross, the Silver 
Star with one oak leaf cluster, 
the Distinguished Flying Cross 
with two oak leaf clusters, the 
Air Medal with seven oak leaf 
clusters, and the Purple Heart 
with three oak leaf clusters.

General Risner was pro  ̂
moled to his current grade of 
Brigadier General on May 8, 
1974.

Company announced Wednes 
day the first step in a program 
which sets the stage for the 
company to take a lead role in 
the construction of the nation's 
first power plant to use a 
gas cooled breeder reactor.

Roy Tolk, chairman and 
president of the electric 
company, said the Gas Cooled 
Fast Breeder Reactor (GCFRl 
plant, would have a generating 
capability of 300.000 kilowatts 
and would be located on a site 
provided by Southwestern, 
probably at the Harrington 
Station, northeast of Amarillo.

"W e have signed a letter of 
intent with General Atomic 
Company of San Diego, in 
which we would contribute 
$100 million to the project. 
Substantial additional financial 
support will be required from 
the electric utility industry and 
the L.S. Atomic Energy 
Commission,** Tolk said.

“Our long range projections 
call for additional generating 
capability in the mid 1980V, so. 
this development program fits 
right into our growth pattern 
and could very well be our 
introduction to nuclear power. 
We will, of course, have a 
conventional generating unit in

service to meet our customer s 
needs, if that is necessary, but 
are enthusiastic about the 
prospects for the breeder unit 
being available." Tolk said.

General Atomic has been 
working on a Gas Cooled 
Breeder Reactor for 13 years. 
Support for the program has 
come from the Atomic Energy 
Commission and a GCFR 
Utility Committee comprised of 
57 investor owned utilities, 55 
rural electric cooperatives and 
three European electric utili 
ties. Included in the coopera 
tives participating in the 
program are the Rita Blanca 
Electric Cooperative. Dalhart; 
the Bailey County Electric 
Cooperative, Muleshoe; and the 
Tri County Electric Coopera 
tive. Hooker. Oklahoma.

Breeder reactors have the 
unique capability of producing 
more nuclear fuel material than 
they consume. Because of this 
potential to stretch nuclear fuel 
resources, breeders are re 
garded as an essential compo 
nent of the long range success 
of the nuclear power industry. 
In operation, the GCFR will 
produce nearly 1 */» times as 
much fuel material as it 
consumes.

lives on Texas farms and 
ranches in 1973, the Texas 
Safety Association suggests 
some basic gun safety rules for 
the farmer or rancher.

All firearms should be 
securely stored after a check to 
make sure they are unloaded. 
Any person allowed to use a 
firearm should be familiarized 
with its safe use and should be 
responsible enough to follow 
the rules. A gun should not be 
used bv a person who is 
fatigued or intoxicated.

Hunters should check in and 
out and should be required to 
specify where they will hunt. 
They should wear identifiable 
clothing. The farmer rancher 
should be careful not to 
overstock his place with too 
many hunters.

The folks at the Texas State 
Technical Institute go about the 
business of turning out 
students from the TST1 
Livestock and Ranch Opera 
tions department in a different 
manner than at most state 
supported institutions.

There is no real system to the 
educational approach to teach­
ing agriculture at TSTI.

A* an example, Brian Biay 
head ol the LRO, had 34 
student* when he began hi* 
program last September From 
that 34. some graduated in 
January and other* found job* 
early, m> they left the 
institution.

When the LRO first got fired 
up in 1970-71, Bray had 10 
students. The number in­
creased the next year to 32.

After the end of two years of 
operations. Bray found that 32 
had graduated, three were 
drafted, four took early job 
placements and three dropped 
out to find employment.

The LRO manager said that 
those 32 students who managed 
to stick it out for completion of 
their course work now earn an 
average of $54# per month. On 
that salary each vear, the

what it cost to educate him 
$1,800 per yearl. "That does 
not include sales taxes that will 
be paid because the students 
will have more purchasing 
power."

To attract attention to their 
program*. Bray and hi* staff 
mailed 800 letter* to custom 
cattle feeding operation*, feed 
mill* and other agri-business 
firm* to introduce their 
offering* on a nationwide basis

Stressing that the institu 
lion’s territory includes 52 
counties, Bray said students 
come from the area, as well as 
far away as New York.

Explaining that TSTI stu­
dents spend 85 per cent of their 
time on laboratory work. Bray 
said the classes worked and 
handled 16.000 head of cattle 
through their studies.

"Our biggest problem." he 
said, "is keeping students. We 
have such a demand for 
students, the industry takes 
them early. There is no real 
finish we consider them grad 
uated when they get a job. That 
is part of our individualized 
instruction.

Ihi* fall at TSTI. where 
agriculture i* being emphasized 
more and more, he said course* 
will be added (or animal 
technology seed processing, 
farm managing, agricultural 
chemical*. irrigation pump 
repair* and swine program

To help fill the demands for 
butchers, sure to be created 
when Iowa Beef Processors. 
Inc., finishes its multi-million 
packing facility that will have a 
daily kill capacity of 3.600 head 
of beeves, meat processing will 
be offered at TSTI. as well as 
agricultural machinery me 
chanics that includes every­
thing from trucks and combines 
to tractors.

Last year, the Texas Animal 
Health Commission. Texas 
AAM University and Chem 
Agro conducted a research 
program on scabies control.

A* for student* themselves. 
Bray said they have built a 
rodeo arena and have a regular 
club becauke "students are 
more interested in this type 
thing than playing ball.

Further touting this business 
of “ individualized instruction." 
Bray said he was writing a 
mathematics book that “uses 
cattle instead of apples. W e’re 
the most closely knit depart­
ment on campus. If we shut the 
door at 5 p.m., attendance

The students. Bray said, are 
"getting to do what they want 
to do- not what they have to do.

"There is more disillusion 
ment with two-and-four year 
programs. We’re not bound by 
old academic rules and 
regulations. We teach what 
needs to be taught.**

Apparently. Bray is not dis 
illusioned with those two-and 
four year programs. He has and 
will continue to lake courses at 
Texas Tech University and 
West Texas State University, 
he said.

Cost for operating the LRO 
department is this year 
$42,000. with bulk going to pay 
salaries, said Lovell Pillow, 
TSTI general manager. The 
reason for the low figure, he 
said, is because of cooperation 
from farmers and custom cattle 
feeding managers.

"With the feedlols allowing 
us to use their facilities." Pillow 
•aid. "we don't have need to set 
up our own feedlot **

Since WTSU has feeding 
facilities at its Nance Ranch and 
Texas Tech has its Texas Tech 
University Center at Amarillo 
near Pantex. does TSTI 
duplicate services offered at 
other state funded institutions?

“Our curriculum is different 
and our intent is different," 
Pillow said, "although the 
facilities may be the same. Our 
in l«r l is to produce vocational 
trained students.**

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Agriculture Is Big
Panhandle Business

In this aw  of synthetic 
fabrics, protein substitutes and 
vitamin supplements, some 
scientists are predicting the 
day when agriculture will no 
longer feed and clothe this 
growing nation.

Such is not the case for the 
Texas Panhandle where the 
production of food and fiber 
continue to be big business 
despite recent economic dis 
ruptions.

Texas agriculturalists added 
almost fti.5 billion to the state's 
economy last year, and the 
Panhandle ran claim a major 
portion of that billion dollar 
bonanza

Although all the figures have 
not come in, record crop yields 
and generally higher prices for 
all livestock could be expected 
to push cash receipts for the 
23 county area over $1 billion, 
according to Agriculture Com 
missioner John C. White.

A major production area 
since World War II, the 
Panhandle has undergone some 

, dramatic changes in its 
agricultural industry.

W ATER
Irrigation was the major 

development that opened the 
area's agricultural potential. 
Once considered part of the 
"Great American Desert," the 
region has grown and pros 
pered since the discovery of the 
vast underground water sup 
ply the Ogallala Acquifer.

According to the 1969 Census 
of Agriculture, more than 3 
million acres of cultivated land 
are under irrigation making 
possible such yields as 40 
bushels of wheat, 90 pounds of 
sorghum, 400 pounds of cotton 
and 125 bushels of corn per 
harvested acre.

Not only has irrigation in 
creased the yields of existing 
crops, but it has also opened the 
area to new crops and land 
uses.

DROUGHT
It is an old story by now. but 

drought conditions have been a 
distressing problem in the 
panhandle this past year. “This 
is one of the driest years, and 
although it was not considered 
a major drought, soil conditions 
approached those of the 
1950's," Commissioner White 
noted.

The expected production 
decreases in wheal, cotton and 
sorghum have been indications 
ol how dry the area actually 
was. Early marketing of rattle 
because of the lack of good 
rangeland has also been the 
rule in many Panhandle 
counties. White added.

Parmer County was not hit 
as hard as many High Plains 
counties since more than 50 per 
cent of the farmland in the 
county is under irrigation. 

COTTON
Southerners call it "King 

Cotton" and the Texas 
Panhandle produced more than

2.7 million bales in 1973. This fredlols with a 1,000 head
was more than half of the 
slate's total yield and almost 
one fifth of the total U.S. 
production.

Dawson, Lubbock and Lynn 
counties led the area in cotton 
production and combined, 
accounted for 32 per cent of the 
cotton on the Texas Panhandle. 

GRAIN
While cotton may be king, 

corn still reigns in Parmer 
County. Sixty eight per cent of 
the state’s corn crop was grown 
on the High Plains last year, 
and Parmer County led the 
state in corn production with
17.594.000 bushels.

Corn is such a vital part of 
the area's agricultural produr 
lion that Parmer and Castro 
County combined produce at 
least 60 per cent of the 
Panhandle's total corn crop.

Wore than 2 million acre* are 
cultivated in wheat in the 23 
counties of the Northern High 
Plains, which produces almost 
67 per cent of the state's total 
wheat yield.

In 1973 Parmer County 
ranked eighth in total wheat 
production with a yield of 3.5 
million bushels. Usually ranked 
in the top ten wheat producing 
counties in the state, county 
farmers have cultivated almost
112.000 acres in wheat.

Sorghum is the principal
grain for the Texas feedlot 
industry and the Panhandle 
produced more than 144 million 
bushels for grain last year. 
Parmer County ranked eighth 
in the state with a 15.4 million 
bushel yield.

Sorghum is such an impor 
taut grain to High Plains' 
farmers that the Panhandle's 
total production was more than 
the total yield of every state in 
the nation except Kansas.

CATTLE
The greatest “Cinderella" 

story in the Panhandle is that of 
the feedlot industry. Commis 
sioner White noted that 
starting with less than 300,000 
head on feed in 1958. cattle 
feeding has grown into a billion 
dollar business.

As of January 1, there were 
more than 2.2 million head of 
cattle on feed in Texas. This 
was more than any other state, 
and the Texas Panhandle 
accounted for 54 per cent of this 
total.

The area reported almost 1.5 
million head on feed which was 
far below the 2 million head 
capacity of Panhandle feedlots. 
Parmer County, ranking second 
in the number of rattle on feed, 
recorded 223.000 head o  65,000 
head decrease from county 
feedlot rapacity.

County declines in cattle 
feeding are only a reflection of 
what is happening across that 
state. Some feeders have been 
losing up to $100 a head, and 
many feedlots have gone out of 
business. In January, 88

capacity were operating on the 
Panhandle compared with 92 
at the same time last year. 

VEG ETABLES  

One phase of agriculture 
made possible by irrigation has 
been the introduction of the 
vegetable industry. More than 
19.000 acres have been 
cultivated in such crops as 
cabbage, carrots, lettuce and 
Irish potatoes.

WH AT'S AHEAD  

This past year agricultural 
producers have been caught in 
a price squeeze between high 
production costs and low 
returns for their products.

Irrigation fuel which sold for 
9 10 cents a gallon was selling 
for 27 29 cents per gallon in 
some counties this summer. 
This was particularly expensive 
to some Panhandle farmers 
who had to run their pumps 
continuously because of 
drought like conditions. On a 
statew ide average, all fuels and 
chemicals have increased 40 per 
cent over 1973.

Some of the dry conditions 
throughout the area have been 
alleviated by recent rains, and 
acreage forecasts for 1975 have 
greatly improved over earlier 
predictions.

“ Agriculturalists have been 
challenged in their ability to 
produce, and farmers and 
ranchers on the High Plains and 
in Parmer County have met 
that challenge,’ White said.

“ Agriculture is big business 
and will always be the Number 
One business in the Texas 
Panhandle."
