Pheasant hunting, Parmer County's most popular
and only wildlife sport, gets underway here at sunrise
Saturday for a 18-day season, which Includes three
weekends.

The season begins Saturday, which is the 14th, and
continues through Sunday, Dec. 29

Hunters of this
sportsmen, are eagerly looking forwar d to opening day
this year

There have been varying reports as to the supply of
birds for this year's season. Some say the pheasants
will be scarce. Others say they have about as many
birds as ever. One thing In the hunters’ favor will be
the fact that the harvest Is near complete, with most
stalk flelds shredded.

Legal game this year will be the male pheasant, the
more colorful of the species

According to Texas law, the limit is two
day with four in possession. Most hunters
however, will admit the limit is hard to fill. The wily
cocks, much in evidence before the season begins
seems to have a premonition of what is to come and
will be almost impossible to flush out by noon
Saturday
