That many Webb AFB men
signed applications for poll tax
receipts and paid the $1.75 to
Mrs. Zirah LeFevre, county tax
collector, prior to Feb. 1.

$1.75. There was no way, they
were told, to refund their mon-

On the other hand, if the Su-

holders to ballot in elections in
Howard County and Big Spring,
assuming they were otherwise|
qualified as electors.

Nixon Urges
Viet Strikes

NEW YORK (AP) — Former
Vice President Richard M. Nix-
on said today that ‘“the only
way to end” the war in Viet
Nam is through systematic nav-
al and air strikes at military
targets in North Viet Nam.

‘“President Johnson will have
strong bipartisan support for
such a course of action,” Nixon
said in commenting on the U.S.
White Paper explaining the sit-
uation,

Cold Cut Plant

NEW YORK (AP) — “What
am I bid?” boomed the auction-
eer in the vast, cold, idle meat-
packing plant. “Twenty bundles
of boxes printed ‘Merkel.” What
am I bid?”

Silence.

“Out . . . no value,” he said
and went on to the next item.

The bidding was vigorous and
noisy for tools, equipment and
packaging material — but not if
it had the name ‘Merkel’ on it.
Then it was “no value.”

“SHOT DEAD”

“Shot dead., that's what the
name Merkel is,” said a former
employe, one of more than 500
laid off when Merkel Inc., shut
its plant, located in the New
York City borough of Queens
last month.

But now it was caught in the|
center of ‘‘the horsemeat scan-
dal.”

Albert S. Pacetta, city mar-
kets commissioner, announced
that a shipment of beef mixed
with horsemeat had been found
at the Merkel plant. However,
in a gesture of confidence, he
publicly ate a piece of Merkel
salami.

Se‘l?he resolution was adopted
informally to avoid a U. S. chal-
lenge to the Soviet Union and
France under UN, Charter Ar
ticle 19, which says any mem-
ber two years behind in paying
assessments shall have no vote
Both countries are in arrears
because of their refusal to pay
for peacekeeping.

The Soviets say the assess-
ments are illegal because only
the Security Council is author-
ized to start and finance B;w&
keeping tions. The United
States most other members
say the assembly is authorized
to start such operations when
the veto paralyzes the council.

The committee includes the
United States, the Soviet Union,
France and Britain but not Na-
tionalist China. Diplomatic
sources said the Soviet Union
had threatened to withhold pay-
ments toward U.N. solvency if
Nationalist China were includ-
ed.

State Student Loans

Surely worth the thoughtful consid-
of Texas voters is a revoly-

eration
ing-fund plan for college student loans.
The 59th Legislature’s sincere con-

cemn for higher education was demon-

strated by the 1284 House vote for a
censtitutional amendment proposed by
Rep. George Hinson of Mineola.

The amendment would set up a $100
million state loan fund for college
students. It would be self-liquidating,
for the borrowing students would pay
back principal plus interest.

There is every reason to expect
that the student loan fund wo be
as successful as the veterans land

fund. The latter made a profit for the
state. The state risk for students
shoulc be less than for veterans, that
is, those who went into farming, be-
cause the
rclatively high starting income group
and therefore be good credit risks.

There are, of course, loans avail-
able both from private and federal
sources for college students. The ex-
perience of student loans from fed-
eral funds has been fairly favorable.

If the state intends to measure up
to its responsibility in relation to the
federal government that it could seek
to match the federal college student
loan fund.

Visit Your Schools

Patrons have two more days in
which to visit schools during Public
School Week. We hope that those who
possibly can will take time out to
do this.

No one is gou;f to become expert
in the matter education by the
process of an hour or so visit. But
there are benefits from this business
of visitation. For one thing, the pa-
tron comes in direct contact with the
schools in action; he at least gets
the feel of the schools; he may catch

a glimpse of the needs where crowd-
ed conditions or shortages of equip-
ment are grossly apparent; he may
experience an eye er about new
methods of instruction; he may be
imipressed over the level of learning
for today's youngsters.

Most of all, however, he can hard-
ly come away without a new sense
of the importance of what this is all
about — the boy and girl in school.

That is a mighty good starter in
reminding us about the importance
of Texas public schools.

Isolationism Is Capitulation

WASHINGTON—“Yanks Go Home.”
“Down with American Imperialism.”
“Get Out of Viet Nam."” Signs like
these have blossomed in a dozen capi-
tals and in some instances against
the background of a smoking USIS
library or an American embassy with
broken windows and a smeared fa-
cade.

These demonstrations cost the Com-
munists little in dollars or manpower.
But whatever the actual cost they pay
enormous dividends for communism if
they contribute toward what is said o
be a growing trend toward a new
isolationism in this country.

IS THIS TREND a serious threat to
the leadership role that with
America’s far-reaching military and
economic power? There is no hard
answer to that question. But in Con-
gress and in e::uc opinion the score
of mounting tion and irritation
adds up to an impatient: If they don't
want us, why don’t we get out?

On top of this the bitter and seem-
ingly endless struggle in Viet Nam
contributes to a sense of hopeless-
ness. For many of the impatient the
“military solution” is becoming daily
more attractive. An American bomb-
ing attack on Hanol and beyond that
on China would be likely to alienate
both the Allied and non-aligned
worlds.

IF THE TREND is toward isola-
tion, strong forces are working against
that trend. Lyndon Johnson is the op-

site of an Isolationist president. He
rﬁomsolved to carry through the poli-
cies of military and economic coopera-
tion developed with the inception of
the Marshall Plan for Western Europe.
Despite advice to the contrary he
plans to go to Europe for a firsthand
meeting with heads of government.

Nevertheless the emotional pressure
toward withdrawal and cutback can-
not be discounted.

THE FOREIGN AID program has
acquired a host of enemies. Some
Congressmen — notably Rep. Otto
Passman of lLouisiana—have made
careers out of blasting foreign aid.
Essentially he appeals to voters who
say: Why should we be helping those
foreigners when we néed a lot of
things here at home? Increasingly, it
is an isolationist appeal.

This year foreign aid will have an
even rougher time in Congress. Be-
cause the President has refused to
separate military from economic as-
sistance Sen. J. William Fulbright of
Arkansas, chairman of the Foreign
Relations Committee, says he will not
chaperone the bill through the Senate.
Johnson is in a bind because the
House Foreign Affairs Committee in-
sists that military and economic aid
be combined as in the past.

LAST YEAR the President pared
his aid request to $3.4 billion and
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Congress cut it by only $200,000,000.
It was considered “wise strat to
ask not for an impossible total but
rou%hly for the amount Congress
would grant. Whether Mr. Johnson
will be as fortunate this year is un-
certain.

The tragic failure of the United Na-
tions to resolve fundamental differ-
ences within the organization is a
deep source of disillusion. Repeatedly,
American policy-makers over the
vears have said that the UN. was the
keystone of our foreign policy. If
the keystone is crumbling then many
Americans are asking whether we
should not ignore the organization
and strike out on a far more inde-
pendent policy.

IF ONE individual can be singled
out as having contributed most to the
trend to pull back to the continental
United States it is President Charles
de Gaulle of France. That is, of
course, his goal—to separate Europe
from American influence. He wants a
Europe for Europeans with “les An-
glo-Saxons” excluded. His latest pro-
posal to restore the gold standard was
calculated to embarrass this country
in its balance-of-payments problem.
But that was only one of many pin-
pricks intended to stir American
resentment to such a pitch that we
will pull out.

Violence in the Congo, the war in
Viet Nam, riots and burnings in the
Middle East—at times it all seems too
much. The United States does seem 1o
have bitten off more than any nation
no matter how powerful can chew.
But to go from this to the conclusion
that the alternative is to pull back
everywhere alarms many observers
here. This, they argue, would be to

To Your Good Health
Some Ovarian Cysts Should Be Removed

By JOSEPH G. MOLNER, M.D.

Dear Dr. Molner: Should
ovarian cysts be tampered with
when there is no pain or dis-
comfort Should surgical remov-
al be avoided unless there is a
reaction caused by them —
MRS. M. N.

Cysts in the ovaries are fre-
quent. The ovary is a dynamic
organ. It goes through various
phases, extruding an ovum, pre-
paring for the next one, secret-
ing powerful hormones.

As such it is subject to cyst
formation — ‘a cyst being a
“pouch” or “sac.” A gland be-
comes closed off, and the ma-
terial fo within it is
trapped. As. this accumulates
and the gland swells, it becomes
a cyst.

These cysts are not common
in young women. The most like-
ly time is around 40, give or
take a few years. Cysts can be
of any size — very small, some-
times very large, weighing
some pounds at times.

The rate of growth, too, va-
ries. Many seem to hardly
change at all, the smaller cysts
usually being discovered in the
course of a routine pelvic ex-
amination.

Once discovered, such cysts
should be checked
to note whether they are grow-
ing, and how rapidly. Surgery

depends on various factors.
Small cysts, showing little or no
sign of growth and causing no
symptoms, are usually watched
— and left alone.

Major reasons for surgery are
these:

1. — The cyst (or cysts)
causes symptoms. A large cyst
can cause a sense of heaviness
or discomfort in the lower ab-
domen. Or menstrual irregular-
ities may occur,

2. — The cyst is growing.
Many are benign. Some may
become malignant or perhaps
may have been malignant from
the start. Naturally these have
to be removed.

3. — For one reason or an-
other your physician is suspi-

-clous. He may be moderately

sure that it is a simple cyst,
but a spurt of growth or some
other circumstance raises a
question, Is it some else?
In that case the only wise

is to remove the lump a
make sure. If it proves to be
relatively harmless, — well
you're rid of it anyway, and
your mind is at ease.

The operation is a major one
similar to an appendectomy.
The disability following surgery
is brief. AL

Dear Dr, Molner; I enjoy the

dietary or low calorie soft
drinks. Do these contain ingre-
dients harmful to the teeth, as

These no-calorie, or one-cal-
orie drinks (who’d quibble about
one calorie per pint) contain
no sugar, so you need not wor-
ry on that score.

However, they do contain
some acidity (in the flavoring)
which may have some effect,
particularly in people who have
partial dentures, or metal at-
tachments, as in the case of
children with braces. There can,
because of the acidity, be some
interaction. I see no reason for
any great alarm, but this -can
be a problem in some instances.

LONDON (AP) — Prime Min-
ister Harold Wilson flies to Ger-
many next week with a British
idea for joining Europe's two
main trading communities in a
single customs union.

Aldes say Wilson will sound
out Chancellor Ludwig Erhard's
government on the chances of
closer cooperation between the
six-nation Common Market and
the seven-nation European Free
Trade Association,

TARIFF CUTS
The British leader is said to

be agreed by the two groups,
and also the Common Market's
possible entry into EFTA to
form a single customs union.

A double purpose seems to le
behind Wilson’s planned move:

He wants to stave off the dan-
ger of a trade war in non-Com-
munist Europe.

He wants, also to leapfrog the
political initiative of his Con-

link with Europe,
OTHER PROGRAMS

Wilson's talks also will take in
the future of Britain's 51,000-
man Rhine army, the project
for an Atlantic nuclear force,
and prospects for negotiating
with the Soviet Union a Euro-
pean settlement, based on Ger-
man reunification.

Bigger German purchases of
British goods are needed to cov-
er the foreign exchange costs of
the Rhine army lest that army
be cut in size. The British have
been disappointed by the deci-
sion of the German state-owned
Lufthansa airline to buy Boeing
airliners still in the design stage
in the United States instead of
Britain’s planes already in pro-
duction.

Rep. John Alaniz of San An-
tonio estimated 50,000 people
would be affected by the deci-
sion in his county, in which four
Air Force and one Army base
are located.

Sen. Pete Snelson of El Paso
sald he believed the decision
was “just and right” and would
be overwhelmingly accepted in
El Paso.

SARGE’S APPEAL
The decision was on an appeal
by Sgt. Herbert Carrington, sta-
tioned in El Paso where he said
he planned to make his home
He was not itted to vote
in El Paso, however, because

he joined the service in Besse-
mer, Ala.

' Hearings on two proposals to
rlet servicemen vole where they
live were heard last week in the
House and Senate.

" A House proposal by Rep. Red
Berry of San Antonio ‘was ap-
proved by the House Constitu-
tional Amendments Committee
to give members of the Armed
Forces the right to vote where
they live once they meet resi-
dence requirements of one year
in the state and six months in
the county.

In the Senate, the proposal to
give military the vote was criti-
cized because it was packaged
with a pro to repeal the
poll tax and was sent to a sub-
committee,

Texas counsel defended the
1954 amendment to the state
Constitution on the ground it
was intended to prevent a con-
centration of military voting
strength in areas where bases

Year's Births
At 4 Million

WASHINGTON (AP) — An
estimated 4,054,000 babies were
born in this country in 1964,
about 1 per cent below the 4,081, -
000 in 1963, the Public Health
Service reported today.

But the service added that the
decline in the birth rate, which
began in 1957, tapered off last
year.

The provisional birth rate for
1964 was 21.2 per 1,000 popula-
tion, a reduction of less than 2
per cent from the rate of 21.6
for 1963. This compared with a
decline of 3.6 per cent in the
rate between 1962 and 1963 and
a drop of 4.3 per cent between
1961 and 1962.

The birth rate stood at 25 per
1,000 population in 1957, before
the steady decline began.
