WASHINGTON (AP) -  X 
housing bill containing a modi­
fied version of President John­
son’s rent supplement plan 
headed for comparatively easy 
going in the Senate today after 
oqe of the closest votes in the 
House on any Johnson adminis­
tration proposal.

The controversial portion of 
the $9.3-bllllon measure — the 
provision for subsidizing rent df 
bw income families — survived 
a 208-902 vote in the House 
Wednesday only after the Dem­
ocrats handling it had drastical­
ly modified it from the original 
administration conception of a 
toDgram for families above the 
actual needy level.

SENATE VERSION
As the House finally passed it, 

on a 245-160 roll call vote, the 
bill closely resembles legislation 
already approved by the Senate 
Banking Committee The Senate 
version carries -a .somewhat 
higher price tag, but estimates 
of the ultimate cost of a four- 
year program embracing 
grants, loans and loan guaran­
tees are imprecise.

Under the House bill, 1150 
million would be provided over

the next four y ^ rs  ftu* rent sup­
plements to families who could 
quali(y for — btit do not live in 
— low cost public hoqslng. Reg­
ulations on income ceUlngs for 
families- qualifying for such 
public housing now vary from 
city to city.

TO NEEDY
The help would go only to the 

needy whose rent exceeds-25 per 
cent of the* family income and 
who live in housing owned by 
nonprofit limited dividend 
organlzalioin. None of the sup­
plements would go to tenants of 
private landlords.

President Johnson praised 
approval of the bill as an histor 
ic step. He said the provision for 
rent supplements will provide 
new homes for Hundreds of 
thou-sands “condemned to 
slums." And he said it would 
give incentive to private indus­
try.

In addition to the controver­
sial rent supplement provision, 
the House bill contains a novel 
no-d 0 w n-payment Federal 
Housing Administration home 
loan section benefiting peace­
time veterans.

It also has mortgage insur

aaoe for. land developimnL hki 
for needy owners of slum p r ^  
tfty  to upgrade their housink 
and r a ^ ts  for nhighborbood 
fndlitles. pap^ and play­
grounds. '

The bill also contains pnwl- 
sieos to cootlnue programs such 
ito FHA, slum clearance and 
college dormitory conatruction.

The Senate tentatively la 
scheduled to.take up Its version 
of the housing bill about July 13

“Veteran salloA aftweR es um 
seasoned salts are often guilty 
of safety violations,’’ J, 0 . Mu- 
sick, TSA general manager, 
said. “Safe Boating Week ,1s 
a good time for an boaters to 
brush up on safety precau- 
■tions.’’I  The association ^rector said 
that education in the safe equip­
ping and operation of boats is 
a fundamental necessity in keep­
ing boating fatalities to a  mini­
mum.

Across the nation, 1,4W0 per­
sons were killed and 2,000 were 
injured in boating accidents dur­
ing 1904 The National Safety 
Council has found that most 
mishaps involved thé average 
boater—the one with the small 
outboard Most of them made 
one or more of the following 
deadly errors:

1) NO LIFESAVING DEVICE.
This Ls the number one deadly 
error for boaters. If the hun­
dreds of persons who are 
thrown or fall overboard every 
year were wearing lifesav- . 
ing devices, 90 per cent
them would survive. a

2) OVERLOADING The U .S .p**"“ ***^’' ;
