SOME PUNDITS tell him that the
signs all indicate inflationary growth
of the economy may alrgady be un-
der-way = meaningstockscould be
a good buy

Others say the signs of a“slowdown
are beginning to appear, if not quite
as obvious as the statistics that she
the economy has risen even
than first thought — meaning cau
tion in stock buying may be a good
bet.

PERSONAL INCOME is an example
ple. The government reports that the
total has just risen again, as usual
and as expected. But it also reports
that the rise was smaller than in
previous months, trimming the im-
pact of this strong ally of prosperity.
The slowdown also was expected, be-
cause of the big increase in withhold-
ing from pay checks for Social Se-
curity.

YET DESPITE the slowdown in the
pace of personal income gains, retail
{rade is still flourishing. Even the on-
slaught of bad February weather has
not trimmed the total sales by much

From this the puzzied stock trader
can deduce either that consumers
are bent on spending more, even if
that means saving less or that they
haven't yet reacted to the smaller pay-
checks.

CONFUSION IS added by the predic-

“tions that wage ses this year

will be substantial and that the ml
ernment’s lineés for holding t

down will challenged by powerful
unions. With employment high, and ris-
ing, the total of personal incomes

buyers are turning cautious. Or 1t
could mean nothing more than that
the weather has been foul in many
places and that spring could bring
the usual seasonal pickup in construc-
tion.

ORDERS FOR durable goods are
still rising and the backlog on manu-
facturers’ book is $9 billion higher
than a year ago. This could mean
that both consumers and businessmen
are still expanding their spending.

BUt'invéntories also are rising sharp-
ly. And some stock traders have in-

térpreted this to mean that business-
men fear inflation is under way and

could make corporate securi-
ties look good. But some pundits are
pointing out that inventories histori-
cally have risen sharply just as the
business cycle was reaching its peak
and that the big stocks on hand cut
into future orders to add impetus to
the ensuing downturn.

THIS TIME the situation has a new
confusing element. The economy has
beeri on the g so long that
many believe that government and
business have found ways to lick the
old cycle and to prevent any down-
turn of importance. Some old hands
in lthe stock market are highly skepti-
cal,

SO, WHILE ‘all hands argue, the
market is liable to quick swings up
and down with each important cor-
porate announcement, or even with
each unsubstantiated rumor. And, as
always, each individual stock has its
own set of factors making it look
momentarily good or bad.

(This Is the third In o series of stories

on the Big Spring City Budget, for which
fhe commissioners . will sl for public|
hearing Tuesday aof 7 pim In: City
Hall—Ed.)

A few capital improvements|
are included in the budget be-
ginning April 1, but most of|
the increased costs will pay for
employe benefits or salary in-
creases, The major expendi-
tures, by department, follow:

Street Division — More than
$209,900 is budgeted for this de-
partment, $101,995 in wages and
salaries. Street supervisor Jer-
ry Graham was raised from
$587 to $616 monthly. Construc-
tion foreman Tom Arista was
re-classified from $397 to $428;
and five equipment - operators
were raised in pay from $1.70
to $1.88 per hour. About $11-
100 in retirement and the rest
runs up the total to over $100,-
000.

Supplies will cost $5,625; main-
tenance of land, $3,000, $2,000 of

Building maintenance will
cost $15.500, with $15,000 of it
for paved streets and alleys,
$2550 less than last year.

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Young Punk' Feels Lucky

“In Upset: ver Kentucky

Miners Have
Bright Record

COLLEGE PARK, Md. (AP)
= Coach Don Haskins felt like a
lucky “young punk” after his
Texas Western Miners won the
national collegiate basketball
championship.

The 36-year-old Haskins and
his underdog Miners had just
scored a 72465 upset over the
Old Master, Adolph Rupp, and
‘his Kentucky Wildeats, Duke
edged Utah 79-77 for third place.

“It's quite a-thrill for me, a
kind of young punk,” Haskins
said. “It’s great just playing in
a game with Mr. Rupp, let alone
winning it.”

Although both teams entered
the title game with identical 27-
1 records, Kentucky was an
eight-point favorite to win ‘its-
fifth NCAA championship. No
other school has won more than
two.

Kentucky was ranked No. 1 in
the nation after the regular sea-
son and Texas Western was No.
3, with the suspicion that the
Miners didn't play too hard a

schedule. Haskins dlbm m.'p game was over, Kumky was con-
vinced that Texas Western had basketball

“We don't worry about that
kind of talk,” Haskins said. “‘We
played a lot of good teams be-
fore we got here. We played a
lot of teams like ourselves . . .
ones without a name.”

Texas Western should no long-
er remain in that category.
Since Haskins arrived at the El
Paso, Tex., school five years
ago, the Miners have won 108
games and lost only 26.

Three times in the past four
years, the Miners have received
a bid as an independent to play
in the NCAA tournament. In
1964, they went to the National
Invitation Tournament in New
York.

Hank Iba at Oklahoma State,
Haskins stresses defensive bas-
ketball and he contends it was
defense which upended Ken-
tucky.

“It was one of the finest de-
fensive games we played all
season,” Haskins said. ‘“The
boys knew Kentucky couid shoot

Rupp said his Wildcats didn’t
challenge the defense, but were
shooting when the opposing
player was still 10 feet away

“We weren't shooting well
and our ball handling wasn't
good,” Rupp said. “When those
two things break down, you're
in trouble.”

Kentucky closed to within 39-
38 early in the second half but
Texas Western stretched its ad-
vantage to 68-57 and then staved
off the Wildcats in the closing
minutes.
