She could take an ad, and with the 
same skill with which she created a 
patchwork quilt design, would make 
up a beautiful ad, and numbers of

Parmer County will receive 13.1 
miles of seal-coat work as its share 
of the 1977 State Highway Safety and 
Betterment and Farm to Market 
Road Improvement Program an­
nounced this week by District 
Engineer George C. Wall, Jr. of 
Lubbock.

The work in Parmer County will 
cost an estimated 570.800 and is part 
of a 540 million statewide program.

Included on the list of improve­
ments for Parmer County will be 
seal coating of FM 2397 from State 
Highway 214 to the Castro County 
line, a distance of 12.1 miles.

Also, Spur 2397 from Fifth Street 
in Friona to FM 2397, a distance of .6 
miles, will be re-coated, as will be 
Spur 270 in Friona, from U S. 60

Statewide, the 1977 program

provides for the improvement of 
some 4,665 miles of highways at aa 
estimated construction coat of 
slightly more than 540 million, with 
an additional 57.700 earmarked for 
right of way acquisition and 
relocation assistance.

Similar programs were deferred
for about a year in 1975 and 1971 as a 
result of the financial crisis of the 
State Department of Highways and 
Public Transportation.

However, since such prognuns 
included rehabilitation of old and 
obsolete highways, safety measures, 
and provisions for increased traffic 
capacity, they could not be long 
deferred

Approximately 61 per cent of the 
program funds will be devoted to 
State and US Highways. 37 per cent 
to Farm to Market Roads, and 2 par 
cent held in reserve.

New Rural 
Program

Farwell, Texas: The Farmers 
Home Administration has begun a 
program through which it will 
guarantee rural housing loans made
by commercial banks, savings and 
loan associations, and other private 
lenders, Billy R Boling, FmHA 
County Supervisor for Parmer 
County, announces.

FmHA. the rural credit agency of 
the U.S Department of Agriculture 
(USDA) will guarantee up to 90 per 
cent of the principal and interest of 
these loans.

Guaranteed housing loans will be 
available for moderate income 
borrowers who cannot get housing 
mortgage credit without a guaran­
tee. Applicants who cannot qualify 
for guaranteed loans may apply for 
loans made by FmHA 

At present, the USDA agency will 
offer loan guarantees only under its 
single-family housing loan program. 
FmHA will continue to make 
single-family housing loans with its 
own funds. It will also continue to 
make, but not guarantee, loans for 
rural rental housing, farm labor 
housing, housing site development, 
and other purposes.

Single family housing loans are 
made in open country, towns of up to 
10,000 population, and certain 
designed towns of between 10,000 
and 20,000 population. They finance 
modest but adequate housing and 
related facilities. Boling explains.

Loans may be used to buy, build, 
improve, repair, or rehabilitate 
houses and related facilities, and to 
provide adequate water and waste 
disposal systems.

Guaranteed loans will be made 
only to applicants with moderate 
income, defined by FmHA as 
adjusted gross income of less than 
$15,600 per year for residents of 
Texas, and not eligible for FmHA 
subsidized rural housing loans. Low 
income applicants may be eligible 
for subsidized rural housing loans 
made by FmHA

Loans to be guaranteed are 
limited to 97 per cent of the market 
value of homes and sites for the first 
$25,000 and 95 per cent of the loan in 
excess of $25,000. The borrower must 
have equity from his own resources, 
in the form of cash or land for the 
down payment, notes Boling 

The top limit for a guaranteed 
rural housing loan to a resident of 
Texas is $33,000 The maximum 
repayment period is 33 years.

Boling also reports that FmHA 
regulations provide lenders who 
obtain guarantees for rural housing 
loans options for selling, assigning, 
or selling participations in the 
guaranteed parts of these loans.

FmHA regulations require that 
the lender making a guaranteed 
rural housing loan be a local 
lender-located in or doing business 
in the area where the house is 
located.

INCREASING NUMBERS of circle 
<x center pivot irrigation rigs are 
dotting the vast farmlands of the 
Texas High Plains, and in some 
cases are replacing the more 
conventional method of furrow 
irrigation. The reasons-timely 
applications, less water use and 
reduced labor costs.

Marvin Sartin, farm management 
economist for the Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service, in a speech 
before the Western Cotton Produc­
tion Conference in Lubbock Febru­
ary 22. said sprinkler irrigation has 
some slight economic and conserva­
tion advantages over furrow 
irrigation. He cautioned, however, 
that very little comparative data on 
yield response to the two systems is 
available

The majority of the Texas High 
Plains is traditionally irrigated by 
furrow applications. The sandier 
soils and areas with undulating or 
sloping topography have had to use 
sprinkler systems. But as water 
supplies decline and labor becomes 
more difficult to find, many furrow 
irrigators are becoming interested 
in the potentials of sprinklers.

Sartin said that cotton is a 
relatively drought tolerant crop 
Much of the cotton. 45 per cent of the 
Rains acreage, is produced without 
supplemental irrigation, and a 
sufficient part that is classified as 
irrigated may only receive some 
water sometime during the year.

With limitations on irrigation 
supplies, most furrow irrigators 
place cotton irrigation priorities on a 
preplant irrigation to store moisture 
m the soil, and, if possible, a good 
irrigation just prior to peak bloom

Curtis Parker, of Friona has 

captured the southern regional 
honors for the 1976 Project: 200 corn 
growing program with a yield of 
242 6 bushels per acre

Project: 200 is sponsored annually 
by The Producers of Funks 
G Hybrids and is the largest corn 
growing program of its kind in the 
nation.

The national winners were Paul 
and James Corkle, O’Neill, Ne­
braska. who recorded a yield of 337 7 
bushels per acre with Funk's G-4507. 
The Corkles also won the title last 
year with the same hybrid,

A Mississippi youth. Donald W 
Horton, also surpassed the 300 
mark last year with his yield of 300 2 
bushels per acre, using Funk's 
G 4762

Only eight corn yields have ever 
been recorded over the 300 mark 
Seven of those were made with 
Funk's G-Hybrids.

Parker used Funk’s G-4507 in his 
high-yielding plot. His fertilizer 
program consisted of 215 pounds 
nitrogen, 45 pounds phosphorous, 
and 8 pounds potassium He used 
atrazine for weed control

Planted on April 12 in 40-inch rows 
at 28.000 plants per acre, it was 
harvested on October 15. His official 
yield was converted to 15 5 per cent 
moisture content.

The decision between furrow and 
sprinkler irrigation distribution 
systems involves many factors in 
addition to the investment and 
operating costs. The yield of 
irrigation wells and cropping 
patterns are important If the 
enterprise mix includes crops which 
are relatively more sensitive to 
moisture areas, and as well yields 
decrease, the adoption of a center 
pivot sprinkler can assist in 
effectively spreading less water 
over more acres.

Cost calculations for different 
irrigation systems require defini­
tions of particular resource situa 
tions. Because the irrigation water 
resource is highly variable, the 
identification of a typical or 
average, situation is possible An 
individual owner should consider his 
particular resource situation on the 
farm and his financial position

From the Conservationist 
point of view we were in 
fairly good shape Crop 
residues on the soil surface 
were good (could have been 
better). There had been no 
rain on the freshly prepared 
soil so it wasn't crusted or 
pulverized to where it could 
blow. There was some 
blowing on overgrazed 
wheat, from Playa Lake 
beds, county roads and 
turnrows.
