ork and New Jersey

ABI-PRODUCT of the severe winter

weather is the shortage of natural

gas, which is the reason for so many
ndustries and factories closing in
the northeast

One source this week said that

more than 100,000 workers in New
York were on unemployment as a
result of the gas shortage. Another
340,000 workers were temporarily
laid off in Pennsylvania and 275,000
in New Jersey

Eastern officials feel that the
major gas-producing states (Texas,
Oklahoma and Loulsiana) are
holding back natural gas, In order to
sell more gas within the confines of
their state boundaries.

The price that producers may
harge for gas is regulated when the
gas is sold out of state via pipeline
In most cases, residents of Texas
are paying up to three times as
much for their natural gas as the
isers back East pay for the same
gas, except that for the most part
we have had no shortage here in the
gas-producing states

Gas producers say the regulation
placed on interstate sales has given
pro jucers little incentive to look for
new gas, especially with the expense
nvolved in drilling new wells

Another which has
evolved is the fact that ecology
eaders have virtually stopped the
ffshore drilling for oil in many

sections of the country. Yet, some of

pr yblen

states would like to have

these san

re of our gas and oil from Texas,
but at one-third to one-fourth the
pr e that we have 1 pay for '.ht‘g.‘l\
here

Even if there were an abundance
f gas, we can't go along with this

type of thinking. There needs to be a

re equitable method used in the
pricing of gas, yet producers need to
have the incentive to drill for new

supplie

And, some of the people who have
been so obsessed by rulning the
ecology, If they get cold enough,
may have to give up a little of their
ideals so that our nation can pull
itself out of the situation In which it
finds Itself.

A new wrinkle has been added for
the 29th annual Parmer County
Junior Livestock Show, which will
be held at the Community Center
February 17-18-19

A Livestock Judging Contest,
which will Involve hundreds of 4-H
and FFA youngsters from Area | In
Texas and from nelghboring
Eastern New Mexico, have been
Invited to participate.

For the show itself, the first order
of business will be the weighing in of
animals, which will be held from 9
a.m. until 1 p.m. Thursday

All judging in the show will take
place on Friday. The barrows will be
judged beginning at 8 a.m. Friday
The lamb judging begins at 1:30
p.m., and the steer judging starts at
6 p.m

This year's show marks the debut
for the Parmer County Young
Farmers organization as sponsors of
the show, although many of the
show's former officials are helping
with the transition

It also marks the fourth time for
the show to be held at the
Community Center-Showbarn, and
an equal number of times for the
steer show to be held at night. In the
past three years, this has made for a
large crowd attending the steer
judging, as well as the other
livisions as well, with all activities
being in an indoor facility

The auction sale for all top
animals will be held Saturday
beginning at 1 p.m. This year, a
change from the previous format
will find 50 per cent of the animals in
each division (barrows, sheep and
steers) making the sale, rather than
a set number of animals in each one
This was done in order to more
evenly distribute the number of
animals making the sale from each
division. A limit of 140 animals will
be sold

Another new Innovation—at least
one that has not been seen in recent
shows--will be the choosing of a
grand and a reserve grand
champlon sheep. It's the first time
since the 1959 show that a champion
sheep will be named. Show officlals
felt this would put the sheep division
on a par with the other two.

Dwain Menefee is once again
serving as general chairman of the
junior livestock show.

Lazbuddie Showmen Have Enviable

History was made for two schools
during the 1976 Parmer County
Junior Livestock Show

Lazbuddie kept its incredible
record intact by exhibiting the grand
champion barrow for the 16th
consecutive year, as Mike Wind
ham, son of the Lazbuddie vo-ag
instructor Scotty Windham, took
honors with his cross-bred entry

Joan Carson of Bovina captured
grand champlon honors In the steer
show with her Charolals-cross entry.
It was the first time a Bovina
entrant had won the steer title in the
29 years that records have been
tabulated.

Glancing at the records on the
show since 1948 indicates that
Lazbuddie showmen have won just
over half of the trophies which have
been awarded in that time span at

the stock show

LLazbuddie youngsters have car
ried off 67 of the 129 trophies
wwarded in the steer, swine and
sheep divisions of the county show

The young showmen from the
southern part of Parmer County
have exhibited the grand champlon
in the barrow show 19 times in the
past 23 years, Including the last 16
years in a row.

Fhe lamb judging, which hasn’t
been carried to a grand champion
since 1959, Lazbuddie showmen have

iimed 44 breed champion trophies

f 72 awarded

In the steer division Friona
showmen have exhibited 14 grand
hampions in the 29-year period
Farwell youngsters, who won seven
titles during the past nine years,
stand second with ten steer
hampionships

Friona showmen had won the

steer banner six years in a row, and

11 out of 15 years before young
Jacquelyn Langford of Farwell 4-H
Club claimed the title in 1967

Hereford steers have by and large
dominated the show, winning titles
13 times in the last 17 years. A
six-year streak for Hereford winners
was snapped in 1972 when Mark
Haseloff’s cross-bred steer won--the
first time in 25 years for a cross-bred
steer to take Grand Champion
honors in the county show

Angus calves have won two county
titles, and cross-bred steers have
won twice

No particular breed of hog has
dominated the barrow show In the
past 28 years, although Hampshire
entries have won the most ti‘les,
seven.

Poland China is next with six
titles

Duroc, which claimed the 1974
barrow championship, has been in
the winner's circle five times

Chester Whites have won four
championships and cross breeds
five. Berkshires have claimed the
championship banner twice, but
have not had an entry division in the
past several years

Friona is second to Lazbuddie in
grand championships in the barrow
division with five

Rick Seaton of Lazbuddle made
show history by exhibiting the grand
champlon barrow three times In a
row between 19668 and 1969, all with
cross breed animals. Seaton added
his fourth title in 1971,

T'he Mendoza boys--Pablo and
Jesse, won the fine wool lamb trophy
five consecutive years, beginning in
1968. The Mendozas won seven
trophies in the lamb division during
this period

Cotton Farmer’s

Seed Choice Vital

BY PREACH EDELMON

According to Cotton Farming's
tenth annual survey on planting
intentions for 1977 an increase of 3.84
per cent acreage boost for 1977 will
result when the entire cotton belt is
considered. The 11.8]1 per cent boost
in Texas is offset by a decline of 10.70
per cent in the mid south (Arkansas,
Missouri, Mississippi, Louisiana and
Tennessee)

The increase in the far west
(Colorado, Arizona and New
Mexico) will be offset by a decline in
the southeast, leaving the 3.84 per
cent increase belt wide.

The additional funding for Cotton
Inc. which was voted in the
December referendum will be equal
to four tenths of one per cent of the
value of the cotton. A decision as to
whether the assessment will be
collected as a percentage or whether
it will be converted to a flat rate will
be made by the Cotton Board and the
Secretary of Agriculture. The two
assessments--the original dollar a
bale plus the four tenths of one per
cent of the value of the bale voted in
December is expected to provide
between $20 and $23 million for
Cotton Incorporated to carry on
research and promotion in 1978

After having decided to plant
some cotton in 1977 the producer
might well be deciding what seed to
be planted. Recent developments
have been made to provide shorter
season, higher micronaire and
storm resistant varieties

Open end spinning has made it
possible to use the cotton grown on
the Plains than was possible on the
ring type spinning frames used for
the last hundred years. So a good
suggestion would be: 1. See your
seed supplier, 2. Be prepared to
apply Temik for early thrip control
and 3. Be ready to foliar beed the
crop if herbicide damage is likely
When the ground has warmed
sufficiently to germinate the seed,

plant at a depth of two to two and

one-half inches in moist--not
wet--soil. Planting while the ground
is too wet may cause drying-out

before the seeds sprout

With favorable weather a stand
from high germination seed should
be emerged within a ten day period
Cold weather may delay the plants
from vigorous growth for a short
time. This is the period that Temik is
worth the most.
