fighting men

CLIMACTIC BATTLE

Mascott's film centered on
what he called the climactic
battle of World War II, the
struggle that made famous
place names like Bastogne, St
Vith and Malmedy. It was Hit-
ler's desperate and almost suc-
cessful gamble to reverse Ger-
man fortunes by hurling 250000
German troops against 100,000
Americans. That was merely
the frame for the story of the
exploits of some quiet heroes

He illustrated the adventure
of four men — “‘just a squad of’
guys” — who with a single gun
heid off a German tank column
long enough for other soldiers 1o
destroy a crucial bridge. They
all died beside the gun

DIES IN FOREST

He told of a young officer who
got three guns into position at
the head of an enemy column!
then organized troops into guer-
rilla bands to terrorize the rear
He died in a snowy forest.

He told of many others, nam-
ing names and home towns

“The GI fought magnificently
because he had to, and he would
die for his country if he had to,”
Mascott wrote. He also wrote
about the luxury of dry socks|
and warm feet and even looked
with sympathy upon the
the enemy.

Need More Municipal Revenue

Many reasons can be given why the
statc of Texas must grant its cities a
broader tax base with more diverse
sources for increased revenues. Steve
Matthews, executive director of the
Texas Municipal League. recently fo-
cused on just one—but a very impor-
tant reason—the soaring indebtedness
of Texas cities

Generally, Texas cities’ bonded in-
debtedness is still fiscally sound
enough to command favorable interest
rates, that is, bonded debt is not so
far out of line with the tax base as
to be alarming. However, the statisti-
cal handwriting on the wall is a warn-
ing to be heeded.

Gross debt of Texas cities, Mat-
thews reports, rose from $1.4 billion
in 1960 to nearly $2 billion in 1965,
or 37 per cent. During the same
period, urban population increased
little more than 10 per cent, and the
cities aggregate tax base 32 per cent

What is happening, Matthews ex-
plains, is this: When a city's popula-
tion doubles, its costs more than dou-

ble (not including the added boost of
inflation). Larger city systems have
to be more sophisticated, and cost
more. At the same time, the normal
increment of tax income does not dou-
ble. Thus, the fiscal gap widens. How
to fill it?

Obviously cities are largely filling
that gap by issuing bonds for essen-
tial public works, including a good
‘many that might better be financed
from operating budgets at less total
cost. Cities also are looking increas-
ingly to Washington to fill the gap.
They also need more state aid, as for
highway related street financing. But
most of all they need more tax in-
come, from sources other than the
property tax on which all other local
governmental units must now almost
entirely depend

The 60th Legislature, with the gov-
ernor’'s help, should strive, however,
to improve and broaden municipal tax
structures. The alternatives are sharp-
ly increased federal-state aid and
further city debt increases toward the
fiscal danger point

Problem Of Austerity

School trustees are being boxed be-
tween limited funds and rising con-
struction costs as they seek to pull
all the loose ends of the school master
plan expansion together

This is no enviable task, for many
original plans are having to be cut
back or in some cases cut out. It will
be a near miracle, if cgsts continue
to rise as they have within the past
vear, if the board is able to approach
the goals. The brightest ray is that
the major end of the project, which
has involved upwards of four millions
of dollars, is in the high school until
which is virtually all under contract

and slated for completion next au-
tumn.

Still, several of the improvements
contemplated at several elementary
schools undoubtedly will have to be
pared. There also is the matter of
revamping the athletic plant into a
new campus plan. While the latter is
important, we h that it will be
confronted with the same need for
austerity as the elementary school im-
provements. To the extent that it fits
into the physical education program,
it is on a par; to the extent that it
serves spectator interest, it should be
delaved

THE NET EFFECT of Mr. Kohler's
speech is to confirm what has
been suspected—that much of the
about a Soviet negotiation to bring a
truce or a peace agreement of some
kind to end the war is at
meaningless.

WASHINGTON (AP) - Bill
D. Moyers got $30,000 a year as
President Johnson's press sec-
retary and after his brother
committed suicide last Septem-
ber friends began telling him he
ought to look out for himself.

Movers is 32 and his brother,
James H. M , a widely
liked but more incon-
spicuous man, was also a very
hardworking Johnson aide. He
was 39 when he died.

Bill Moyers, with chronic ul-
cers and bright blue eyes, has
been in a kind of Johnson alter
ego. He labored endless hours.
He got involved in all kinds of
White House business, foreign
and domestic.

HE COULD speak with at
confidence about what the
ident had on his mind which, in
this case, took some confidence.

He was always on hand and
totally dedicated. And he was
always so cool, so composed,
that after watching him for
months you'd ask yourself:
“Does anything bother him?
Does anything get under his
skin?” :

BUT HE has a wife and three
children and almost from the
time he became Johnson's press
secretary in July 1965 — he had
been with Johnson almost con-
tinuously since 1959 — there
were rumors this was just a
stepping stone.

No one ever seemed to know
for sure where he wanted to go
but only that he was ambitious.
There were rumors, uncon-
firmed, that he'd like to be an
ambassador, that he'd like to go
into politics.

In either direction Johnson —
so long as he was in the White
House — could have been a big
help. But the months passed,
Moyers stayed, so did /the ul-
cers, 50 did the fixed salary of
$30,000, and théré was the broth-
er dead at 39, and, as it turned
out, he was seriously thinking of
doing better for himself, at least
financially.

Why Not Do Something?

Perhaps the time has arrived when
we should start thinking of what
might be done about redevelopment
of the North Side, rather than con-
centrating on why we can't do any-

thing.

TUESDAY EVENING, a delegation
of North Side residents once again
appealed to the Big Spring City Com-
mission to help “clean up the North
Side.” Quite rightly, I think, Floyd
Mcintyre pointed out that the children
living in some areas of that portion
of the city will be adversely affected
by the environment they find all about
them.

Some years ago, an urban renewal
program was proposed to do some-
thing about the situation, and it was
defeated as most voters@apparently
felt that the problem might better be
done by local interests. It has been
quite a while since that vote was tak-
en and so far, local interests have
not made much progress in launching
any kind of rehabilitation program.

TUESDAY NIGHT it was pointed
out that the city guided a clean-up
campaign during the summer months
that had good results. But the facts
are, there are still lots covered with
debris and rotting garbage, and this

m did nothing to eliminate de-
pidated buildings that stand aban-
doned as a danger to health and safe-
ty.
True, the city has a program of
eliminating such buildings and it has
pushed this program often, But it has
not totally solved the problem; in-
deed, it has only scratched the sur-
face.

THE DELEGATION Tuesday was
told it would take time and they were
given little hope in the matter of im-
mediate relief from a serious prob-
lem. So far as 1 know, there is no
program on the drawing boards any-

where designed to systematically up-
e the residences, businesses or

community of ‘the north side.

WHY AREN'T the same standards
set for businesses and residences on
the South Side applied to the North
Side, one of the delegation asked. W,
indeed? Commissioner Jimmy Me
head called for a review of this “dou-
ble standard.”

And 1 sup-
pose, there are many reasons why
our community cannot tackle the”

roblem and move toward a general
mprovement program.

OUR COMMUNITY has had task
forces of businessmen before who
have tackled what seemed to be in-
surmountable problems and found an
answer, to all of our benefit. Why
¢ould not this problem be handled in
the same way?

The large majority of the residents
on the North Side want their side of
town to be improved and need the
help of the rest of us. The city ad-
ministration already has many of the
tools necessary to get something done
—the hazardous structures ordinance,
the weed lot ordinance, the building
code, and many others, all vigorously
applied.

A PROGRAM aimed at 20 years
from now is not going to do the young-
sters growing up there today much
good. It will have been too late. Some-
body said the most ambitious pro-
gram begins with the first step.

Perhaps we have reached the time
when someone should take that step.
I think we can count on one thing—
if we don’t do it ourselves, someone
else might come along and do it. And
they'll do it their way.

center of the room. Kennedy had
slipped from his seat, apparently un-
noticed b the chairman, and had met
McKissick with a comradely hand-
clasp in mid-floor, They stood like
figures on a pedestal until the men
with the hand cameras clustered
around and the McKissick fans
poured from their seats to join the
