York.

It is an unwritten rule of politics
that no man “runs” for the vice presi-
dency. Aspirants are supposed only o
stand around looking wistful, hoping
for favor from whomever may head
the ticket, but never, never to say
anything, not even in confidence in a
sealed room at midnight

THIS RULE Javits has broken, with
gusts of candor blowing like a high
wind through dusty political folklore
Whatever else may be said, he has
done a rare service to candor with
this simple sentence: ‘I think I am
entitled to national consideration.”

Elementary fairness compels the re-

y: Entitled to consideration, so he
s. This is not simply to say, of course,
that he ought to be nominated, for
that is solely the business of the 19638
Republican National Convention. But
it is to say that he has clearly earned
eligibility.

FOR JAVITS is both a significant
politiclan in party terms and an un-
deniably useful senator, though neither
of these things could once have been
said. There was a time, in his new-
ness to the Senate, when he was so
doctrinaire as to be ineffectual in a
forum where no man succeeds sim-

ly by being so uniquely and eternal-
y t about everything as 1o iso-
late himself from that process of ra-
tional compromise which lies at the
heart of all important legislation

BUT THE old days and the old at-

White

titudes are long gone under the ero-
sion of reality. The Javits of today
is an effective legislator and an ex-
ponent of that toleration of other views
which is the last indispensable to free
government.

And he is more. Steadfastly and
under extraordinarily heavy pres-
sures, considering that New York is
the center of the new isolationism-
pacifism, he has spoken for a re-
sponsible foreign policy as well. No
other Republican liberal has so con-
sistently, so stoutly and so usefully
supported the hard, unavoidable na-
tional obligation to stand firm against
Communist aggression in Vietnam.
