United Fund Shortage Hurts All

The payoff for the community's
fallure to respond fully to last fall's
United Fund appeal is nning to
appear, It will more obvious in
months to come, as the various agen-
cles which had budgeted their year’s
activities on the basis of their Unit-
ed Fund request find themselves out
on a financial limb,

A case in point is the Dora Rob-
erts Rehabilitation Center, which just
this past week revised its budget
downward by a couple of thousand
dollars, in the face of greatly in-
creased treatment loads and number
of patients served.

Other agencies, which the public or-
dinarily expects to perform just as
always, will be looking for miracles.
They will be faced either with re-

trenched activities and perhaps loss
in valuable personnel, or they must
go out, hat in hand, for supplemental
appeals.
It would be a wonderful thing if all
the citizens of the community could
ize the fact that the United
Fund is not some great impersonal
entity that can be given token sup-
port, or ignored altogether. But that
they would know it as the organiza-
tion which saves money one Co-
ordinated appeal, and
serves as a transmitting
agencies which bind themse to-
gether under its banner. If mddidn‘t
do your part in the United , you
have crippled a dozen or more agen-
cies which you, as a good citizen,
really want to succeed.

The New Minimum Wage

Wednesday is an important date for
most American businesses. The fed-
eral minimum wage goes from $1.25
to $1.40 per hour. For a great many
smaller enterprises, it is a red letter
date, because they are coming under
the wage-hour regulations for the first
time.

And they are going through some
agonizing re-appraisals of the way to
operate their businesses.

While, at the pace of today's econ-
omy, $140 per hour doesn't seem
like a lot, the fact remains that some
types of business — smaller ones—
have been marginal, and now will be
critically up against the profit picture.

They have employed many people
at the menial, or chore level. They
have had many parttime workers.
They have had, by the nature of their

operation, followed a shift system for
workers.,

Much of this is having to be
changed. We are seeing stores short-
en their business hours. Undoubtedly
we shall see fewer workers; certainly
the overtime factor (which has been a
boon to many a wage-earner) will be
diminished.

The point is that decrees by the
government, so sweeping in nature,
create many . The very peo-

, in many instances, that the law
s designed to help, may be the ones
who suffer. Many will lose jobs, oth-
ers will be cut back to shorter work-
weeks.

And the public may be touched, too.
In many instances, it can be expect-

THE UMBRELLA actually dates
back to antiquity, when slaves car-
ried them to shield their masters
from the sun.

Modern umbrellas can cost up to
several hundred dollars, if they are
bejeweled. The handles often range
from lucite to bamboo to gold and
semi-precious stones. The carrying
end may be a horsehead or a crook
or again a jewel encrusted knob. Some
sold in the great cities are built with
a taxi whistle.

Fulbright Works For Soviet Treaty

WASHINGTON ~ As chairman of
the Foreign Relations Committee Sen.
J. Willlam Fulbright is showing that
he is a good soldier. He is cooperat-
ing with the Johnson Administration
in helping to put through a proposal
on which the whole future of Ameri.
ca's policy turns.

That is the consular treaty with the
Soviet Union, If it fails of approval,
the determined effort of the President
to build a bridge to the East and
prevent another and perhaps cata-
strophic spiral in the nuclear arms
race goes down with it. Giving the
treaty first priority, Fulbright has
put aside his planned hearings into
the uses and abuses of American pow-

er and the and deeper in-
volvement in Vietnam
FULBRIGHT'S own role as the

chief critic of Vietnam policy says a
great deal about the difficult problem
the Administration faces in the
bridge-bhullding goal. He has cham-
pioned the right of dissent and in his
new book, * Arrogance of Pow-
er.,” he opens up new avenues of
criticism that can properly be called
constructive in that they suggest pos-
sible ways out of Vietnam.

But he is undeniably a rallying

int for a large segment of opinion
hat increasingly, as escalation con-
tinues, has become inflamed not only
against the war but against the Ad-
ministration .and all its works

ON THE OTHER side the extreme
right is mounting a concentrated at-
tack on the consular treaty and the
proposed easing of East-West trade
Through a half-dozen organizations
Senators are being flooded with mail
opposing any relaxation of tensions
with an “enemy” supplying North
Vietnam with weapons to shoot down
American fliers.
