Responsibility Of A Committee

WASHINGTON — Congress can at
any time adopt a resolution limiting
the President’s power to carry on the
war in Vietnam. It ean, in fact, as
President Johnson has challenged bis
critics to do, withdraw the 1964 reso
lution authorizing the use of armed
forces in Southeast Asia. Sen. J. Wil-
liam Fulbright, Democrat of Arkan-
sas, is mistaken, therefore, when he
says that the only ‘real sanction"”
Congress has against escalation of the
war in Vietham would be “impeach-
ment” of President Johnson

THERE IS, moreover, no such
“sanction” For the Constitution
plainly says that a President can be
removed from office only *“on im-
peachment for, and conviction of,
treason, bribery, or other high crimes
and misdemeanors."”

Whenever a President exercises
the authority given to him by Con-
gress itself, whether in the form of a
Joint resolution or in laws appropriat-
ing funds for military operations, his
acts are not personal but are those
of the head of the executive branch
of the government. The Constitution
does not grant any authority to ‘‘im-
peach” a President for performing
the duties of his office or for alleged-
ly failing to act in accordance with
resolutions passed by Congress
These are matters of policy and, if
wrongly applied, the people can do
the “removing” at the next election

THE SENATE Foreign Relations
Committee, of which Sen. Fulbright is
chairman, s engaged at present in a
study of what is known as “separa-
tion of powers” in order to define the
respective responsibilities of the ex
ecutive and legislative branches of
the government, But there's one field
of inquiry into which the Senate prot
ably will not venture, though it could
define clearly and explicitly the line
beyond which the Foreign Relations
Commitiée itsell may not go. For no

WASHINGTON — The looming shad
ow of a constitutional conflict such as
has rocked this country in times of
crisis in the past can be seen on-the
distant horizon. For the moment, the
encounter bears the name of H. Rap
Brown, the SNCC fireball charged
with inciting to riot and arson and
with violation of a Federal gun law

Before the conflict is resolved, how-
ever, it will take in much more than
the fate of a single individual. The
Surpeme Court of the United States
is likely to be once again the forum
for a debate on the right of free speech
versus the communitly’s right to self-
protection from immediate or threat
ened distruction.

BROWN AND HIS predecessor in
the Student Non-Violent Coordinating
Committee, Stokely Carmichael, have
inflamed opinion in this country. From
the safety of Havana, where he was
lionized by Fidel Castro, Carmichacl
called for a guerrilla war by the
blacks against. the whites. Even the
smallest sampling of opinion, whether
in Congressional mail or any street-
corner conversation, shows that the
boiling point has been-reached.
