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ABOUT TEN YEARS ago, a 
California scientist, Paul R. Ehrlich, 
published a small but significant 
book, "The Population Bomb." He 
caused everyone to stop and take 
notice.

Ehrlich’s thesis was that "m an­
kind will breed itself into oblivion." 
He saw population control as the 
only answer to mass starvation. Mr. 
Ehrlich's book went into 28 
printings, sold two million copies, 
and led to the movement for 
ZPG--zero population growth.

The Californian's book triggered 
scores of articles on the population 
explosion. Such emphasis upon 
explosive growth has been fully 
justified in some areas. Figures 
from the Population Reference 
Bureau show that India will double 
its population in 33 years, China in 41 
years, and Mexico’s population of 
62.6 million is expected to double by 
the year 1997.

However, due to all of the 
emphasis on zero population growth, 
tt appears that the movement has 
succeeded so well In the United 
States that some ethnic groups are 
virtually In danger of extinction.

The population growth rate among 
the WASPs (White, Anglo-Saxon 
Protestants) has dropped alarming­
ly. Catholic and non-white reproduc­
tion rates, although higher, also are 
on a downward trend. It has been 
stated that the Jewish Community 
within the United States, statisti­
cally speaking, is threatened with 
extinction within a few generations.

These are vital facts to every 
business leader, public official, yes, 
even farmer, who must plan their 
business for 20. 30, or 50 years in the 
future.

A quick explanation as to the
reason for the trend in the United 
States is to examine the labor force. 
In 1940, only 13.8 million women 
were counted among the total labor 
force. Today, the figure is estimated 
at 38 million.

Although two-thirds of these 
women workers are married, many 
of these working women want only 
one or two children, and some prefer 
to have no children.

The affectiveness, acceptability 
and availability of birth control 
measures provide another explana­
tion to the population trend.

The high cost of medical care, 
housing and education probably 
serves as a deterrent to large 
families. A number of years ago, six, 
eight or ten children in a family was 
In style. This has changed 
drastically.

One of the dangers that some 
economists see about the declining 
birth rate is the fact that as today’s 
workers reach retirement age and 
begin to draw social security, their 
benefits will be paid by an 
increasingly smaller proportion of 
productive young people.

Some of these specialists have 
reasoned that if a stagnant economy 
is to be avoided, millions of workers 
will have to be imported, either 
legally or illegally.

If the figures released by the 
General Accounting Office are 
correct, the situation may take care 
of itself. A study showed that as 
many as 1.3 million illegal aliens 
entered the United States last year 
from Mexico alone.

At one border point in April of 
1977, immigration officers appre­
hended 2.897 illegal aliens in a 
36-hour period. They estimated that 
an equal number got away.

During his visit, Governor Smith 
will discuss various issues in the 
campaign, including his continuing 
desire to make Texas the best state 
in the nation to receive an education. 
While serving as governor, he 
established more new state uni­
versities, m edical and dental 
schools and vocational-technical 
training facilities than any governor 
in Texas history.

He has also unveiled a plan to 
return any revenue surplus to the 
taxpayers of Texas through a 
reduction in the sales tax.

“ The money belongs to the people 
of Texas and should not be left to the 
whims of the legislature to spend it. 
It should be returned to the people in 
the form of a tax reduction.”

SCS Report
“ Farmers hold their fate in their 

own hands,”  according to J.D. 
Smith, member of the Texas State 
Agricultural Stabilization and Con­
servation (ASC) committee. Smith, 
who produces cotton and grain 
sorghum in Lamb County, attended 
a meeting in New Orleans with top 
ASCS officials to discuss the 
farmer-owned grain reserve pro­
gram and the 1978 wheat and feed 
grain set-aside.

“ I came away convinced that only 
through heavy farmer participation 
in the reserve program and the 
wheat and feed grain set-aside 
programs can we come out of the 
price slump we're in now,”  he said. 
“ Through voluntary, individual 
participation in farm programs, 
farmers can achieve the organiza­
tion and the clout necessary to affect 
the marketplace,”  Smith said.

“ The advantages of the reserve 
are clear-store now for future profit 
and receive help with your storage 
costs. Many farmers have been 
holding their grain since harvest. 
Placing it in the reserve gives them 
the opportunity to make a profit 
when prices rise. We as farmers 
need to send a message to the grain 
traders-we won’t sell cheap,” he 
said.

“ Not only is it important to isolate 
surpluses from the market," Smith 
said, “ we must try to prevent a 
further buildup in supplies. The 
set-aside program offers each 
farmer the opportunity to make an 
individual decision on how much 
acreage he or she wishes to plant 
and how much he or she wants to 
hold out of production,”  he said. 
While the program is voluntary, only 
those who participate will be eligible 
for commodity loans, target price 
payments and disaster benefits. 
Those farmers in the north and west 
part of the state who have received 
low-yield payments and our wheat 
producers know full well the value of 
these benefits,”  he noted.

Friona’s Chieftains opened their 
1978 track and field season with a 
bang last Saturday, winning their 
own invitational meet by scoring a 
total of 120 points 

In the most successful track 
shos ing for boys in two years, the 
youthful team scored a “must" win 
in the final event, the mile relay, and 
had to have Olton finish at least 
fourth to overtake the Mustangs in 
the team point total.

The final tally found the Chiefs 
with 121 points, to 115 for Olton.

Chief Robert Ferguson, president 
of the American Law Enforcement 
Officers' Association has announced 
that Sgt Albert M Hill and Thomas 
B Edgett, former investigators with 
the Chaves County Sheriff’s Dept., 
Roswell, N M., have been presented 
the Merit Award for Excellent 
Arrest.

In a letter to the two men. Chief 
Ferguson states: “ Too often we take 
for granted the vigil of our nation s 
law enforcem ent officers who 
routinely risk their lives every time 
they answer a call for help or 
interrupt a crime Often these men 
are alone and asked to enter 
situations that could easily end up in 
a tragic injury or death of the 
officer That is why it is a joy for me 
today to forward these awards as 
national recognition for a job well 
done M

The presentation was made on the 
basis of the January 7, 1978 arrest of 
Rudolfio Corrella, 25. of Roswell. 
The arrest was made possible by 
effective interagency cooperation 
among several law enforcement 
officers.

Sheriff Charles Lovelace of 
Fnona. Texas, acting on informa­
tion provided by Hill, was able to 
identify Corrella as a suspect 
wanted in Fnona for the assault and 
knifepoint robbery of $20,000 from a 
Piggly Wiggly Store employee.

Edgett was able to determine that 
Corrella had picked up his family in 
Roswell and boarded a bus back to 
Friona Prompt notification of Eddy 
County Sheriff's officers at Carlsbad 
enabled them, with the aid of State 
Police, to halt the bus before it 
crossed the state line The arrest 
took place less than 19 hours after 
the Piggly Wiggly Store heist.

Hill and Edgett received awards 
commending their “ apprehension 
and arrest of a criminal whose acts 
were a danger to the public 
welfare "  The certificates state:

Natural Gas Termed 
Top Tax Producer

State Comptroller Bob Bullock 
said last week that natural gas had 
nudged out oil as the state's top 
energy-related tax producer.

An analysis prepared for "Fiscal 
Notes," the monthly financial report 
published by Bullock's office, shows 
that the natural gas production tax 
brought in a record $474.3 million in 
revenue in Fiscal 1977,

The oil production tax, which was 
the top revenue producer among the 
energy-related taxes the previous 
two fiscal years, slipped into third 
place behind motor fuel taxes.

(The State fiscal, or budget, year 
runs from September 1 through 
August 31.)

Bullock said natural gas produc­
tion tax collections for the 1977 
Fiscal Year were up 30 per cent over 
the previous budget year. Oil 
production taxes, meanwhile, de­
clined one per cent to $426.4 million.

Motor fuel taxes, which include 
the five-cent per gallon state levy on 
gasoline, brought in $441.1 million in 
Fiscal 1977, up four per cent from 
the previous year.

The other major energy-related

tax, the utilities gross receipts tax, 
brought in $58.5 million, up 29 per 
cent from the previous year.

Reduced production and a price 
freeze were primarily responsible 
for the decline in oil revenues, 
Bullock said.

Natural gas production also 
declined slightly in Fiscal 1977, but 
higher prices pushed revenues to the 
record high.

In another article, "Fiscal Notes” 
reports that statistics filed by the 
U.S. Bureau of the Census shows 
that Texas state and local 
governments spend less per capita 
on public welfare than the national 
average and most neighboring 
states.

Expenditures in Texas average 
$87 per person, $60 below the 
national average.

State expenditures for November 
totaled $683.3 million compared to 
receipts of $760 3 million.

Dear Senator Hathaway,
Thank you for your informative 

reply to our mailgram about the 
farmers' plight. On paper it looks 
and sounds just great, but the fact 
remains that the Administration is 
turning a deaf ear to the farmer's 
pleas, (American Agriculture had 
four minutes to present their case to 
the President in that hour-long 
meeting you mentioned), and the 
current farm bill is NOT in the 
farmer's best interests.

You are an intelligent man and I 
will not reinterate to you what 
hundreds of farmers better in­
formed than 1 have already told you

Rather. I would prefer to address 
something of which you are 
probably knowledgeable but may 
not now the extent to which we in 
“Grassroots America”  are aware.

Through American Agriculture 
strike offices across the nation and 
farmers who went to Washington in 
January, we have become alerted to 
an organization called the Trilateral 
Commission, established in 1973 by 
the Rockefellers, the major Eastern 
hanks and those of Western Europe 
and Japan, and political and 
multi-national corporate leaders.

According to the Congressional 
Record, Jimmy Carter, himself 
David R ockefeller's handpicked 
man, has filled key cabinet posts 
with fellow Trilateral members, 
including the Commission’s “ brain­
child,”  Zbigniew Brzezinski, our 
National Security Advisor

Among the Tnlateralists advising 
the President are Vice President 
Walter Mondale. Sec of State Cyrus 
Vance, Sec of Defense Harold 
Brown, Treasury Secretary W 
Michael Blumenthal, Ambassador 
to the U N Andrew Young, and 
Senator Herman Talmadge. who is 
chairman of the Senate Agriculture 
Committee 1 do not know whether 
Sec of Agriculture Robert Ber gland 
is a m e m b e r

Carter's political strategy so far

has been in complete harmony with 
the aims of the Trilateral 
Commission, and we have learned 
that the President, on Oct. 5 at the 
U.N., signed two United Nations 
treaties which will commit the 
United States to giving up our 
constitutional right to own private 
property, and our constitutional 
right to keep the government from 
confiscating private property with­
out compensation.

These perfidious Human Rights 
Covenants... the United Nations 
Covenant on Civil and Political 
Rights, and the United Nations 
Covenant on Economic, Social and 
Cultural R ights...are a direct 
violation of the 5th and 14th 
Amendments They currently await 
ratification by the U S. Senate.

Given that perspective, how do 
you expect the nation's farmers to 
trust this farm bill or others like it 
which still refute 100 per cent parity 
and push farmers' dependency upon 
the government in every level of 
agriculture? The present farm bill 
does not control supply, and is 
attempting to subsidize the farmers 
into overproduction, resulting in a 
cheap market, forcing the farmers 
to rely upon the government for 
their income

Two months ago. when a farmer 
told me about a senator who told him 
to urge the farmers not to give up or 
the U.S would be under communism 
in 18 months. I thought it couldn't 
happen And if it could, certainly not 
in the short span of 18 months?

The control of the nation's farms 
and agriculture could do it in that 
short a time. Agriculture is the very 
foundation of the nation’s economy.

This farm bill you advocate, and 
which is being crammed down our 
throats, will only need to be in force 
for one year to get such a 
stranglehold on the agricultural 
economy that it will be a very short 
time until the nation's farmers have 
fallen like dominoes.

And the agriculture of the United 
Stales will be under th? absolute 
control of a Trilateralist govern­
ment. which will use cheap food as a 
tool to manipulate foreign policy to 
suit its own objectives Parity for 
agriculture would mean a major 
setback in their economic takeover 
plan Rather than allow the farmer a 
break-even price in the market­
place. President Carter is doggedly

We hear people saying “ I’ll do it if 

my neighbor goes along with."

The REA has made 
loans of over twenty-six billion 
dollars to rural electric coopera­
tives and less than forty-four 
thousand dollars has been 
classified as bad debts.”

Hamil commended the local 
cooperative for holding down 
electric costs, even when the per 
cent of the electric dollar going to 
purchasing power has sky­
rocketed from 45 per cent in 1974 
to 60 per cent in 1977. The increase 
in electric bills must be credited 
to increased KWH usage. This 
average has increased from 
about 300 KWH per month in 1953 
to over 2100 KWH in 1977

In conclusion, Hamil compli­
mented the Directors and 
management of Deaf Smith REC 
for the continued growth and high 
member equity during recent 
energy problems.
