Whatever else the vote by the
California residents signified, to us
it was a clear signal that the bulk of
middle class America is sick and
tred of working right at half a year
so that over half of the nation will not
have to work, and then being able to
*work for themselves' for the final
half of the year

They're sick and tired of seeling

his hard-earned tax money poured
dwn rat holes by the careless
pliticlans and bureaucrats, who
dn’'t have to pay these taxes
themselves, but merely find ways of
wpending your money, and of
leeping It coming.

They're sick and tired of paying
ome $100,000 executive to figure out
a reason for a tax-financed
program, and then not be able to
erminate the program if and when
t turns out to be a bummer for
everyone except the bureaucrats

They're sick and tired of having to
dg deeper and deeper each and
every year for taxes, while more and
more people evade taxes complete-
i, or refuse to work because they
can get more money ‘‘on welfare.’

Politicians all the way up and
dwn the scale have been quick to
point out the fallacies of the action
by California voters, but we applaud
the courage of the Californians

If the action in California doesn’t
rigger a major tax revolt in our
ountry, as we're hopeful that it will,

A Gallup poll following the
Qalifornia vote showed that 57 per
eent of the public favors a tax cut
gmilar to the one authored in
Qalifornia by Jarvis-Gann. Ameri-
ans also seem to think that taxes
an be trimmed somewhat without
sppreciably sacrificing needed
grvices. In other words, they feel
that government can be made to
gerate more efficiently

Already we had reached the point
© where there were more
Americans on the receiving end of
mxes than there were on the paying
end, and that was a dangerous
stuation

Hopefully, California’s '“Proposi
ton 13" will truly bring about a
maxpayer's revolt in this country. We
have felt for some time that we could
@t along wi.hout a number of the
ddiculous and superflous bureau
aracies which have been estab
Ished

But the nation's taxpayers will
mve to follow through on the
matter, and insist on less govern
ment spending. We might be amazed
d the amount of taxes we could
mve. It's an exciting challenge, and
we hope our government will

farmer to feed the nation

Without parity for agriculture the
market system cannot function, and
without a functioning market
system, political force will eliminate
the public sector of the economy

QOur problem has not been one of
overproduction, but of undercon
sumption resulting from loss of
buying power in the market place

For example the average wheal
crop is two billion bushels. Last year
the price per bushel averaged $2. In
the private sector the four billion
dollars received for the wheat crop
is multiplied seven times

With $5.6 billion taken for taxes
this leaves $22.4 billion for the
private sector. At parity of
approximately $5 per bushel, the
taxes would total $14 billion in the
same wheat crop

At parity, the private sector would
receive $56 billion or a difference of
$33.6 billion for the economy than is
presently received

Parity does not only benefit the
farmers, but the entire economy

and Children (WIC) Program may
be able to help you

The WIC Program is sponsored by
the U.S. Department of Agriculture
and administered in Texas by the
Maternal and Child Health Division
d Texas Department of Health. The
WIC Program in Parmer and ten
aher counties in the South Plains
aea is run by South Plains Health
Provider Organization, Inc

The purpose of the program is to
improve the nutritional status of
pregnant women, new mothers,
nfants and children by providing
rutritional advice, education and
gpecified foods to supplement their
dets. The supplement foods offered
through WIC are designed to fill the
rutritional deficiencies most often

They
grovide nutrition education and
rutritional counseling to the staff
ad participants in the eleven
bllowing counties: Hale, Lamb,
Bailey, Crosby, Floyd, Swisher,
(astro, Motley, Dickens, Deaf Smith
and Parmer

The classes cover many aspects of
nutrition, but are especially con
@rned with the special needs of
expectant mothers, infants and
young children

Some of the topics covered in past
kssons include providing adequate
det at any income level using the
msic four foods groups as a guide,
proper infant feeding practices, how
v make the most of WIC foods, and
the importance of good nutrition
during pregnancy

Future lessons are planned on
such things as providing nutritious
macks that children really like,
treast-feeding your baby, and how
b get the best buy when shopping for
bod. Individual counseling by the
mitrition assistant is always
wvallable
