He Blames
Ku Klux Klan
Mentality

SAN QUENTIN, Calif. (AP) — Wardén Louis
Nelson blames a “Ku Klux mentality” on both
sides for a Negro-white racial feud that has cost
the lives of four inmates this year at San Quentin
prison

“The vast majority of the inmates want no part
of It.”" he said Thursday in ordering most convicts

locked in their cells through the weekend after
seven whites were stabbed, one fatally. Three
Negroes were killed earlier

T Nelson said there was a continuing struggle

“Wrveen 200 to 300 militants of both races

San Quentin has about 3.600 inmates, 30 per
cent of them Negro, 53 per cent white and 17 per
cent Latin American and other munorities

Nelson said that Wednesday's seven white vic-
tims were chosen ‘‘for the simple reason that
they were white—targets of opportunity.’

They were stabbed, he said. in a “‘well-planned,
well-timed’” attack. The assailants used a scissors
blade and toilet plunger rods honed into knives

The six injured ,were reported in good condition
and expected to recover The dead man; Robert
J Adams, 30, was a convicted Los Angeles mur-
derer

Last April 23, a Negro was stabbed to death
Two days later four white men were stabbed,
none fatally. On April 28, two more Negroes were
fatally stabbed ‘

“We are walking a tightrope ' Nelson said. *This
could well blow up into a full-scale war which
would leave many men lying out on the ground. ™

for hospital, kitchen and laundry duties would stay
wked up through the weekend, except at meal-

time, while 13 Negro suspects in the latest outbreak

North argued that
South did not play the hand
with the “safety of his con-
tract” in mind. It was North's
contention that the declarer
should cash the ace, king of,
hearts — forgoing the finesse
which in North’'s opinion
could gain little more than a
mere overtrick. When the
queen of hearts does not
drop,declarer proceeds to
establish a club trick for him-
self and loses — in all — two
clubs and one heart.
|  While South conceded that
North's recommendatidns
would have worked out suc-
cessfully in the present case,
he countered by pointing out
that if East has four hearts
to the queen and a doubleton
club — then declarer must
[ take the haart finesse to win
the hand.

The U.S. Department of Agriculture
and the Nixon administration ap-

rently were stunned when the:

House placed a $20,000 limitation on
subsidy payments when it passed a
“.'-Nﬁiw agricultural appropriation
bill. Administration officials warned
that the limitation would play havoc
with the complicated farm program,
but House members voted 224 to 142
to retain the limitation. On top of
it all, the House iated $1.5
billion for the needy for school
lunches in the same bill. This seemed
to be the House answer to critics
that in some counties where the farm
subsidies for the rich are o
there are no programs to the
hungry

Xep. Paul Findley, Tllinois bli-
can, the fight for limiting subsidy
payments, a campaign he has been

conducting for four unsuccessful
years. But the measure faces an up
hill battle in the Senate, where the
administration and farmer groups are
preparing to concentrate their at-
tention. ‘

It could be said that payments of
large subsidies to big corporate farms
— some receive as much as-a million
dollars a year — need re-examination,

_but whether an arbitrary limit under

the farm program as it is presently
constituted would be practical is open
to question.

The program was originally
designed to help the “‘family farm.”
But over the years the family farm
has di ared, absorbed by the
cogporate farmers or those who have
accumulated thousands of acres

There is a middle ground, but this
probably won't be reached until the
entire farm program comes under
revision

Meanwhile, it might be suggested
that other forms of government
subsidy should be subjected to the
same scrutiny as the farm subsidy.

The Giont Of Organized Labor

Gone from the scene is John L.
Lewis, a man of power who did much
to the entire economic .and

sociological pattern of America.
He came into minence as head
of the United Mine Workers, later

became a real giamt of the entire
labor movement when he founded the
CIO, which brought thousands and
thousands of workers into unions,
Until that concept, organized labor
was mostly in skilled crafts or “verti-
cal” unions. Lewis felt that every
worker should be into an organization,
thus the “horizontal” concept.

Lewis was a man of force with
a skilled tongue. He attained e
and he exercised it, both in mg
with industrial and business leaders
and with politicians.

He was in many a bitter battle,

but even those who fought him on
issues never lost for his
ability, his mission and integrity.
When the last chapter of the John
L. Lewis story is written, it may high-
light the fact that, despite his organ-
izing ability, his greatest contribution
was in the area of mine safety. For
safer working conditions, for better
medical treatment and hospital care,
he never ceased fighting.
The_conditions of the miners (al-
though they must be decreasing in
numbers) have steadily improved
ever since John L. Lewis came into

power.
Lewis had been in retirement for
several years, but he had made his
mark on this country. No man has
le.v::r done as much for organized

WASHINGTON — Whether it's a

Nixon in intermational affairs, the
important thing for the American
people to bear in mind is that in
most countries of the world there's
a different conception of how our
government functions than prevails in
this country.

The Department of State is very
much disturbed by this resolution and
expressed its views in a letter urging
that it not be adopted.

THE LACK of cooperation between
the executive and legislative branches
of the government here has led to
the. feeling in Europe and Asia that
President Nixon does not have the
confidence of Congress. The belief is
widespread that he will be unable
to continue American participation in
the war in a manner that will induce
the North Vietnamese to begin to
withdraw their troops and permit the
setting up of a new government in
South Vietnam elected by the people

It may turn out that President
Nixon, in order to make headway in
the Paris peace talks and bring the
Vietnam war to a conclusion, will
have to assert his constitutional
authority to press for a negotiated
settlement_under some form of inter-
national supervision.

THE SIMPLEST solution of. all, of
course, would be to turn the matter
over to the United Nations Security
Council. If the Soviets really wish
to cooperate, progress could be made
there towards -ending the Vietnam
war and establishing a mechanism

19 keep the peace, as has been done

on _other occasions in various parts
of the world.

Once the United Nations took over
the responsibility, a situation, to be
sure, could develop like the one in
Korea. While this is not altogether
setftled from the standpoint of
reunification of the two parts of the
country, South Korea is nevertheless
at present being protected by a
peacekeeping force under the com-

mand of the United Nations.

Checklists For New Industry

NEW YORK (AP) — What
type of environment does a cor-
poration seek when it wishes to
relocate or build a large branch
plant? An almost perfect one,
judging from the checklists used
by some companies,

Basic considerations general-
ly are .well known: the plant
sites available, transpertation,
power, water, tax rate. But Lhe
religious and political attitndes
of people also are given high
priority.

IN A remarkably candid talk
with .bankers in Nashville,
Tenn., this spring, John Harper,

, president of Aluminum Co. of
' America, ran down the list of

considerations in choosing a site
for a large fabricating facility.

High on the list was the ‘‘qual-
ity” of a community, its attitude
toward schools, its initiative in
tackling oronuuon problems, the
ability its leaders.

The initial studies an with
the selection by high Alcoa offi-
cials of states in which the facil-
ity could be located. Among the
criteria: the falrness of taxes,
attitude toward business, fiscal

responsibility.

“DESPITE all other attrac-
tions,” said Harper, “we will
not consider locating in a stale
unless there is clear evidence of
a continuing policy of reason
and fairmess toward business
and industry.”

The job selection then was

Dear Dr. Thosteson: My son,
7, frequently gets leg cramps,
and sometimes in his arms.

To Sea For A Nickel?

NEW YORK (AP) — We
sailed from the Battery on the
early tide, aboard the steamship
Mary Murray

It was a quiet embarkation
without champagne or flowers,
but where else can you go to sea
for a nickel?

The 34-wear-old Mary Murray
is—oneof nine ferries on” the
nine-mile run to Staten Island—
the same run on which the Van-
derbilt fortue was founded a
century and a half ago. She
makes the trip in 20 minutes,
carrying as many as 2,500 pas-
sengers

OUTWARD BOUND, we
coasted past the old Governor’s
Island Army Base before angling
over to within shouting distance,
almost, of the Statue of Liber-
ty. Neglected Ellis Island and a
shipyard wheeled past. Then
with tugs, barges. a police boat,
tankers and what have you
streaming by, we ran along a
line of anchored freighters

On their reciprocal course to
Manhattan, three other ferries,
painted like ours a nasty yellow,
churned along. They run every
10 minutes in the rush hours, ev-
ery hour in the dead of night.

In spite of gloomy predictions,
the opening of the Verazzano
Bridge between Brooklyn and
Staten Island has not cut fe
traffic disasterously, althoug
bridges have put a dozen other

New York ferries out of busi-
ness.

HOW ON EARTH does this

one make a profit on a 5-cent
fare? It doesn't. It's just that the
politicians who overcame natur-
al timidity to increase subway
fares from 5 to 20 cents have
never gotten up courage to
touch the ferry fare.

For all that, the Mary Murray
is clean and well kept. She is as
ancient as they come—some of
her eight sisters are only four
years old and carry up to 3,500
passengers: And she runs on
steam.

“Takes hundreds of gallons
of fuel to make the round trip,”
asserts a deck hand, ‘‘but this
old up-and-down steam engine
will keep going forever. The die-
sels on the new boats aren’t cut
out for this kind of job—they're
always giving trouble.”

APPROACHING the ferry slip
on Staten Island, the captain
seems to head our 264-foot craft
right into the bulkhead, but he
cuts the power, drifts with the
tide, and sends her ahead smart-
ly into her appointed place.

Do We Want To

WASHINGTON — The question is
tiresome through repetition, but per
sistent because it is so pertinent: If
we can get to the moon next month,
why can't the same systems lift us
out of the slums?

Like most reporters, I have asked
it of cabinet officers, administrators,
businessmen and professional prob
lem-solvers. There were dusty an.
swers until [ was given, in confidence,
a so-called “in-house white paper"”
which was prepared for circulation
a few years back by a multi-billion
dollar industrial association.

PARADOXICALLY, this out-of-date
study is still up-to-date. Nothing has
been done under Presidents Johnson
and Nixon to put the information into
use. L#t us turm the dry language
into dialogue
* Q.: Why hasn't industry, which
belped ruin the cities, done more to
restore them?

A.: Industry has done dozens of
systems-analyses on urban trans-
portation, hospital construction, anti-
crime devices and manpower train-
ing; but these efforts are sporafic
and spotty. The reason why .industry
has not submitted a grand design for
applying computerized technology on
a national scale is easily stated. The
Federal government, while buying
lunar voyages and military might, has
not purchased national rehabilitation.

Q.: BUT SURELY industry has a
self-interest in the social, psychologi-
cal and physical” removal of the
slums?

A.: Not really. No customer, no
contract, no work. This is a general
rule, but has exceptions.

Q.: Some sociologists say that mili-
tary-space planning does not readily

apply to the social sciences, and
would only produce nfiniscule and in-
appropriate information on sluin
problems. Is this true?

A.2 IT IS NOT true. To quote For-
tune magazine, “Systems engineering
Is not merely a technique for produc-
ing exotic hardware: more basically,
It is a new way of approaching
complex problems and organizing
their solution.””

Mood Toward War Is Hardening

WASHINGTON — Agreement on the
withdrawal of some American troops
from Vietnam in late summer, has
come just in the nick of time. Just
in time, that is to say, for President
Nixon.

The mood is hardening, as is
evident to anyone moving about the
country. While the students are at
one_extreme on the Vietnam war, the
view among citizens of widely varying
rank and age is turning from skep-
ticism and doubt over the Administra.
tion’s approach to one of sour convic-
tion that it is only more of the same.
Thev don't seem to be -able to do
any more than the Johnson crowd
when it comes to ending the war —
this expresses a growing impatience

with what seems to many shilly-
shallying delays.
PRESIDENT NIXON makes his

widely trumpeted speech on Vietnam
Saturday. There is background music
to underscore the vital importance of
the speech in the pursuit ‘of peace.
President Nguyen Van Thieu of South
Vietnam has n briefed on every
word, every comma, and is in com-
plete accord. .

Taking out the troops should do a
lot to satisfy the moderates on the
college campuses and isolate the
extremists. It will be proof that an
end to the war is in.sight even though
complete. withdtawal -is clouded by
doubts as to whether the South Viet-
namese army can take over the
fighting.

ON THE CAMPUSES the war is
closely linked to the draft. Passage
of the Nixon draft plan - a lottery

with vulnerability concentrated on the

19-year-olds as against the present
seven-year period between the ages
of 19 and 25 — would lessen tensions.
Educators on several campuses ex-

merely sheltering in the ivied halls
from the long arm of the draft. With
no real interest in education. they
are restless recruits for the deter-
mined disrupters.
