A battery of howitzers 
was firing direct fire and there 
was artillery support from five 
other nearby bases.”

The attackers set up antiair­
craft machine guns in five posi- 
iions and hit one of the Ameri­
can helicopter gunships that 
came with Air F'orce bombers 
to help the enciirled ba.se camp. 
But the chopper pilot guided hi-s., 
craft to a safe landing at a near­
by base.

The base was hit by about 150 
rockets, mortar shells and rock­
et-propelled grenades during the 
two-hour battle.
