Senators Predict
Surtax Extension

WASHINGTON (AP) — Rep.
Gerald R. Ford, House Republi-
can leader, expressed confi-
dence today. that the House will
vote to extend the income sur-
tax

After GOP leaders in the
House and Senate met with
President Nixon, Ford told

newsmen that at least 130 Re-
publican members would vote
for the extension, which he be-
lieved would come before the
House Wednesday

“I am confident that with (he
cooperation of the Democrats
, there will be more than
enough votes to put the surtax
through as it came out of the
Committee on -Ways and
Means,” Ford said

Sen. Everett M. Dirksen, Sen-

ate GOP leader, expressed con-
fidence that the Senate would
pass the surtax extension-after
the House takes its action but
doubted it would go through be-
fore June 30 the date it is to ex-
pire.
_ He said Congress would have
to pass a contnuing resolution
until the Senate can take action
on,the measure.

The Democratic leadership
made final checks Monday and
seemed to be satisfied the
House Rules-€ommittee would
vote the bill out .on a ‘‘closed
rule” basis, whith means a
straight ves or no vote, with no
amendments considered

Surtax opponents contemplate
challenging the ‘*‘closed rule,”
but they have been putting their
main emphasis on defeating the
measure. Earlier, House liber-
als had attempted to persuade
the committee to allow a vote
on extending the income {ax
surcharge for less than a year.

The Nixon proposal, endorsed
by a split committee vote,
would continue the tax at 10 per
cent for six months and five per
cent for another six months
The tax expires June 30 unless
extended

If the effort to defeat the no-
amendment rule fails, oppo-
nents then must work to defeat
the measure outright Passage
depends on solid- Republican
support plus-a generous-shce-of
the Democratic majority

Rep. Charles A. Vanik,
D-Ohio, opposes the bill and he
has written to all House Demo-
crats that the measure must be
killed to force quicker actiom on
general tax reform

The Nixon bill will pass, said
Rep. John W. Byrnes, R-Wis|
but ‘“we still will have to get S0
or 90 Democratic votes. I do not
believe the Democratic leader
ship ‘would be so ineffective as
not te produce those 80 or 90

votes.”

Byrnes, leading GOP House
tax expert, pegged Republican
support- at 120 to 130 votes—two
thirds of the GOP House mem-
hership. His Democratic figures
amount to a bare majority of

WASHINGTON (AP) — A San
Francisco  police  inspector
charged today that both the
Black Panther Party and Stu-
dents for a Democratic Society
are parts of a world-wide revo-
lutionary movement

The two groups are about to
join with others in a coalition to
be called the American Libera
tion Front, Inspector Ben Lash-
koff told the Senate permarent

He said a Black Panther col-
oring book, with drawings de-
picting children Killing police-
men, is being distributed at a
Black Panther breakfast pro
gram for children at a san
Francisco Catholic church, a
Methodist church and a public
elementary school.

‘It is a blueprint for murder
of policemen,” protested . Sen
Karl E. Mundt, RSD. “Tt is
dedicated to showing that po
licemen are pigs.”

Area College Should Serve -The Area

Some new and rather inexplicable

developments have occured that could -

serve to add difficulties to the
eventual financing of a new upper
level college in the Permian Basin
area.

These have occurred in Odessa
where a newly formed committee has
set out to see that the institution is
located in Ector County :

This is in violation of both agree-
ments- and general understanding on

the part of many West Texans who -

have supported the area college. The
original plan was to use a site that
has been offered free to the state
- some 700 acres — at the intersec-
tion of Interstate 20 and FM 1788
which happens to be about half-way
between Midland and Odessa, which
provides quick transportation for
commuter students along both high-
ways mentioned.

The upper level college, as most
people know, was approved by the
College Coordinating Board and sub-
sequently the Legislature, on the
promise that it — with the two final

The contest begins behind the
rope barrier. where roper and
his mount wait for the calf to

be released The barrier 1s re

leased automatically hy a
measured length of twine
around the calf's neck. When

the calf reaches the end of the
twine. the barrier is tripped. If
the cowbhoy rides through the
barrier, a ten-second penalty is
added to his time

A good horse will rate the
calf, closing on him quickly and "
holding a steady interval,
regardless of how the calf bobs
or- weaves. . Most _ropers _like
their horses to stay a length
behind and a fraction to one
side to allow a clean throw

The horse's quick stop is used
by the cowboy to propel him
down the rope to the calf. On
the ground. the roper must
throw the calf by hand, 'a task
made® easier if the horse keeps
the rope tight. The calf may
be downed by either ‘‘legging”
(using a foreleg as a pry to
tip him over) or by ‘flanking”
(picking up the animal and
laying him on his side)

Once the calf is down, the
roper gathers three legs and
wraps and ties them with a
short Jength of light rope called
a piggin’ string

Calf roping rewards are the richest of all professional
rodeo events. The horses are finely trained animals with
individual values rumning into the thousands of dollars. And
the roper must have the unerring aim of a Bob Feller, the
timing ‘of Cassius Clay, and the strength of Paul Bunyon.
Here the roper has settled his loop, the mount digs in for
