fruits Mr. Whaley has a snall
vineyard econsisting df six arbors
each 150 feet long and containing
at least twelve different varletiog
of grapes. These twelve varie-
gies include some of each of the
red and purple or black|
grapes, and he says it is hard to
tell which, if either of these varie-
ties and vcolors exceed in either
production of quality of fluvor.
Mr. Whaley says these grape
vines have never falled to produce|
@ crop, although some seasons the
first settings of the young crop has
been destroyed by frost When
this has been the case he has simp-
Iy rubbed off the frosted leaves
and buds and another crop has
been set and grown to maturity.
Usually the vines have been so|
filed with large well filled clust-|
ers as almost hide the leave, He |
has never had any trouble in dis-
posing of all the fruit produced at|
attractive prices, which he has|
had in excess of what they have|
needed for home use. As to the
variety to be grown, he thinks de-
pends on the purpose to which they
are to be put, or the manner of
preserving or serving them. For
eating fresh, he prefers the white
varieties. For the ulce or for pre-
serving or Jelly he prdfers the red
or black varieties
Mr. Whaley has a manner and
time for pruning and training his
vines which he has found to be
hest suited for their life and pro-
duction, which he will _be glad to
explain to any one Interested in

& crowing grapes.

As we see it from Mr. Whaley's
vxperience, persons who have the
wpace and do not grow a few
grapes for their own use are de.
uying themselves much of the
pleasure of life.

New York.—Miss Natalle Rogers, in
private life Mrs. Oscar de Lima May
eor, wife of a painter, who, with her
busband explored the wilds near the
Roosevelt river (the River of Doubt)
& the AmiZoniun basin of BSouib
America In 1925 has recently returned
to New York frem another expedition
among wild and warllke people. She
told how she and Miss Ora Ford of
Springteld, Mass., a classmate at Cor
pell university a few years ago, had
made a trip full of "wardships and
dangers to visit the npearly extinet
tribe of Serl Ilndlans, who formerly
controlled much of the west coast of
the Province of Sonora, Mexlco, but
are now confined almost exclusively
to the tiny Island of Tiburon (Shark
laland) In the Gulf of Callfornia

Miss Rogers and Miss Ford are be
Heved to be the first white women to
penetrate to Lhe habitation of the
primitive Seris, as they were sald 1o
be the frst white women to reach cer

This will be another gooa year for
hogs. W. W. Shay, swine extension
specialist at the North Carolina State
college, Is authority for this state
ment, and Mr., Shay is credited with
knowing more about ralsing and fat-
tening these animals than any other
man In North Carolina,

Here s what he says: “Advance In-
formation from the government pig
survey Indicates that high prices for
hogs will continue for another year
In fact the number of hogs slaugh-
tered Is expected to be less than In
any year since 1920-21."

This means, according to Mr, Bhay,
that there Is less pork in storage and
the man who grows out his plgs well
and fattens them properly will make
a profit on the feed given them. Corn
and other graln ralsed on the farm
should be considered largely In the
light of a feed for live stock, anyway,
clalms Mr, Shay. He states that graln
sold as finlshed meat brings a higher
price than when the graln is sold as
graln and he has records and facts
which support his clalm,

For Instance, records kept by coun-
ty agents on the cost of galn for over
000 hogs owned by some 200 farmers
during 1928 showed a return of well
over $£200 per bushel for the 27,708
bushels of corn eaten by the hogs
During this period, corn or grain was
hardly wselllng for over §$1.00 per

ishel.
