A new tourist attraction for Dallas,
combined with a startling new down-
town bullding featuring a 600-room
hotel, was announced by C. Wesley
(,o'_\'er Jr., managing partner of
Griffin Square, Itd. and Ernest F
Renaud, vice president of develop
ment for Fred Harvey, Inc

The dramatic structure, a cylindri
cal tower 913 feet high, will be the
first building to be constructed in the
32-acre downtown Dallas redevelop-
ment announced last fall by Gover,
Dallas real estate investor. "

Fred Harvey, In the interna
tionally known hotel-restaurant com
pany, will operate the hotel ac-
commodations in 28 floors of the
tower on a long-term lease. Executive
office suites will occupy the lower
21 floors. The structure will be topped
by an indoor-outdoor observation area
and a revolving restaurant. both
reached by glass-enclosed express
elevators, and together adding a lead-
ing tourist attraction to downtown
Dallas

The tower, world’'s tallest concrete
building, will exceed in height such
tall structures as Houston's new Shell
Building (714 feet); New York's Pan
Am Building (808 feet): and the re
nowned RCA Building at Rockefeller
Center (850 feet). The observation
deck at 900 feet will exceed by one
foot that of the Eiffel Tower (899
feet); by 300 feet San Antonio's Tower
of the Americas (600 feet): and by
352 feet Seattle’s famed Space Needle
(518 feet)

The proposed tower will contain ap-
proximately one million square feet
of floor area, and will cost close to
$30 million

Goyer also stated that negoliations

Story Told
On Histo-Wall

SAN ANTONIO — From birth as
a slave to a successful career as a
Negro rancher is the life story
Daniel Webster ‘‘80 John Wallace
of Mitchell County, near Colorado
City

The tall, ambitious Wallace even
tually owned more than 10000 acres
of land and was one of the mos!
respected ranchmen of the old west
In his lifetime, he saw the buffalo
disappear from the frontier and was
the oldest resident pioneer of Mitchell
County

] San Antony
W f mother, Mary Wallace

had been sold to a family in Victori
$1 000 one vear before his
birth. He "was born near the town
of Victoria on Sept. 15, 1860, one year
prior to the start of the Civil War
" When he was still a young child
his mother sent him to the fields u
chop and plow all day. But he
dreamed of riding the open range &s
d 4"\\"4‘

Since Wallace had grown up on a
ranch and learned how to ride a horse
and drive cattle at an early age, h
went to work as a cowhand when
he was 17 vears old. He left the
Victoria area with all his possessions
tied on a saddle behind him

I'he ensuing days were happy ones
for the voung cowhoy who had
realized his dream. The only cloud
on his untroubled horizon was the fre
quent Comanche raid which usual
occurred at night when the trail
drivers were not on guard

In a book on her father, published
in 1960 and titled, “The Story of ‘80
John',” his daughter, Hettye Wallace
Branch, described the early Texas of
W 1':.'11"'~ vouth as

“Unsullied by barbed wire and train
smoke, a cowman’s paradise of run
ning water, grass-covered hills and
wide fertile valleys

While working for Rancher Clay
Mann, he made the long journey up
the trail to Dodge City, Kansas. In
1877, he helped Mann drive the first
herd of cattle into what is now
Colorado City

Mann's cattle were branded with
a large “80." It was from this tha

+ &t
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Wallace got the nickname that was
to last a lifetime, “80 John.”

In the vears that followed, ‘80
John” suffered most of the hardships
of the frontiersman. There was ex-
treme cold in winter, frequent prairie
fires and the big drouth of 1883, But
there were personal compensations
He was so respected by Mann that
he often was entrusted with as much
as $30,000 in cash to deliver to cattle-
men in payment for new herds

When the other boys spent their

money in the dance halls, saloons and

ng places, Wallace went back

to camp and saved his, for he had

still another dream. He wanted to
own a ranch

With the money he saved, “S0
John” bought cattle which Mann per-
mitted him to pasture on his ranch
Wallace branded them with his sur-
name, later changing to “DW.”

In 1885, he purchased two sections
of land, three miles southeast of
Loraine in Mitchell County. This was
the beginging of his career as a
cattleman

Things went well at first, but the
drouth of 1884 brought disaster to
Wallace, who had to sell his cattle
at a much lower price than he had
paid. However, an old friend, Winfield
Scott, came to his ald and loaned
him $£10.000 to restock his land

In the 1880°'s and at a cost of $2.500,
he drilled one of the first water wells
in West Texas to be pumped by a
windmill

A man of little formal education
Wallace was nevertheless a pgood
businessman. He was well-respected
by other ranchers and generous with
his time and money

Although he had received only a
little over two years of schooling,
Wallace contributed toward the
establishment of a Negro school near
Colorado City, which was named In
his honor. Later it became a high
school and now has been integrated

When “80 John' died on March 28
1939. he was the owner of 10,000 acres
of land, 600 cattle, a modern eight-
room house, barns, lots and corrals

Today, his descendants still operate
the ranch founded orf the dreams
ingenuity and hard work of a former
Negro slave

RORREST CITY, Ark. (AP)
— National Guardsmen and
|state troopers patrolled de
serted Forrest City streets
Wednesday night after a cur-
\few and nightfall brought rela.
Itive calm to this racially tense
East Arkansas town.

About 160 guardsmen moved
into the city by late afternoon

to help about 80 state t rs,
and Forrest City and St. Fran-
cis County authorities In en-

forcing a 7 p.m. curfew.

The guardsmen sealed off a
four-block area around the cit
hall and police station in ad-
vance of the curfew as about
30 white pickets demonstrated
in support of “law and order.”
About 100 persons were in the
area to watch the activity

T'here were no major incis
dents as guardsmen, troopers
and city police cleared a crowd
of about 50 Negroes on one side
of the street and about 100
whites on the other about a
block from city hall as the cur-
few siren sounded

The area around the city hall
and police station was the
scene Tuesday night when five
persons were accosted by
angry members of a crowd of
several hundred whites. Lance
“Sweet Willie Wine” Watson,
leader of a black militans
group -in Memphis called the
invaders and an organizer of a
Negro boycott of Forrest City
merchants, suffered a broken
elbow in an altercation with
several whites

A second special session is now un-
der way; because the members car-
ried on their personal vendettas for
30 days without giving any mature
consideration to equitable sources of
revenue.

We have to go along with Governor
Preston Smith when he said, “We
have been treated to a spectacle of
petty quarreling, jealousies between
houses, obstinate and self-serving po-
sitions, demogagic rhetoric, childish

personalities and undue interference
with the lobby. I believe the people
of Texas are sick and tired of it.”

The Legislature’s problem is that
the state’s fiscal year terminates Sun-
day and a new one opens Sept. 1. This
means that all state appropriations
will expire. The question is now
whether the senators and legislators
can cool it long enough to talk out a

tax program within a matter of three
days

Meanwhile, what haopened to the
governor's recommendations? He of-
fered several alternate plans before
the snecial session started. His princi-
pal orogram, designed to raise $307
million for ‘two years, included a
sales tax increase from 3 to 3.5 per
cent, sales taxation of aleoholic bev-
erages, a two-year corporation fran-
chise tax increase, and a cigarette
tax increase from 11 to 14 cents a
pack. Some of this is on business, a
great deal of it is on the consumer,
but there must be .the feeling over
Texas that since alcoholic beverages
and cigarettes are far from being ne-
cessities, their consumers ought to be
able to carry a pretty heavy share.

Governor Smith arso mentioned
“commitments,’” and said it is time to
erase personal commitments and look
to the interests of the people of the
state. Amen.

Little Hope For Peace In Mid-East

Who is winning the Arab-Israeli
non-war? Neither side, apparently, al-
though time seems to be on the side
of the Arabs.

It is difficult to conjure up a paral-
lel situation in modern times. Israel
decisively defeated the Arabs in the
six-day war of June, 1967. It then
consolidated its pesition by occupying
Egyptian territory up to the Suez
Canal and Jordanian territory by
occupying all of the west bank of
the Jordan River. This established
two clear defensive lines that should
be relatively easy to defend

But there has been no peace, only
occasional lulls. Arab commandos o«
casionally cross the Suez. Guerrillas
and saboteurs appear and disappear
within Israel and the occupied tern-
tory. Artillery duels regularly erupt
along the Suez. Israel replies with
air rads on suspected guerrilla
concentrations, on refineries and
electrical power centers, and on forti-

 fied positions

But Israel does not need anv more
Arab territory — it has its hands
full at the moment. Nor is there any
visible evidence that attacks on Arab
economic targets are successful — the
Arabs seem perfegtly capable of

accepting the loss of some of the
amenities of civilization.

The weight of informed military
opinion suggests that Israel is still
more than a match for the combined
Arab countries on its borders, al
though the military outlays continue
to place a dreadful burden on its
economy. If war should again break
out the lesson of 1967 probably would
be repeated, though it might take
longer than six days and result in
much greater Israeli casualties. But
another war would not help Israel
or the Arabs, since there is no ap
parent lessening of the Arab deter
mination not to recognize the
existence of the State of Israel

NIXON was able to preside
over the triumph of the Moon-walk
and he fully recognizes the magnitude
of that great adventure, but he is

As Vice
President, he was rated as “neutral”
in 1957 when Senator Lyndon Johnson
wrote the legislation that created
NASA and forced it upon President

When she trotted out the
crayons and drawing paper, we all
pitched in with a little more effort,
but alas the results were about the
same.

PERHAPS THE MOST interesting
class of all was in geography. This
teacher, who was also school prin-
cipal, had maps on every wall, most
of them the roll-down kind. They were
fascinating, and the challenge of
reading better than someone else,
when she marched us through the
paces of the geography book, made
it the most interesting class of the
day

She had another ace in the hole
Each teacher had a small closet in
her room for personal effects, and
this one found somewhere else for
her coats, etc., and converted her
closet into a library of her personal
books.

WASHINGTON — President Nixon
took a step of far-reaching importance
when he announced that he was defer-
ring a decision as to further with-
drawals of American troops from
South Vietnam. The decision may
come within two weeks or may be
put off until October. But it should
not take that long for the North Viet-
namese o make up their minds
whether they want an intensified war
or a ceasefire with a subsequent
settlement

For the President's action is a
warning. While any withdrawal
program might be slowed down, the
announcement gives a hint that the
United States, even in pulling out
troops, is not planning to keep aloof
if another attempt to conquer South
Vietnam is subsequently made

WHAT THE President is doing, in
effect, is telling the North Vietnamese
that the United States didn't sacrifice
American lives for the principle of
self-determination of peoples only to
