ONE OF THE BIGGEST ‘‘White
Elephant” projects that has come
along in our congress in the past
several years is the controversial
senate office complex, which was
begun in 1972 at an estimated cost of
$48 million

The project is now stalled, waiting
additional funding. The latest cost
estimate is $200 million. There is
open division among senate mem-
bers as to the actual need for such a
building.

In senate debate last week,
Senator Charles Chaffe argued that
there was little in the new senate
“palace’’ that the senators actually
needed

For one thing, there will be a new
rooftop restaurant with 100 seats.
The senate already has two
restaurants with 250 seats. Chaffe
pointed out that the new addition
would provide restaurant service to
the senators, or 3.5 seats per
senator.

They are also building a new gym,
which is twice the size of the two
gyms the senators already have
Senator William Proxmire of
Wisconsin said he could not imagine
a more galling symbol of congres-
sional arrogance than the new gym.

The Wisconsin senator pointed out
that he knew that the senate's
present gym was used only by two or
three senators, otherwise it stands
idle all the time.

Senator John Danforth of Missouri
points out that IBM is building a
major office building in the middle
of New York City. It will be at least
40 stories high, and will cost around
75 million dollars. By contrast, the
new senate building, and its
estimated cost of $150 to $200 million,
is only five or six stories tall.

“We are building around the
wildest dreams of anyone in the
business world or anyone out there
in the country. It is a palace that we
are building,” Senator Danforth
said

The Missouri senator, stating that
the only argument advanced by
proponents of the new office building
is the crowded conditions presently
imposed on members of the senate
staff. Maybe what they should
consider doing is cutting down on the
staff, one congressman suggested.

For example, the capitol police
department consists of 1,186
officers, hired to protect 53§
members of congress, and an
estimated 17,000 staff employees. By
contrast, Kansas City, Missouri,
with a population of over 500,000, has
a police force of around 1,200. Sen.
Danforth further stated that
Hannibal, Missouri, with about the
same population as Capitol Hill,
manages with only 42 police officers.

The latest action by the senate
found the body voting 45-29 against
stopping work on the bullding, and
then voting 65-13 to Impose a $135
million celling on Its construction
and “‘initial furnishing.”

However, on August 17, the House
of Representatives, which also has
to pass on the financial portion,
voted against providing more than
the original funds, so the senate’s
“White Elephant'' remains a big
steel skeleton in the middle of
Washington, D.C

Congresmen, we believe, should
have to exist on taxpayers' budgets
In fact, they should be taxpayers
themselves. If they were, perhaps
they would never launch such a
foolhardy project

School Tax Rate
Adjustment Made

The Board of Trustees of the
Friona Independent School District
announced this week that the tax
rate for the 1978-79 fiscal year will be
61.5 cents per $100 assessed
evaluation

The board had previously pro
jected staying with a 60-cent tax
rate, but the last-minute adjustment
was necessary

Board president Floyd Reeve and
Superintendent Tom Jarboe ex-
plained that a couple of factors
entered into the rate change. One
was the fact that the property
adjuster, Bill McMorries, had
overestimated the values of pro-
perty in some instances

Also, adjustments were made on
some evaluations of farm property,
where meter readings on irrigation
wells revealed that less water was
being pumped than the evaluator
had estimated. This amounted to a
considerable number of dollars
coming off the valuation, Jarboe
pointed out

The school leaders said that at the
new rate, a 100 per cent collection

would generate about $916,000 in
revenue. By comparison, a 100 per
cent collection in 1977-78 at the
former rate would have generated
$903,500 in revenue

“The new evaluations are not
actually generating much additional
money, but will equalize the
situation. In some cases, people’s
school taxes will be increased, but
there are also some whose taxes will
decrease,” Jarboe said.

“In visiting with the area
residents, we feel that the
re-evaluation process went as
smoothly as possible. Most people
seemed to think that it was the
proper thing to do, getting the taxes
based on 100 per cent evaluation
figures,”' Reeve stated.

The school budget for 1978-78 is up
by about 3.7 per cent over the
previous year. This is due to salary
hikes and inflationary trends in
supplies and equipment

The school leaders pointed out that
the school will receive enough added

Jarboe stated that he wished to
apologize to the parents for the
lateness of this announcement, but
sald It was necessary to walt untll
pre-enrollment was over before the
determination was made on the
kindergarten Issue.

Friona’'s previous arrangement
for kindergarten was a split year
with older five-year-olds going the
first half year and younger
five-year-olds going during the
second half. Thus, parents who had
been planning to send their
youngsters to kindergarten in
January may be rushed to get the
necessary supplies together and get
the proper immunizations for their
children before school starts
Monday morning

Parents are asked to bring their
children to the South door of the
Grade School Building Monday
morning at 8:45 a.m. The children

Is Added

Friona's new breakfast program
for the school system will go into
effect Monday morning shortly after
8a.m. A simplified breakfast will be
served to Friona School students
from around 8:10 till 8:45 a.m. in the
School Cafeteria. Breakfast will
consist of cereal, toast and jelly,
milk or juice

Cost for the breakfast will be 30
cents per day for grades kindergar-
ten thru 8 and will be 35 cents per
day for students in grades 9 thru 12
Grades 6 thru 12 will purchase
breakfast tickets along with their
lunch tickets if they so desire.
Grades kindergarten thru 5 will
deposit their money with the
homeroom teacher

The above statements by two
patriots were expressions of faith
that the citizens of the United States

would remain ardent keepers of our
heritage, Freedom. Freedom was
precious to the patriots because it
cost them so dearly to attain it. But
these men were not ignorant of the
fact that Freedom could be lost if not
cherished and protected as the
fragile gift that it is
Most of us in America were born
into freedom ; we know nothing else
How could we ever conceive that
there might come a time when this
freedom would be placed in
jeopardy? And yet, we were warned
many times by the Founding
Fathers that corruption in goverr-
ment could, and would, occur. We
were cautioned to ever be aware and
knowledgeable of our rights as
citizens, and to always keep the
“central’ (federal) government
limited in its power
The Government is to be a tool of
the people “The Government
that governs best, governs least’
“The Government is to be the
servant of the people, not the
master.”’ We were cautioned time
and time again by the Founders to
never let the federal government
become too powerful. They knew

that a "'too”” powerful government
would be, at least, wasteful and
clumsy. And in the hands of the

corrupt, it would be a very

dangerous weapon

Servant, Not Master

The Government of the United
States was provided, according to
the constitution, with specific and
limited powers, and could not
assume or incur other powers
without proper amendments to the
Constitution. (These amendments to
be decided upon by the citizens)

Two fields of power denled the
federal government by the constitu-
tion, (according to Alexander
Hamilton and Thomas Jeffeson)
were agriculture and education
“The administration of private
justice between the citizens of the
same state, the supervision of
agriculture and of other concerns of
a similar nature, all those things, in
short, which are proper to be
provided for by local legislation, can
never be desirable cares of a general
jurisdiction."” (general jurisdiction
meaning Federal Government)

Alexander Hamilton

The field of agriculture was
specifically mentioned because it
was common knowledge that
nothing would have been more
ridiculous than any claim that the
activities of people engaged in
agriculture would be subject to
Federal regulation or control, under
the Constitution's wording. Hamil

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in education. There was a very good
reason for this

Hamilton stated It this way, “a
power over & man's subsistence
amounts to power over his will.”
Federal subsidies would eventually
lead to Federal control of education.

These are two areas of activity
which were excluded from the scope
of the federal government's power
under the constitution. And only
through the expressed consent of the
people, by amendments to the
Constitution, could these be put
under the control of the federal
government. Of course, these fields
have been put under control of the
government, and not by amend
ments to the constitution

And this is where we stand
condemned as citizens. The above
examples show how careless and
unconcerned we citizens have been
with our constitutional rights, and
our state's rights. And how can we
protect our rights when, as a
majority, we are ignorant of them?
Are we guaranteed continued
freedom simply because we llke
being free, with no effort made on
our part to remain free?

I believe there are forces in the
federal government, especially in
the State Department, who are

working at cross purposes with the
constitution of the United States
They are endeavoring to ‘‘rescind”’
our unallenable rights which were
endowed to us by our Creator. And
they will accomplish their purpose if
we aid them as we have in the past
by remaining silent, ignorant,
complacent and unconcerned. We
can prevent this from happening by
being vocal and protesting all
legislation which infringes upon our

rights as citizens. But most
importantly, we must exercise our
most precious right as Americar

citizens, our right to vote

ANOPENLETTER TO AREA CITIZENS:

By extending the ratification time
'()f the ERA, the House of
Representatives established a dan-
'gtrous precedent in the amending
' process of our Nation's Constitution
From this day forth any group who
wants an amendment passed cannot
be denied an extension time if this is
allowed to stand
The Constitution does not limit
time for ratification, however the
U.S. Supreme Court has held that
the time allowed for ratification
must be reasonable. The Court's
purpose is to assure that there be a
contem poraneous consensus--that
'n.s. that all the ratifications occur
close enough together to show a
consensus of three-fourths of the
states
The seven-year time limitation
has been included in every
constitutional amendment for the
past 50 years. For every amendment
in our history; seven years has been
adequate to determine the will of the
people. No amendment has ever
taken more than four years
Former Senator Sam Ervin, who
is considered to be one of the
nation’'s experts in constitutional
law, said in an interview in “U.S
News and World Report’”’ and a
written statement to all members of
the House Judiciary Committee,
"lts totally unconstitutional to
extend the deadline. - It is a
'pervcrsnon of the amendatory
'process as established by the
$Con.smuuon" He cites Supreme
Court decisions that support his
reasoning. Professor Jules B
Gerard, another distinguished con-
stitutional authority, says almost
' identically the same things regard-
ing legality of the extension in his
written statement to the House
' Judiciary Committee
The idea of allowing states over

ten years to change their minds
from ‘“No" to “Yes'--but denying
them the right to change from
“Yes' to ““No’’--runs contrary to the
American concept of fairness. Yet
that is the double standard of the
ERA proponents. Rep. Billy Lee
Evans, a Democrat from Georgia
told his colleagues: ‘“As a member
of the Georgia legislature, I favored
ERA. I oppose extension because I
believe in equal rights for ALL
women. This includes the rights of
those women who oppose ERA. 1
disagree with those women who
were satisfied seven years ago with
the limitation and who now come
back on the verge of defeat and want
seven more years. The time for that
was then. I cannot face those women
who opposed ERA and now have
victory in sight at the end of a long
battle, and say I'm moving that
victory beyond your grasp. Yet that
is precisely the ‘heads I win, tails
you lose' kind of scheme that the
House of Representatives has
endorsed.”

The extension is being considered
in the Senate Judiciary Committee
at this time. Pam Turner, Senator
Tower’s legislative aide, said that it
is imperative to write members of
this committee and express our
opinions on this vitally important
issue. Also write own state Senators.

Here is what to ask these persons

1. Vote NO on the ERA Time
Extension Bill, because it is illegal

2. Vote YES on an amendment to
allow rescissions.

3. Require a 3-3 vote on any ERA
Time Extension Bill. Article V. of
the Constitution states: The Con-
gress, whenever two thirds of both
Houses shall deem it necessary,
