New Orleans U Facing De­
struction of  Its Famous 

French Market.
New Orleans, L a .—Unless some­

thing Intervenes to stay the hand of 
tho "(leapoller," New Orleans' famous 
fre n ch  market la doomed. If the com 
Mission council adopta the Association 
of Commerce plan for a term nlal mar­
ket In another section of the city, one 
•f the moat colorful spots In America 
Will be wiped out of existence Rail 
roads and politics are back of It. ac 
cording to rumors In the French 
q u a r te r ; New Orleane Is a big city 
now and has outgrown Its past, say 
advocate* of the new terminal market

But the French market will not 
paaa without a struggle on the part of 
those that love It for Its rich and 
rom antic paat and tha picturesque life 
and charm that still citng to It. The 
▼leui Carrs association, composed of 
the most prominent business and pro 
fSaalonal men of the French quarter 
la its chief defender. Notable men 
throughout the country and abroad 
also are aaeoclate members of the 
Corporation.

Formed to Save Old Section,
This organization, which la lnror 

porated under the law * of the atate 
of Louisiana, was formed a little  over 
a year ago Its purpose la to preserve 
the French quarter and promote the 
cultural and com mercial Interest* of 
New Orleans' moat picturesque and 
Interesting section.

Canal *treet. next to Pennsylvania 
avenue In Washington, la one of the 
widest thoroughfares In any American 
city It divides the New Orleans of 
today, a city aa modern aa Cleveland 
or Toronto, with towering skyscrapers, 
from the New O rleans of yesterday 
North of Canal street la the Vleux 
Carre, or “old *quara.“ comprising 
about too squares or b locks The 
architectu re ta that of the Eighteenth 
century.

The French m arket ta at the ex 
trerne east end of the Vleut Carre. 
Bear the Mississippi riser Down nar 
row streets, like those o f old provlo 
etu: c itie s  dally com# the small mer 
chants, botchers, regetable and fish 
men. restaurant keepers, housewives 
and persona o f all shades and color* 
to the French market.

T he Latin loves to haggla over 
prices, and In this old market It at 
talna Its greatest degree, Perhape ao

Italian, a French or a Spanish Creole | 
Is buying a chicken from a Terrebone | 
pariah farmer. To the outsider, un I 
fam iliar with such transactions, noth­
ing short o f assault and perhaps 
worse will Immediately follow Voices 
are raised to a high p itch ; arm s are | 
extended In frantic gestures, and 
shoulder* shrugged until the onlooker : 
expect* each to fly at the other's 
throat. But the dealer and prospec­
tive buyer are merely trying to arrive 
at a price satisfactory to both. Th# 
aala made, they converse aa amiably 
as two brothers, exchange the latest 
gviaalp and the patron passes on.

According to Louis B. Iteuter, pres!- j 
dent of the Vleux Carre association 
and himself a large business man, tho 
building of a terminal market, which 
means the passing o f the French 
market, would ruin hundreds of bust 
ness men and property owner*.

Looked on a* Calamity.
Residents of the Vleux Carre sec­

tion realise that the facilltlea at the 
French market are Inadequate. How I 
ever, they have proposed an alterna- 
tlve They would build a new market 
adjoining th# site o f th# French mar- i 
ket, the structure to be four block* 
long with a 24 foot concourse, and j 
containing 272 stall*. It would be 1 
built generally on the plans of the 1 
Detroit public market, Reuter says 
T he coat, about $33n.d00, would be ! 
borne by private Interests, the city j 
not being asked to expend a dollar 
unless it wished to flnance the project

I f  a term inal market la erected two 
ml!as or ao from th * French market, 
says Reuter, the cost would be from
g.i is s i.>**) to SS.000.nno.

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HORSE RAISING
RETURNS PROFIT

“Prospect* for profitable hors# 
breeding are better now than ever,” 
declares Wayne Dlustuore, secretary 
of the Horae Aaaoclatlou of America. 
According to him, the census of horaea 
and mules on farm s Janu ary  I, 1923, 
compared to sim ilar figures on Ja n u ­
ary 1, it<20, shows that horses bava 
been reduced from 19.767.161 to 16,- 
933.799, a decrease of 10.8 per cent, 
while mules show an Increase of 3.9 
per cv n t;  however, mules under two 
years of uge, show a decrease of 44.0 
per cent. This la c lear evidence of a 
great shortage of young anlmala. “At 
the present ra t*  of production, it 
would take over 27 years to produce 
the 22.attti.867 head of horses and 
mulea we have on our farm s at tha 
present time,” Dlusmore says. And 
according to him, production must be 
almost doubled to take ca rs  of our 
future used*.

“Farm ers with th* kind o f mares 
whose progeny sell at good prices have 
been Increasing production In th* last 
two years, while those who have been 
keeping inferior mares, or are not nat­
urally good horsemen, have been re ­
ceiving such low prices aa to discour­
age them from raising a poor type of 
horse. Much a atate of affalra will en­
courage the production of good horses 
and discourage the production of in­
ferior ones, which la ftreclsely what 
we need, “ suys Dlusmore. “Compe­
tition with mechaulcal power requires 
the production of better horses and 
mules, capabl* of doing mor* work tn 
a given time,” bs maintains.

Sheep Bot Fly Is Cause 
of Considerable Trouble

Many aheep growers experience 
considerable trouble and loss of aheep 
during winter and spring on account 
of what la known aa "Grub in the 
Head.” T his trouble Is caused by th* 
sheep bot fly, which looks something 
like an overgrown house fly, deposit­
ing a tiny grub, on the edge of tha 
sheep's nostril some time during the 
summer. These tiny grubs make their 
way up the sheep’s nostrils to tha 
communicating cavities of th * bead, 
where they feed and grow unUl ready 
to leave the sheep. Sheep affected 
with grubs sneeze frequently and have 
difficulty In breathing. Usually, either 
from loss of appetite or pain, the sheep 
eut leas and become thin In flesh. In 
severe cases the anim als may have 
convulsions and finally dl*. T he trou­
ble may be prevented by keeping plDe 
tar spread on sheeps' noatrlla during 
fly season.

Diverge Voltage Applied to 
Plates of Radio-Fre­

quency Tubes._____ s
By C H A RLES GOLENPAUL

An -[Iran Mechanical l.al>oratorl*«
I’cwurfui signal* from present day 

broadcasting nation*, together with 
the line of power tube*, radio fre­
quency amplification and high volt­
age* at tile receiving end, have made 
It ne< i fttiury to provide some meant of 
reducing the loud speaker volume 
when desired.

In fact, the Ideal sta te  of radio af
fairs is when there is far more vol­
ume than la ordinarily required, to­
gether with a satisfying means of 
throttling down this volume to any 
desired degree from the full tone of 
an orchestra down to Just a faint 
whisper that serve* a* a pleasing but 
nonconflicting background for the 
dinner conversation, bridge game or 
friendly vlalL

Indeed, this seems about a* good a 
time a* any to *ay a few words re­
garding radio manner*. Only too ofien 
radio entertainm ent ha* become radio 
nuisance by blasting away and mak­
ing conversation most difficult, or. 
again, going to the other extrem e, by 
being so weak a* to cause conscloua 
or subconscious straining of the hear­
ing faculties to distinguish the voice 
or music Issuing from the loud 
speaker.

After all, the radio entertainm ent 
should he of sufficient volume to form 
the main Interest of the listeners, 
when those listeners are primarily 
anxious to enjoy radio, or o f amply 
aubdued volume, without distortion, 
so as to form Just the dealred degree 
of musical background or setting for 
conversational or other mental activ i­
ties.

Radio, In the hands o f the well- 
meaning but sadly misguided radio 
enthusiast, has done more to break up 
conversations, friendships, households 
and other things than almost any oth 
er force. Hence at thla time we plead 
most earnestly for safe and san* radio 
as Just discussed.

Ways of Reducing Volume.
Now It Is one thing To cut down the 

loud speaker volume and quite an­
other to do so without Itnpnlrlng the 
tone quality. There are correct ways 
and means o f reducing volume. Just 
aa there are Incorrect ways and 
means.

As a general rule, the sooner the 
volume Is reduced In the process of
reception the better the result* Thus, 
If the volume control |s In the radio 
frequency end, the re«n!ts are hound 
to he better than 1f the volume con­
trol Is placed tn the audio frequency 
end a fter the signals have been need 
lessly amplified and where any rhange 
may cause distortion or serious loss 
of quality

has nevertheless gained very general 
acceptance, that the slmpleat volume 
control la retuning the receiver. This 
Is entirely wrong Grunted that It la 
the almpleat. since it entails no addl- | 
tlonal attachm ents and stand* for 
nothing more than turning one or 
more tuning controls off the point of 
sharpest tuning, this method often tn- 
lrodui"e* serious distortion, for the 
reason that a ch an  w aie Is no longer, 
available and some of tin- valuable 
band* or latest sound component* are 
ruthlessly chopped off

Also the variation of the filament 
current, which la also resorted to as a 
volume control, la by no mean* good 
practice since the tube function* 
properly at the given filament temper- 
ture or filament voltage and any re­
duction Is certain to result In Insuffl 
ck-nt electronic emission, followed by 
distortion, which may or may not be 
noticeable In the reduced loud speak 
er volume.

The most satisfactory method, both 
from the sim plicity and the tonal 
standpoint*, la to vary the plate vol 
tage of the vacuum tubes in the case 
of "H" battery operation, the beat pro 
cedure la to Insert a variable resist 
su e* unit In the ”B "  plus lead going 
to the radio frequtney tube or tubes 
or to the detector tube tn the event 
that there la no radio frequency am pli­
fication.

Regulating Plate Voltage.
In fact, moat of the leading radio­

frequency receivers now on the mar 
ket are employing this form of vol 
ume control, whlirii perm its of bring 
lng the radio frequency end right up 
to maximum sensitivity and volume, 
while Just a shade below the osclllat 
lng point, If full volume Is desired, 
or down to a mere whisper, with per­
fect tone quality, If the other extrem e 
Is sought

The plate voltage o f the detector 
and the audio frequency tubes may 
also he controlled. If desired, al 
though once the proper values are a t ­
tained for good tone quality the vol- ! 
tagea should not be changed merely 
for the purpose o f cutting down loud 
xpeeker volume. It Is fa r  better prac­
tice to 1st these values remain at their 
best settings and to alter the plate 
voltage of the radio frequency tubes 
ss already outlined Rome radio au 
thoritle* recommend a resistance unit 
for regulating the piste. This Is real 
ly unnecessary, since In the first place 
a power lube should be employed to 
handle all the necessary volume with­
out choking or d istorting; secondly, 
the utmost plate voltage within the 
capacity o f the tube should be ap­
plied for beat results, even with re  
dared loudspeaker volume; thirdly, 
the battery should be adjusted to 
provide the necessary grid bias for 
whatever voltage may he applied on 
the plate of the power tube Hence a 
vsrlable plate voltage Is hHrgily nec 
essary nor desired for the last or 
power tube, although It sometimes 
serves a good purpose for the preced 
lng audio tube or tubes.
