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WAR OF ‘98

Few Alive Who
Recall Edict

There are very few still alive who remember
the discord and events that led to the Declaration
of War on April 25, 1898 against Spain by the
United States. It was 75 years ago today.

The declaration revolved around the discord
in Cuba where patriots were seeking their in-
dependence. The Battle Ship Maine, which was
sent to Havana in January of that same year
on a goodwill tour, was blown up Feb. 15 with
264 men and two officers killed.

During the United States inquiry that followed,
Capt. Wm. T. Sampson blamed external explosion
and Spain bamed an internal explosion.

But the explosion finally came in Congress
on April 25, after Spain had declared war against
the U.S. on April 24,

The most oft-remembered battle in the war
was the tales of Teddy Roosevelt’s Rough Riders
and the battle at San Juan hill which actually
occurred the following July 1.

The best recalled quote from the war was
Commodore Dewey’s “Damn the torpedoes, full
speed ahead’” when he destroyed the Spanish feet
in Manila Bay May 1.

The Veterans Hospital in Big Spring still has
one out-patient from Abilene who is a veteran
of the Spanish American War. He comes to the
local facility every few months for treatment.
There is no knowledge of a single Spanish-
American War veteran still living in Big Spring.

'‘Beef Sheet’
Obscene?

AUSTIN (AP) — The conviction of a Dallas
man charged with making obscene phone calls
was reversed today because the state used too
much of the wrong kind of evidence.

The Texas Court of Criminal Appeals said
a Dallas court should not have allowed introduction
of a ‘“‘beef sheet” — a police complaint record
— in its entirety.

The “beef sheet’’ was used to obtain a one-year
jail sentence for Robert Dee Allen. He was charged
with calling a Dallas woman several times and
suggesting obscene actions. He was also charged
with going to her home and performing obscene
acts in front of her.

Allen acknowledged the calls and visits, but
denied doing or saying anything obscene

The court said the ‘‘beef sheet’’ contained
things not connected with the charge and therefore
constituted reversible error.

Shot Swaps
Kill Indian

RAPID CITY, S.D. (AP) — An Indian wounded
last week in an exchange of gunfire with federal
officers at Wounded Knee died today.

It was the first death since militant Indians
took over the reservation village 58 days ago in
a protest that has been marked by sporadic gun-
fire.

Frank Clearwater, 47, died today in a Rapid
City hospital of a head wound suffered last
Tuesday during what federal officials called the
heaviest gunfire exchange during the occupation

Fleven persons, including two federal mar-
shals. have been reported wounded since followers
of the American Indian Movement took over the
town

Clearwater's widow, Morning Star, 37, told
authorities in Rapid City she wants her husband’s
hody buried at Wounded Knee

Midland Murder

Court of Criminal Appeals said tmlu:\/. .

‘The appeals court reversed the 35-year murder
conviction in Midland of Julian C Alvarez.

“The sufficiency of the evidence Is not
challenged,” the court noted, but insisted part
of Alvarez’ confession may have wrongfully in-
fluenced the jury.

The appeals court objected to the admission
of this statement by Alvarez: "I ;ll\}':l_VS carry
a pistol with me because | shot and killed a man
in Lubhock not too long ago and 1 am afraid of
his people ™

Ihe court said that statement was not directly
related to the slaying for which Alvarez was being
tried

fhere 1s a fundamental rule, the court said,
“that one accused of a crime is to be tried for
the offense charged and none other.”

The court said the severity of the sentence
Indicated the statement probably was a factor

in the jury’s consideration.

Two Officers
Try To Sell
Seized Pot?

HOUSTON (AP) — Two po-
lice narcotics division ofifcers
were indicted on- felony con-
spiracy charges Tuesday for al
legedly trying to sell 79 pounds
of marijuana which had been
confiscated by the department.

They and a third officer. who
was not indicted but refused to
testify before a state grand
jury, were promptly given in-
definite suspensions by Chief
Herman Short. The suspensions
under civil service rules are
the same as firings.

Indicted were Carlos Avila,
28, and Antonio V. Zavala, 30.
The third narcotics officer, Pa-
trolman Everitt D. O'Briant,
29, was also fired.

The two indicted officers are
accused of making arrange-
ments to sell the marijuana to
a woman, investigators said,
and an undetermined amount of
money changed hands. The
marijuana came from a seizure
of 1,100 pounds of the drug
April 14 in which 10 persons
were arrested by narcotics
agents.

The grand jury which re-
turned the indictments also
charged Avila on a separate
count of selling marijuana.
Bonds of $10,000 were set for
each of the men.

Chief Short said the investi-
gation began on a tip from oth-
er officers and outside sources.
No charges were filed against
the woman who contracted to
buy the marijuana. It is be-
lieved she was the source of the
tip.

Fight Over Texas

Industrial Commission

AUSTIN (AP) — The House
moved toward a life or death
judgment on the Texas Indus-
trial Commission today, amid
plans to attempt to Inject a
little hustle into the sluggish
debate on state spending.

Rep. Dave Finney, D-Fort
Worth, offered an amendment
to take $7 million from the
State  Building  Commission
budget and appropriate $6 mil-
lion of it to the commission.

A motion to table the amend-
ment failed 60-80.

MOST IMPORTANT

The House Appropriations
Committee killed the commis-
sion’s budget, but Gov. Dolph
Briscoe and others want the
agency to stay in business.

Its business is attracting in-
dustry to Texas and finding
markets for Texas products—
something the agency’s oppo-
nents believe should be left to
chambers of commerce.

Finney said the commission
is ‘‘one of the most important”
agencies and it would be a
‘great disservice” to Texas to
shut it down.

Rep. Arthur Temple, D-Di-
boll, said people in his district
tell him it is “a waste of money
and they didn't know what it
did.”

Rep. Carl Parker, D-Port Ar-
thur, said building commission
funds could not be diverted for

other purposes and that Fin-
ney’s amendment would
amount to a drain on general
tax funds.

NOT SURE

“Don’t you think the industri-
al commission is more inter-
ested in getting jobs for people
than building monuments?”
Finney asked.

“I'm not so sure about that,”
Parker said.

Earlier, Rep. Neil Caldwell,
D-Angleton, House Appropria-
tions Committee chairman, an-
nounced he would move later
today to limit consideration of
amendments to those on the
speaker's desk at the time of
his motion.

He said debate yesterday
started out with 92 amendments
on Speaker Price Daniel Jr.'s
desk, and while 10 came to a
vote, there were 91 changes
piled up this morning.

gELF RESTRAINT

Caldwell urged the House to
“exercise a little bit of self re-
straint” and move with ‘‘great-
er dispatch” toward a final
vote on the bill, which has now
tied up the House for five days.

“I think we are jeopardizing
consideration of other impor-
tant legislation because consid-
eration of this bill has taken
such a long time,’ he said.
“ ..We are just not going to
ever finish.”

SAYS CONG. OMAR BURLESON
Government ‘Needs To Get

Financial House In Order’

U.S. Rep. Omar Burleson
expressed his doubts about the

entire system of revenue
sharing and said the most
important thing the government
needs to do is “‘get its financial
house in order.”

Burleson, on a goodwill trip
throughout his West Texas
district this week, held a press
conference this morning at the
office of attorney R. H. Weaver.

““Revenue sharing has been a
mistake. I'm not sure the
federal government had the
authority. Fundamentally, this
is the question: What revenue
does the government have to
share when it's running huge
deficits?"’ the Democratic con-
gressman asked.

“We have got to find ways
and means to increase our
exports and decrease our im-
ports,” Burleson said, com-
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menting on the devaluation of
the dollar and the imbalance
of trade.

He said he advocates a
measure to require that auto-
matic tax increases result from
any excess expenditure by
Congress over ‘“‘acceptable”
limits. ‘““That would be a great
deterrent to those who are big
spenders,” he claimed.

Confronted with the energy
crisis and the shortage of
butane in once-plentiful West
Texas, the representative said
we could attempt to limit the
export of natural resources
across state lines. But, he said,
he could find no direct authority
to control interstate transport
of oil and gas.

He said he sees great op-
portunities ahead for West
Texas to develop its natural re-
sources. He called specifically
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for more development of the
Colorado River to the north and
west, and said he has already
put in a request for such sur-
veys by the Army Corps of
Engineers.

“Water is foremost in
everyone’s mind,” he said.
“We've got to get water some-
where and we eventually will.
Early efforts overlooked the
political implications — when
you get to messing with some-
one else's water, you get into
a nest of hornets,” he said of
prior efforts to import Mis-
sissippi River water to Texas

Caldwell said that “there are
a few people in this state that
would like us not to finish. I
suppose they are the people
who don’'t want to see us pass a
death penalty bill, who don’t
care about drug law reform,
the family code, water district
reform, mass transit.

G. J. Sutton, D-San An-
tonio, said the buildings had an
insured value of $1.2 million.

“Burn it down,” one member
shouted.

The Sutton amendment was
tabled, 105-36.

Also tabled late in the day
was an amendment to elimi-
nate $5.5 milkion to buy proper-
ty north of the Capitol for more
state office buildings and $1.5
million to build a parking ga-
rage for state employes.

“We've certainly got enough
buildings and enough property
in Austin, Tex.,” said Rep.
John Wilson, D-LaGrange, who
also asserted the land would
still be there if the state want-
ed to buy it later.

Beer Sales On Sundays

City commissioners
unanimously approyed an or-
diance completely prohibiting
Sunday sale of alcoholic
beverages within the city and
okaved preliminary planning for
an alcoholic detoxification unit
at Tuesday's meeting.

Approved on first reading, the
ordinance doing away with the
one currently allowed hour of
sale of beer and wine on Sun
day, noon to 1 p.m., was passed
after  local church leaders
presented petitions signed by
some 2500 persons urging total
prohibition of Sabbath sale.

Penalty for violaltion, deemed
a misdemeanor, was set at a
fine of not less than $5 nor more
than $200

FEDERAL FUNDS

Commissioners instructed City
Manager Harry Nagel to head
a committee of local citizens
to begin studvine the needs and
specifications for a alcoholic
rehabilitation  center in  Big
Spring.

Nagel said if the commission
approves, the city can apply
through the Regional Planning
Council for an 80 per cent
federal grant. He estimated a
10-to12-bed unit to cost $14,000-
$18,000 in all, with federal funds
financing all but $3,600 of the
cost

HABITUAL OFFENDERS

The committee when ap-
pointed will include represen
tatives of the city and county
governments, industry, the
churches, local hospitals and

former alcoholics

Nagel explained that the unit
would deal mainly with habitual
offenders arrested for being
drunk in public. Instead of
bemg put in jail, the alcoholics
would be able to sober up at
the unit staffed by a full-time
administrator and  volunteer
helpers who can provide care
and counseling

The unit can probably be
housed in a rented house, with
cooking and household chores
done by the alcoholic patients
themselves as they sober up,
and with many of the household
necessities, beds and food
donated by local industry,
hospitals and grocery stores

Nagel said  the unit is
necessary  because jail  per-
sonnel lack the time to provide
sufficient attention  to  the
alcoholies and due to the new
admittance of policy of the
State  Hospital  under  which
alcoholics are not admitted on
weekends or if they are not
sober at the time

Ii«d Mitchell, former alcoholic
and  worker with the State
Hospital, said he has
established and worked with
detoxification units throughout
the country and ‘“they are
working beautifully.” He cited
Midland, Odessa, Abilene and
Snvder as having good detoxif
cation programs

MOTEL TAX TABLED

In other action, the Com-
mission tabled consideration of
a, motel occupancy tax after
hearing testimony to pros and

cons of the tax voiced by
Chamber of Commerce leaders
and motel owners respectively.

Arnold Marshall, chairman of
the Chamber's tourism com-
mittee, called for the three per
cent tax on occupancy in order
to generate money to promote
the city through advertising and
encourage tourism

Marshall said the tax, which
would be derived from visitors
to Big Spring, could produce
some $25,000 a year to be used
to  upgrade city tourist at-
tractions and municipal
facilities.

Motel owners, represented by
Richard  Fleener, expressed
“violent opposition” to the tax
calling it unfair to them, unfair

When North raised South’s
one spade response to four,
which showed at least 20
points in support of spades,
the latter had ample values
to proceed to slam via the
Blackwood route. When
North responded to four no
trump by bidding five
spades which accounted for
all the aces, South then
asked for kings.

North showed one king
and South was obliged to
sign off at six spades. If his
partner happened to have a
long diamond suit headed by
—say the K-Q-J—then he
might be in position to bid a
grand slam himself.

West opened the nine of
tlubs against six spades. Al-
tho a heart lead would
have placed heavy pressure
against South from the out-
set, West is hardly open to
criticism for his choice. The
seven of clubs was played
from dummy and declarer
won the trick in his hand
with the king and proceeded
to draw trump in two pulls.

Bridgé Test

With 11 tricks in plain
view, South observed that
there were two chances to
develop a 12th. An even divi-
sion in diamonds would
serve to establish dummy's
long card in that suit, or if
that didn't materialize, he
could fall back on the heart
finesse. Declarer played the
ace, king and another dia-
mond. East showed out on
the third round, however,
and West exited with the
queen of diamonds. South
took the heart finesse next,
but suffered disappointment
once more when East scored
with the king of hearts for
the setting trick.

West's opening lead pro-
vided declarer with a clue to
the winning line of play. In-
asmuch as the nine of clubs
is clearly the top of nothing,
East becomes marked with
the queen of that suit. This
makes it possible to keep
West out of the lead while
South is working on the dia-
mond suit and provides him
with an additional opportuni-
ty.
After drawing trump, it is
suggested that declarer cash
the two top diamonds, fol-
lowed by the ace of clubs
and then the jack. East cov-
ers with the queen and
should be permitted to hold
the trick while South dis-
cards his remaining dia-
mond.

FIRST AND foremost on the agenda
must be the effort to negotiate an
agreement covering the export of
American farm products to Western
Europe. If the Common Market coun-
tries, with France and Germany
calling the tune, hold out for barriers
against low-cost American feed
grains, the hope of any equitable
trading arrangement will be out the
window.

Nor can this be done by personal
diplomacy at the summit level. Hard,
intensive preparatory work is essen-
tial if any settlement is to be arrived
at. American farm production is the
ace in the hole in the tough poker
game aimed at reversing America’s
disastrous trade deficits, which over
two years have amounted to $9.5
billion.

AS AN emissary of good will the
President can counter a rising tide
of suspicion and distrust. One reason
is the Vietnam war. The Christmas
bombing of North Vietnam started a
new wave of distrust of America’s
motives, An Interesting footnote is
Sweden, On Dec. 23, as the bombing
of the north reached a crescendo,
Prime Minister Olof Palme compared
President Nixon's action to the
genocide ordered by Hitler against
the Jews, Poles and Russians. This
outraged opinion not only in this
country but among many Swedes.

The then Swedish Ambassador
Hubert de Beche was called In by
Under of State U. Alexis
Johnson and informed that on direct
orders of the President a new am-
bassador, expected to replace De
Beche, would not be received. Further.

IN ONE OF his biting, satiric col-
umns Art Buchwald descrihed the
President’s concern over the fact that
America no longer had any enemies.
China was now arms around the
neck: Russia was on the way to being
a working partner; Cuba, well, Cuba
would hardly do. So he set one of
Henry Kissinger’'s aides to come up
with a suitable enemy. The answer
was Sweden — an enemy anyway you
looked at it —  pornography,
socialism, neutrality, the gamut of
emotions guaranteed to raise the
hackles.

The immediate reaction in Sweden
was to increase Palme's popularity
in the polls. Nevertheless the guessing
is that he will be defeated in the
elections in September.

THIS 1S, of course, a footnote
reflecting presidential pique as much
as anything else. The undercurrent
of resentment on the continent is a
matter for real worry. In West
Germany Chancellor Willy Brandt had
to use all his euthority and his skill
in political maneuver to quiet a revolt
at the Congress of his Social-
Democratic party. The young leftists
staging massive demonstrations in
Bonn insist the Brandt government
stop underwriting the presence of
220,000 American troops in Germany
25 years after the end of World War
II.

This is a beautiful illustration of
action and reaction on both sides of
the Atlantic. Influential officials here,
not least among them Senate Majority
Leader Mike Mansfield, want to cut
back or withdraw entirely the U.S.
forces in Germany.

A TOUR of Europe means extensive
coverage on the nightly news shows.
But will it mean any improvement
in the present deteriorating relation-

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Beleagured Vietnam

TAN CHAU DISTRICT TOWN, Chau
Doc Province, South Vietnam —
Death and near desolation visited
upon this charming little river town
brings home a grim reality: the seven
million people of South Vietnam’s
Mekong River delta are suffering

more during the bloody ‘‘ceasefire”
than they did before it was signed.

STRANGELY IMMUNE from the
endless Indochina war until now, Tan
Chau got in the way of Hanoi's April
offensive. The result: murderous
artillery shelling which created a
temporary ghost town

This is a bitter time for the Delta,
the lush, densely populated rice bhowl
of Indochina. Usually escaping the
war’'s heaviest fighting, the region
even missed the full force of Hanoi's
1972 invasion. But since the ceasefire
Jan. 27, the Delta has become a
target of Communist military
operations — to control more land,
to capture ports-of-entry into South
Vietnam, to secure the Cambodian

sanctuary for North Vietnamese
troops.

INDEED, THE Delta's experience
deepens  disillusionment  growing

among South Vietnamese as well as
some U.S. officlals that the Paris
agreement was no more than a
cynical masking of U.S.
disengagement  without  workable
enforcement procedures to prevent
Communist violations. The victim is
not only the Saigon government but,
panicuﬁrly in the Delta, the South
Vietnamese people.

TAN CHAU for over two weeks has
had continuous pounding from North
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W. S. Pearson

Vietnamese artillery, including 122-
mm. rockets — powerful but not
accurate — never seen before in this
area. On April 6 at high noon, 122-
mm. rockets hit the crowded fish
market — demolishing 42 buildings
and killing 15 people. The toll of
total shelling: 85 killed (all but three
of them civilians), 276 wounded. Two-
hirds of Tan Chau’s 30,000 inhabitants
fled, leaving its streets and stores
deserted. When we visited the town.
a few fearful refugees were drilting
back

Communist shelling continued —
sucgesting the attack was designed
to terrorize the townspeople.

THAT, IN fact, scems a major goal
in Hanoi's Delta campaign. With
Vietcong activity steadily declining in
this region since its 196¢ peak, the
Communists could claim little
territory and even less population
Thus. since Jan. 27, they have been
pressing to stake out some part of
the Delta for the ‘“provisional
revolutionary government."”

THE PLAN is to set up a Com-
munist district government in the
province's eastern end. To stop that,
three regiments of the 21st ARVN
Division — still battle-scarred after
last year's defense in the famous
siege of An Loc — have arrived in
Chuong Thien.

At his provincial commaird post,
Brig. Gen. Quay, commander of the
21st ARVN, asked us a grimly pointed
question: Having signed the Paris
agreement, would the United States
guarantee the Communists will obey
it?

Come Sunday, you turmm up your
clock and swing on to six months
of Daylight Savings Times. For some
this is confusing, despite the jingle
“spring forward” (turn your clock up
an hour in the Spring) and ‘“fall back-
wards (turn it back in the Fall).
But if you.think this is confusing,
consider that less than a century ago
nearly everyone had his own time,
oresumably based on the sun. In the
United States for instarice, there were
about as manv times as there were
cities and hamlets.

THE MEASUREMENT of time
stems from two celestial phenomanon
— the revolution of the earth on its
axis (days) and rotation of the earth
around the sun (years). Obviously,
when the earth has made one
revolution, that is a complete day.
But where does measurement of time
begin and how?

Greenwich, England being on the
0 meridian, is the accepted point.
There came to be general agreement
that when the sun crossed a meridian
(which mark the earths longitude),
that precise moment was noon. So
every community (theoretically) sets
its own noon.

LATER THE beginning of the day
was conceived to be 12 hours after
“noon,” hence midnight. But this did
not cure the confusion of times as
the sun sped westward, especially
when railroads came into being and
speeded movement of man.

In May 1872, according to Santa
Fe News, an association of railroad
superintendents was formed at St.
Louis and became the Time-Table
Convention, the General Time Con-
vention and eventually the Assoclation
of American Railroads. Oct. 11, 1883,
the General Time Convention at
Chicago voted to adopt Standard

THE COUNTRY was divided into
five primary time zones starting 60
degrees west of Greenwich with
Atlantic  time, the 75 degrees
(Fastern), 90 degrees (Central), 105
degrees  (Mountain), and X 120th
meridian (Pacific). Eastern,
corresponded  roughly  with the
Philadelphia meridian, Central with
Memphis, Mountain with Denver,
Pacific with Fresno, Calif. It was
simple: when you crossed the time
yone line, just change your clock an
hour. Interestingly, this was all done
on a voluntary basis without any
necessity of federal law, which
nevertheless became a reality May
19, 1918 with passage cf the Standard
Time Act.

THIS SAME act also provided for
“daylight saving” time as a move to
conserve fuel, the nation being in the
midst of producing everything it could
for its World War I effort. That extra
hour of daylight in the evening (it
didn't do much good in the morning
before people had started to work)
enabled more to be done with less
drain on electric power resources.
Anyhow, the idea has persisted until
it has become generally accepted, al-
though there are those who equate
it with athieism and idiocy.

WHICH BRINGS me to an anecdote
recalled with great glee by the late
Wayland Yates. A befuddled patron
called the paper one Saturday evening
hours before the Sunday morning date
to change. Wayland explained that the
official moment was 2 a.m., then,
making conversation, said ‘‘just turn
your clock up an hour before you
g0 to bed.”

“You mean you don’t have to get
up at 2 o'clock and change it?,"” said
the relieved voice.

panies. The extra hour is good for
work around the house or outdoor
recreation and thus money in the
pockets of some people.

A NEW proposal popped up in
Congress this year. This one calls
for Daylight Saving Time all year,
not just in the summer.

This approach came from Rep.
Craig Hosmer, R-Calif. His
argument is that year-round DST
would help the fuel crisis since all
those workers in government
buildings would not have to keep the
lights on so long.

You could have fooled us. Didn't
know government workers labored
that long and late.

Another of Rep. Hosmer's
arguments is that there will be fewer
muggings if people can get home in
daylight hours.

This is based on the theory that
no respectable mugger would start
work until darkness descends.

IT IS SURPRISING that the can-
dlemaking industry hasn’'t fought
Daylight Saving Time tooth, nail and
wick.

For instance, suppose you plan a
romantic candlelight dinner. Under
DST you may have to wait until 10
o'clock at night for the candles to
be noticed. By that hour, everyone
is ready to forget the whole affair
and settle for a bite at the nearest
hamburger joint.

Origin Told
Of African
Violets

The African Violet is not,
in fact, a violet, according
to Mrs. 0. S. Womack who
spoke recently to Texas
Bouquet African Violet Club
in the home of Mrs. C. Y.
Clinkscales, 705 W. 18th.

Mrs. Womack said the
African Violet is related to
the viola and since it
originated in Africa it
acquired its name. Many
strains of the African Violet
were originated by Ger-
mans.

The main method of
propagation for the African
violet is leaf rooting, and
Mrs. Womack said a leaf
can be re-rooted more than
once, thereby giving off
more plantlets. She said
new plants should be left
on until four to six leaves
appear, and then moved to
smaller pots.

Crisp foliage denotes a
good healthy plant. Mrs.
Womack said newly pur-
chased plants should be
isolated from others for a
few weeks until it is
determined the plant isn’t
diseased. This will keep a
diseased plant from
spreading to other plants.

Mrs. Clinkscales presided,
and Mrs. Womack was
introduced by Mrs. Adrian
Westbrook. The group will
meet for a luncheon in May
at the Big Spring Country
Club, date to be announced.
