THE STATE OF TEXAS has a 
proud heritage, but it is not the 
glories, but the goof-ups, which are 
featured in the current issue of 
"Texas Monthly” magazine.

The magazine article points out 
that while Texas is known for its 
success, that its failures are also king 
sized. Would wc remember the 
Alamo if the Texans had won the 
battle? Probably not, according to 
the article.

The explorer Coronado's 
expedition in 1540, seeking the 
legendary Seven Cities of Cibola was 
one of the early failures cited, when 
Coronado's search only turned up a 
small group of Zuni Indian villages.

The author, Anne Dingus, also 
calls the state song, "Texas, Our 
Texas," a failure due to its 
unquestionable dullness. One of the 
reasons cited was that following a 
statewide contest in 1924 to write an 
official anthem, the winner was an 
Englishman. (Does she mean 
Englishmen arc dull?) Scheduled to 
be performed for the first time at a 
state event, the band refused, and 
played the governor’s campaign song 
instead.

The state’s constitutional 
convention of 1974 was cited for its 
contribution to the list of failures. 
After a committee worked eight 
months drafting a new constitution, 
legislators spent another seven 
months and $5 million, and then 
lacked three votes approving the new 
document.

In 1860, the Texas Legislature 
came up with a bright idea: why not 
use the North Fork of the Red River 
as the state boundary instead of (he 
South Fork, since that would mean 
that Texas would get more land? So 
they did the paperwork, called the 
new land Greer County, sent settlers 
and cattle and everything was going 
nicely. The federal courts didn’t get 
around to challenging Texas’ claim 
until 1895. When it did, Texas lost, 
and the disputed area became a part 
of Oklahoma.

One of the most ridiculous federal 
goofs dealing with the state happened 
in 1855, when Congress appropriated 
J30,000 to import camels into Texas, 
supposedly to use them as military 
pack animals.

A year later, 34 camels landed in 
the state and were taken to San 
Antonio. The Civil War caused the 
military to drop its interest in the 
animal, and they eventually died out, 
although some were around as late as 
1891

Also cited by the magazine was the 
effort in 1965 by Hereford 
businessmen to market Bravo 
cigarettes. Despite the lettuce 
cigarettes lacking tar and nicotine, 
Bravos never took off, and the 
venture was dropped (We recall 
having a nice tour of the Bravo 
factory, where we were given a free 
pack of Bravos. Think we still have 
the cigarette pack someplace-still 
undisturbed )

Another of the state’s famous 
"busts” quoted was the venture by 
cereal king C.W. Post, to establish a 
"model city,” which resulted in the 
present-day town of Post However, 
Post had trouble luring settlers, 
partly due to his stringent rules (no 
liquor, for one) and partly due to the 
lack of rain in West Texas.

Also mentioned in the article was 
the Astrodome promoters attempt to 
grow grass, which had to be shuttled 
when the glare from the plastic 
windows made fly balls uncatchable 
The windows were painted, the grass 
died--and presto: astroturf was 
invented

A number of other famous (and not 
so famous) failures are aired in the 
magazine article You'll have to pick 
up a copy and read the others for 
yourself. Some are funny, some 
ridiculous, They they are all 
entertaining.

Santa Fe To Close 
Local Freight Depot
Santa Fe Railroad announced 

Wednesday that it plans to do away 
with its freight stations and agents at 
Friona, Bovina and Hereford in this 
district, and at seven other Panhandle 
area cities, in its new regional 
marketing concept.

Announcement of the plans were 
made at a noon meeting at Hereford, 
to which the railroad had invited all 
of its customers from Hereford to 
Bovina.

Bob Perry, Amarillo, Santa Fe’s 
assistant general manager, told the 
group, "It won’t be as different as 
the way you have been operating in 
the past."

Perry also promised better and 
expanded service under the new 
system, which will offer boxcar 
locating service through a 
computerized system. Customers 
ordering boxcars will do so by means 
of a toll-free number, which they can 
call seven days a week, 24 hours a 
day, it was noted

The new system will be 
implemented "in a minimum of six 
months, to a year,” Perry said.

The Santa Fe official pointed out 
that the regional marketing system 
has been in operation successfully for 
some time in the California area, and 
also in Kansas for about the past 
year. "We went through the harvest 
season this year in Kansas without a 
single complaint.” Perry stated.

Way bills for railroad customers 
also will be handled differently. "Wc 
plan to personally visit each of our 
customers in the area in the 
immediate future, and explain our 
new system, and answer questions," 
Perry said.

The plan contemplates absorbing 
the agencies at Friona, Bovina, 
Hereford, Pampa, Canadian, Kings 
Mill. Panhandle, Dumas. Etter 
Stratford and Kerrick and 
consolidating their work at the 
regional office At the same time. 
Santa Fe officials announced plans to 
maintain regional yard offices at 
Hereford. Pampa, Dumas and 
Canadian. The regional yard offices 
will be staffed with personnel to 
support and assist the regional freight

N.C., was wanted in 
Jackson, Miss , for a robbery in 
which a female hostage was taken He 
also was wanted for questioning 
regarding murders and robberies in 
seven other states.

Troopers Keck and Gary Davis 
stopped a car about a mile north of 
Stratford on U.S. 287, on a speeding 
violation. When the driver would 
produce no driver’s license, the DPS 
officers radioed for a computer 
check, which revealed that Pruett was 
wanted for various offenses

Officers found a .38 caliber revolver 
in the front of the vehicle. A 
hitchhiker was also in the front seat, 
and his presence may have prevented 
Pruett from gaining access to the 
weapon.

Pruett is named in a capital murder 
warrant issued last week after a 30- 
year-old female clerk was found shot 
to death hours after she was abducted 
October 12 from a convenience store 
at Fort Smith. Arkansas

Keck said that while the suspect 
was attempting to find a title to the 
vehicle, he observed suspicious 
objects in the glove compartment, 
including a shoulder holster, which 
put the officers on guard, and led to 
the further investigation

First Class Postage 
Will Go To 20 Cents

The cost of mailing a first-class 
letter will rise to 20-cents beginning 
Sunday, November 1 when new 
postage rates go into effect. 
Postmaster Richard Wilson reminded 
customers today.

The 20-cent first-class rate and 
increases for other classes of mail, 
approved last month by the governors 
of the Postal Service, takes effect at 
12:01 a m local time on November I.

"However," Postmaster Wilson 
said, "customers should not wait 
until next month to make then stamp 
purchases Now is the time to buy to 
a v o id  u n — c e s i a rv  l in e s  o n c e  th e  n ew  
r a te s  b e c o m e  e f f e c t iv e . "

main P o s t  Office T h e  s ta m p  b e a r s  
the letter “C "  instead of a 
denomination and has a postage

The brown and white stamp 
features an eagle with the legend ‘US 
Postage" beneath it The letter "C ” 
appears beside the eagle 

Also included in (he design are the 
words "Domestic Mail" to remind 
mailers of its intended use 

"The ‘C ’ stamp cannot be used on 
international mail," Postmaster 
Wilson cautioned “ Mail destined for 
foreign countries and bearing ’C’ 
stamps will be returned to senders ’’

The “C” stamp is available in 
sheets, coils and booklets Embossed 
stamped envelopes, bearing a "C "  in 
lieu of the 20-cent denomination, also 
are on sale A non-denominational 
postal card, also available, sells for 13 
cents, the new postal card rate 

The rate for the second ounce of 
first class mail will remain at 17 cents, 
the postmaster said 

"Any remaining supply of 18-cent 
stamps that mailers have on hand 
may, of course, be used.” Postmaster 
Wilson said, "as long as they are 
combined with one or two-cent 
stamps to meet the new first-class 
rate.”

An ample supply of thse lesser 
value stamps are on hand, Postmaster 
Wilson said

"There should be no shortage of 
stamps and no long lines at our 
offices if customers begin making 
their purchases now,” he added.

Your best source of information about 
next spring's pre-plant soil moisture 
conditions may be obtained from a 
cooperative soil moisture monitoring study 
already in progress on the High Plains. Soil 
Conservation Service and High Plains 
Water District staff are now preparing over 
140 soil moisture sampling sites for the 
1981-82 monitoring program They hope 
the study will provide data for accurate 
pre-plant soil moisture maps on the High 
Plains.

The SCS has used a statistically sound 
random sample developed by Dr Bob 
Davis, with the Agriculture Economics 
Department at Texas Tech University, to 
locate sites for up to 300 neutron probe 
access tubes on farms over the 15 county 
area. Site selection is based on the 
complexity of local soils and variations in 
saturated thickness of the Ogallalla 
Formation.

Duval Burton/Acting, District 
Conservationist for Parmer County, is 
currently contacting landowners and 
operators asking for their cooperation and 
permission to drill the probe holes and 
place the tubes. A minimum of disturbance 
to cropland is necessary to install these 
two-inch diameter, thin wall aluminum 
tubes which will be set to a depth of seven 
feet below the land surface. Crews will use 
a soil auger mounted on a small two-wheel 
trailer to prepare the sites Readings of the 
soil moisture profiles will be taken with a 
hand carried instrument in late January 
and early February

Burton says, “ this study will give us an 
accurate picture of our soil moisture 
reserves over the entire area This 
information will help farmers make more 
accurate pre-plant irrigation decisions to 
avoid both over and under irrigation this 
spring, and give an indication of potential 
dryland production."

Over-application of water above that 
needed to fill the soil to field capacity costs 
the irrigator about $2.00 per acre inch, 
in fuel cost alone. Each “extra" inch can 
cost a farmer over $320 on a 160 acre field 
Under-irrigating, on the other hand, can 
cost producers millions of dollars in 
reduced yields.

For the dryland producer, the soil 
moisture monitoring program can provide 
data to help him select crop varieties most

suitable for his existing soil moisture 
conditions.

The survey will also have a tremendous 
irrigation water saving potential, especially 
in years when the soil moisture deficit is 
small, such as is expected for this season if 
current weather patterns continue.

The High Plain’s first soil moisture 
monitoring program was developed and 
maintained for many years under the 
guidance of Oliver Newton, who worked 
for the National Weather Service at 
Lubbock. Technical guidance was provided 
by Texas Agriculture E xperiment Station at 
Lubbock with funding support from the 
Plains Cotton Growers Association.

With Oliver Newton's recent retirement 
and the closing of the local Weather Service 
offices, a new sponsor was needed to 
continue the program The High Plains 
Water District accepted prime 
responsibility for the program, and 
developed a cooperative agreement with 
the SCS to expand the program The Texas 
Agriculture Experiment Station will 
continue to provide technical assistance as 
needed

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Jackson Sets Pace; Chieftains Win 36*14
Three second-half touchdowns by 

runningback Nelson Jackson broke 
open what had been a close game for 
the better part of three quarters, and 
gave the Fnona Chieftains a 36-14 
win over the Dimmitt Bobcats in the 
District 2-AAA opener for both 
teams

Jackson had his best game in yards 
gained rushing, with 140, including 
scoring dashes of 51 and 39 yards, 
and in addition, had a 15-yard run 
with a pass interception late in the 
game

For his performance, the Chieftain 
runningback was named class AAA 
player of the week for the second time 
this season by the Amarillo Daily 
News.

But the Bobcats, sporting only a 1- 
5 season record and having scored 
only four touchdowns for the season 
prior to Friday's encounter, came to 
play. Until Jackson's second run with 
55 seconds left in the third quarter, 
the ‘Cats were trailing Fnona by only 
two points, 16-14.

In fact, the visitors grabbed a pass 
interception (by Brad Holcomb! early 
in the first quarter, and took an early 
6-0 lead when quarterback Richard 
Guzman rolled into the end rone 
from 14 yards out with only 3:4*? gone 
in the opening period

Friona responded, driving 65 yards 
in 13 plays following the kickoff. The 
running backs-Jackson. Robert 
Osborn and Richard Malouf-all 
made good gains during the drive 
Osborn got the touchdown on a vital 
third down run from the Dimmitt 
two.

The conversion attempt, as had 
Dimmitt’s, failed, to leave the score 
tied, 6-all at the 1:57 mark of the 
opening period.

Early in the second quarter Friona 
was facing a punt situation from their 
own 27. However, a high snap from 
center went over punter George 
Richardson's head, and he was 
tackled in his own end rone by 
Dimmitt for a safety

This play gave the Bobcats an 8-6 
lead

Mark Montoya's ensuing kick got 
the team out of danger, and Dimmitt 
fumbled on its first play from 
scrimmage. Fnona recovering at the 
Bobcat 26.

The team picked up a first down to 
the 12. but then were able to gain only 
five yards in three tries. Montoya 
came on to kick a 24-yard field goal 
(spotted at Fnona’s 14), and Friona 
had taken its first lead at 9-8 with 
8 06 left in the half.

The unusual 9-8 score turned out to 
be the halftime score. Friona had 
edged Dimmitt, 3-2 during the second 
quarter

Friona's offense came to life in the 
second half.

For some reason, the Bobcats went
