Dr. .Wja'iicrr .A. larsen, who di­
rected the study, said fruit and 
veget.rble traffic equal to 80 times 
the 1411 total of all air express 
s expected to develop at a ton- 
mile rate of seven cents—a figure 
seen hy authorities as possible in 
the near future.
