“Charl«» Kayiiioiid Slw'ppard, 
33, taxi driver fur the I iieeda Cab 
Company, caught in a crusafire uf 
a shuulmg duel between twu tie- 
grues, was fatally wuuiided early 
Sunday morning as he »at in his 
cab in fruiit uf a cafe uii Cake 
Street

"Sheppard died iii a \k ichita 
P'alls hospital at 8 a. m. Sunday.

The negro man in the 
back si'al started firing, both fir­
ing two shots. Ihe first shot hit 
Sheppard in the lorehead just 
above the right eye.

“Both negroes who were sliuol- 
ing were on the right side of the 
car. Stallworth is a porter at a 
hotel. Johnson is a tire changer at 
at a garage.

“ Both the public and those de- 
legatetl to make sure that gaaoline 
rationing is carried out, as fairly 
ax it is posible fur a single orga- 
iiixatiuii t iwleal with 
individuals, are mure anxious to 
make sure that consumers play by 
the rules of gasoline rationing,”  
Harold L  Patterson, Enfori'ement 
Attorney, stated.

Uheti the first endoraemetit 
check began the first of March, 
only 50 (ler cent of the coupon 
holders in this District had en- 
durted their coupuna. The esti­
mate of consumer endorsements 
today is better than per cent.

Following through on the na- 
tion wide endorsement check of 
March, 280 gaaoline dealers in this 
District have had their ration 
banking account debiteil bv IIS,- 
'fiUi galloru of gasoline. “ This is, 
these dealers have had that many 
gallons taken from their total tank 
inventory because they have ac­
cepted coupons that were counter­
feit. unetnlorsevl, improperly en­
dorsed. expired, or not yet valid. 
In this way, operators may put 
themselves out of basiness by 
having mure gallons charged back 
against them than their total tank 
inventory," Patterson explainesl.

Two stations in the Lubbo<'k 
Datrict have been closed out. In 
one case, charge backs totaled al- 
niiwi d5UU gallons, while the tank 
inventory was only IlUO galloru.

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State's Shoppers 
Help Win Battles 
Saving Bag a Day

Texai* 1,678,671 hou*fWive» 
cuuld conarrye enough paper daily 
to make 87,-kil containers for 75 
nun. shells by sa\iiig one paper 
grocery bag a day, according to 
an announi’emeiit b> Howard 
Coonley, director of the conser­
vation division of the War I’ ro- 
ductiun Board. This daily paper 
saving would amount to l57,dio 
pouml.s.

Paper conservation aN«i release* 
supplies fur ainniunition and fiKsI 
buses, prai’tice bombs, bomb 
bands, blood plasma cartons, pro­
tection for ambulances in ship­
ment, camouflage materials and 
many other items. Mure than ten 
times as much tonnage of muni­
tions, food and materials s being 
shipped overseas in this war as m '
1917-18.

"The paper shortage is creating 
a critical scarcity of bags in gro-' 
eery stores." Mr. t.iMinlev explain 
ed. "Jvo far during the emergetn v 
bags have been availalde l>e« aus<‘ 
of inventories and the elimiiiatiun 
of variety bags, but in the future 
stores will have to depend eutiirlv 
upon current reducetl production 
and buyers* cooperation.*’ ’

Food buyers and ,>ther shopp<-i» 
are asked to conserve b,igs by hav­
ing several items put in one sack, 
bringing then own bag* for re-use, 
or carrying home pai'kaged terns 
unwrapped. Housewives are not 
aaked to return bags for re-use bv 
others than themselves. If all 
housewives in the I nited Slates 
saved one •miE'e-and-a-half bag 
each day, the saving would aniuunt 
to nearly 6iMI,0lM) tuns annuallv.
