Proves Profilable 
Tests Reveal

general IV can lie incTeaseii .50 to

cause gra's thereby is allowed 
more moisture, sunlight, plant 
food and air, he asserts. Also, 
livestin-k grazing clean, ojH-n jias- 
ture can gel alnml flO jier cent of 
the palatable forage instead of .>0 
jier cent where wn-ds are in the 
way.

I* i|rllu-tinoie, animal jiroducts 
couhl lie doubled hv cleaning and 
mowing si'vithI milliuii arrr* of 
land along 'treuins. on overt low 
croji l.ind and other soil now over­
grown with a varielv ol we**<l' and 
worthless sliruhs. While the most 
extensive lienefil from mowing is 
to speed u|i the transition ironi a 
wti-d> jiasture to a good turf, niuw- 
iiig also iinjiroves and freshens 
even the most jialatahle jiasture 
gra'sr-s.

\l the Angleton suh-slallon »if 
the Texas .\gncultiual l-A(M*ri- 
ment Station exjierimeiilal vields 
of mowfil liermuda grass were 
luulile, and total protein ami jihos- 
jiorous were four times greater 
than from unmowed gras*, the jias- 
lure sjui'ialist said.

Lancaster counw-ls that mow- 
I ing to control weerls must start 
when the fiisl ot the worst hi-gili to 
hlooiii. or soon enough to mow all 
liefore s«i-d cun form. Hitlerwecil. 
a coininon jiesi in liermuila ji.is- 
ture, mav retain enough vitality 
to mature .seeil from blooms on the 
mowed tojrs. Hetwe, this wn-k 
would riijuire earlv anri ri-jir‘ated 
mowing. Lut high enough on the 
first mowing so the sjirouling stub- 
hue can l>e mowed often since it 
blooms repeatedly.

Reminding tfiat some stiH-kmen 
dejiend ujio nhay for jiasture* 
mowed during lush spring growth, 
the sjMi'ialisI say* that the feesj 
value of hay cut Irefore maturity 
and haler! or stacknl. more than 
offsets the cost as compared wilh 
leaving an overgrowth on the pas­
ture wher ils feed value is lost and 
its jiresence more injurious than 
lieneftrial. Dairy cows need for­
age to sujiplement jiermanenl pas­
tures almost the year round. Per­
manent Jiasture* often are to suc­
culent in the sjiring and loo dry in 
summer and winter. Re»erve of 
hav or silage always are neednl 
to adjust fluctuations in jiasture*.
