THE RE-APPORTIONMENT of the
county, in order to get the four
precincts as nearly equal, according
to population, is causing considerable
problems for our county
commissioners' court.

Part of the problem lies in the fact
that Precinct | (Friona's precinct),
has roughly half of the county's
population, and yet Friona isn't
exactly near the geographical center
of the county.

The first solution advanced by the
law firm which the commissioners
retained to re-draw county lines, was
a situation which split the city of
Bovina's voters and gave half of them
to the Farwell precinct, and the other
half to the Lazbuddie precinct.

Commissioner Jack Patterson, cur-
rently representing Bovina, would
have had to annex the western part of
Friona, and would have lost all of
Bovina, under this original plan.

The Lazbuddie precinct, mean-
while, would have been roughly 50
per cent larger in size, in order to get
this needed population, as decreed by
Supreme Court decisions.

Another plan currently under study
by the court, would leave all of
Bovina intact in its voting precinct,
and add a smaller portion of Friona
to Patterson’s precinct,

The Lazbuddie precinct would
come up and take in a portion of the
cast side of Friona, in order to get its
needed population. The Farwell
precinct would be the least changed.
In order to keep the commissioners
from having to add great chunks of
road areas which they would have to
maintain, the new proposal would
allow the precinct line to follow a
highway into towns, where the
needed population would be annexed.

Under this second proposal, Friona
would find itself included in three
different voting precincts.

There are problems involved in
redrawing the precinct lines, any way
you go about it.

There are definitely problems involved in re-
drawing precinct lines, and the overall well-being
of the county and its voters needs to be the over-
riding concern in the issue.

Water Level
Is Subject
Of HPWD

The High Plains Water District has
begun its annual program of
measuring the depth to water levels in
more than 900 observation wells
scattered throughout the fifteen
county District area

Parmer County irrigators may see a
blue and white Water District vehicle
in the vicinity of their property in the
coming weeks while Ken Carver and
Jerry Funck of the District staff
measure the 97 wells in the District’s
observation network in Parmer
County.

Since most of the wells to be
measured are operational irrigation
wells, the month of January was
chosen to begin observations in order
to allow for a dormant period and
well recovery from the cone of
depression developed during the
pumping season. Wells will be
measured to find the depth to
““static”’ water level. After
measuring, each well will receive a red
District identification tag for the
owner's information

Data gained from this program is
used for decline rate projections,
determining the amount of water left
in storage, and very importantly, as a
basis for the income-tax depletion
allowance claims on landown=r's tax
returns.

The annual measurement program
is expected to be completed in
February, weather permitting. Data
on individual wells will be available
within a few days of completed
readings, but tabulated data on the
entire network is not expected until
mid-year

(FmHA) takes certain actions over
the next few months

“It is rumored that almost 1,000
potential farm foreclosures or
liquidations will be activated in West
Texas farming communities,”’ said
Hance. ““This could trigger similar
actions in other agriculture financial
areas to double this number of
foreclosures or liquidations and make
the farm picture extremely bleak for
the next two years."

““For those of us who understand
agriculture, this will affect virtually
every business and family in West
Texas. We could easily experience a
situation like the great Depression
and the President needs to take
immediate action to attack the

The program enables farmers
ranchers and rural landowners to
obtain trees at nominal cost. The
purpose of the program is to
encourage the owners to plant
effective wind barriers to protect
buildings, cropland, feedlots and for
erosion control

Many of the trees can be purchased
as potted trees or bare rooted trees
from the Parmer County Soil and
Water Conservation District

Bare rooted trees range from 10
inches to 30 inches top height for
deciduous trees, and S inches to 12
inches top height for conifers

The potted trees range from 4
inches to 10 inches top height

Bare rooted trees cost $24 per 100
trees plus SO cents per 100 trees for
delivery. Potted trees cost $19 per 30
trees plus 3 cents per tree for delivery

Application forms for these trees
can be picked up at the Soil
Conservation Office in Friona at 1306

State University near Amarillo has

As a result of Sherman's leadership
at West Texas State, the University
was recognized as one of the
universities in the nation best able to

the Governor's Higher Education
Management Effectiveness Council
He has chaired the Governor's
Energy Advisory Council, the Texas
Mining Council, and the Texas Law
Review Association. He is also
chairman of the American
Association of State Colleges and
Universities Committee on State
Relations

As a state senator, Sherman was
noted for his fairness, hard work, and
level-headed approach to legislation
He chaired the Natural Resources
Committee and served on the
Jurisprudence and Finance
Committees Texas Monthly
magazine named Sherman one of the
Ten Best Texas Legislators in 1973
1978, and 1977.
