New Precinct
Lines Enforced
During Primary

The new precinct lines, which were
proposed ecarlier in the year and
approved by the County
Commussioners, will be eftective in the
primary elections, coming up May 1,
according to County Judge Porter
Roberts

Although these lines have not yet
been approved by the Justice
Department, these will be the
guidelines that voters should go by
when casting their votes

Most adversely affected will be the
voters in Friona, whose precincts
have been worked around in a very
confusing maze of patterns

As far as Bovina is concerned,
there should not be any real
problems, as the precinct has been
able to remain pretty much intact,
even after the re-apportionment

Lewis is also looking into the
possibility of purchasing a type of
“thermal blanket,"” which would be
placed over the pool at night to hold
the water heat. One of the most
common complaints concerning the
pool in recent years has been its lack
of heat

The walls of the dressing room area
of the pool, particularly the east wall,
have been unstable for the past year
or more. Workmen from the City of
Friona began this week dismantling
the walls, and will re-build the
dressing rooms. Many of the old
concrete tiles can be re-used in the
project

The snack bar area at the pool has
been stripped of its floor tiles. A non
skid floor will replace the old tiles

Bright lights are to be added on the
four poles, two on each side of the
pool, which would enable the pool to
remain open in the evenings, or make

repainted, in more bright, cheerful
colors

By utilizing city employees for the
work, a considerable saving is being
effected. Total cash outlay may not
exceed $3.000 for the project. A total
of $10,000 had been budgeted for
improvements to the pool for the
fiscal year 1981, but was not used

Lewis says he is planning a special
event for opening day of the
swimming season, which date will be
announced later. It is expected that
the customary opening date for the
pool--May 15--will be delayed due to
the remodeling project

But, since there was some question
in recent weeks as to whether or not
the pool would open at all--due to the
unsafe conditions of the dressing
rooms, etc., a slight delay, especially
with a bright new look, will be a small
price Lo pay
