Gas Explosion 
Resnlls in 
Death of Child

Nine-year-old Mary Marjory 
Ponder, daughter of Mr. and Mrs. 
William Ponder of Westway, died 
at 8:30 o’clock Friday morning 
In the Deaf Smith County hos­
pital as the result of burns suf­
fered when a butane bottle ex­
ploded Thursday evening and 
flames destroyed the Ponder 
home.

Marjory, who had been play­
ing out-of-doors, came into the 
house and lay down on a bench 
near a window in the kitchen. 
The Inflammable gas was 
thought to have been thrown on­
to her body through the open 
window.

Rushed to the 
hospital at Hereford, she re­
mained conscious until three 
o'clock and died at 8:30 o’clock.

New "TT" Coupon Book 
Being Mailed to Holders 
Of ODT Certificates

TOe gasoline rationing panel 
of the Parmer County War 
Price and Rationing Board is 
busy this week mailing out the 
new "T T ” ration books to hold­
ers of ODT certificates The new 
coupons arc good for five gal­
lons of gas each, the same value 
of the present "T " coupon.

Under the present set-up, 
farmers and other truck owners 
will not have to make a special 
trip to the rationing office to 
apply for renewal of gas rations. 
Clerks are mailing out the books 
to all certificate holders regis­
tered with the local board, and 
only truck owners who have 
moved here from another coun­
ty will have to come by the o f­
fice to make application.

The old “T ” coupons will not 
be valid after July 1, and the 
new system is expected to end 
misuse of the commercial gas 
rations. Previously, expired **T" 
coupons had been used for pas­
senger cars and In other ways 
had been traded so as to defeat 
the purpose of the mileage rat­
ioning program.

Probably the letters on the 
commercial gas coupons will be 
changed for each rationing per­
iod to keep expired coupons 
from forming a source for "black 
mraket” operations.

The minute you start planting 
blackhull you are going to have a 
market for good wheat The min­
ute you start planting a sub­
stantial acreage of Early Black­
hull. Ohiefkan, and other poor 
milling wheats then you are go­
ing to ruin your wheat market 
It is true that one farmer or just 
a very few farmers planting a 
poor milling wheat will not mat­
erially effect the market. But, 
if a few fanners plant these poor 
milling wheats this year and 
make a good yield then MANY 
farmers are going to plant that 
variety next year When the mills 
get some wt%at from thla coun­
ty which does a poor job In 
their ovens they are going to 
discriminate against the wheat 
from this county. It is easy to 
tear down a market but d iffi­
cult to build one up once It has 
a bad name.

1 wheat goes Into bread It must 
bake out a good loaf of bread 

I I f  you had ever seen a baking 
test on different wheats then you 
would be convinced on this 
thing A loaf of bread baked from 
the poor milling wheat is about 
half the size of one baked from 
excellent milling wheat. The 
bread made from the poor mil­
ling wheat Is heavy and does not 
have that light and fluffy ap­
pearance You farmers who are 
talking about planting that kind 
of wheat simply would not eat 
the kind of bread that wheat

er to lepers in the world -Miss 
Mary Reed, 88 years of age. Born
in Lowell, Ohio, of pioneer stock 
Miss Reed went to India In 1884 
as a missionary of the Method­
ist Church. Blie began to preach 
to lepers and to gather them 
into a small colony. On her first 
furlough in America it was dis­
covered that she herself had 
contracted leprosy. Without tell­
ing her family, she hastily re­
turned to India and wrote that 
she would probably never again 
see them. She gave her life to 
lepers at colonies she developed 
at Chandag Heights, Introduc­
ing modern treatment, teaching 
them to become self-supporting, 
and eventually seeing many of 
the pronounced cured. In a few 
years her own leprosy was ar­
rested- she always maintained 
because of the prayers of her 
hosts of friends—and she was 
able to pay two more short visits 
to her parents before their death. 
The British Empire In 1917 gave 
Miss Reed the Kaisar-l-Hind 
Medal for distinguished service.
